Exhibit A - Statement of Work

Jail Based Behavioral Health Services

Definitions and Acronyms
Definitions and Acronyms. The following list of terms shall be applied to this contract and
Statement of Work, based on the services that are provided at each respective jails:

“Bridges Program/Court Liaison” means an individual employed or contracted with the State
Court Administrator’s Office (SCAQO) to implement and administer a program that identifies and
dedicates local behavioral health professionals as court liaisons in each judicial district. These
individuals are responsible for facilitating communication and collaboration between judicial and
behavioral health systems.

“CAC II”, or Certified Addiction Counselor Level II, allows the counselor to practice addiction
treatment services independently (with the exception of clinical supervision). The counselor must
meet all the requirements for a CAC I, complete the required number of clinically supervised
work experience hours, successfully pass the CAC II required training classes, and present proof
of passing a national examination. The CAC II applicant should obtain at least 1000 hours of
clinically supervised work experience in the practice beyond the hours earned for the CAC I to
demonstrate their ability to practice psychotherapy independently as a CAC IL

“CAC III”, or Certified Addictions Counselor Level III, is the supervisory level. A clinical
Bachelor’s degree in the behavioral health sciences is required. The applicant must meet all the
requirements for a CAC II. The applicant for a CAC III must complete the required number of
clinically supervised work experience hours, successfully pass the CAC III required training
classes, and present proof of passing a national examination.

“Competency Enhancement Program” means the program funded through SB 19-223 to
provide jail-based mental health services to those awaiting an inpatient competency restoration
bed.

“Competency Evaluator” means a licensed physician who is a psychiatrist or licensed
psychologist, each of who is trained in forensic competency assessments, or a psychiatrist
training and practicing under the supervision of a psychiatrist with expertise in forensic
psychiatry, or a psychologist who is in forensic training and is practicing under the supervision
of a licensed psychologist with experience in forensic psychology.

“Court-Ordered Competency Evaluation” means a court-ordered examination of an
individual
before, during, or after trial, directed to developing information relevant to a determination of the
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Exhibit A

individual’s competency to proceed at a particular stage of the criminal proceedings, that is
performed by a Competency Evaluator and includes evaluations concerning restoration to
Competency.

“Critical Incidents” means a critical incident is any significant event or condition that must be
reported to the Department that is of public concern and/or has jeopardized the health, safety
and/or welfare of individuals or staff.

“Forensic Navigator” means social workers working within the CDHS that provide proper care
and coordination of pretrial individuals, which involves working with the courts, court liaisons,
service providers, and conducting periodic case management evaluations across the 22 judicial
districts.

“Forensic Support Team” means a group of individuals working within the CDHS who
provide evaluation and competency restoration education services, case management, and
assertive community treatment services to individuals awaiting competency restoration services.

“High Risk for Transfer” means an individual who has been ordered to receive inpatient
restorative treatment; for whom an evaluator has determined either that the individual appears to
have a mental health disorder and as a result of the mental health disorder, appears to be an
imminent danger to others or to himself and/or appears to be gravely disabled.

“LAC?”, or Licensed Addiction Counselor, is a behavioral health clinician who can provide co-
occurring services.

“LCSW?”, or Licensed Clinical Social Worker, is a social worker trained in psychotherapy who
helps individuals deal with a variety of mental health and daily living problems to improve
overall functioning.

“LPC”, or Licensed Professional Counselor, is a person engaged in the practice of counseling
who holds a license as a licensed professional counselor issued under the provisions of the state
of Colorado.

“Low Risk for Transfer” means an individual who has been ordered to receive inpatient
restorative treatment services, and is assessed to need mental health services but does not need a
referral to an OBH designated inpatient facility.

“Moderate Risk for Transfer” means an individual who has been ordered to receive inpatient
restorative treatment, for whom an evaluator has determined either that the individual appears to
have a mental health disorder or appears to be gravely disabled and does not appear to be an
imminent danger to others or to himself at that point in time.

“Office of Behavioral Health (OBH) designated inpatient restoration facility” means the
facilities that are contracted with OBH to provide inpatient restoration services to individuals.

“Program Level of Care Type” means the level of care a person receives while in jail awaiting
a bed for inpatient restorative treatment.

“Regional Accountable Entity” is responsible for building networks of providers, monitoring
data and coordinating members’ physical and behavioral health care. RAEs replace. and
consolidate the administrative functions of Regional Care Collaborative Organizations (RCCOs)
and Behavioral Health Organizations (BHOs).

PART ONE - GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1

General Administration
1.1 Participation / Catchments. County Sheriffs may develop programs either individually, or
as multiple Sheriff’s Departments (otherwise known as a catchment), submitting a combined
work plan. If services are provided to a catchment, the fiscal agent county (the county holding
this primary Contract with OBH) shall enter into subcontracts with its catchment county
Sheriff’s Departments. Subcontracts entered into under this provision shall adhere to the
requirements of Exhibit B, Miscellaneous Provisions, Section II.

1.2 Subcontractors. See Exhibit B, Miscellaneous Provisions, Section II for requirements
regarding the use of subcontractors.

1.3 The contractor may serve individuals who are awaiting Medicaid approval or other funds to
pay for initial treatment services.

1.4 The contractor shall provide services in a manner that respects and protects individual rights.
This requirement includes providing the subcontractor with the required space to offer individual
and group treatment services described in this Contract.

1.5 Recovery Support Services. Programs may provide for wraparound resources including,
but not limited to, clothes, shoes, transportation, or basic hygiene need purchases that will assist
in stabilizing the individual in the community.

1.6 The contractor shall maintain support relationships with local probation and parole
departments.

1.7 Cultural Competency. Contractor shall provide culturally competent and appropriate
services, per National Standards for Culturally and Linguistically Appropriate Services (CLAS
Standards), available at https://thinkculturalhealth.hhs.gov/clas/standards .

1.8 Contractor shall make reasonable accommodations to meet the needs of individuals who are
physically challenged, deaf or hearing impaired, or blind.

Article 2
Confidentiality and HIPAA / 42 CFR Part Two
2.1 HIPAA Business Associate Addendum / Qualified Service Organization Addendum
The Contractor shall agree to comply with the terms of the HIPAA Business Associate
Addendum / Qualified Service Organization Addendum, Exhibit C of this Contract.

2.2 Third Parties and Business Associate Addendum / Qualified Service Organization
Addendum.

a. The Contractor shall require that any third parties, including subcontractors or other
partner agencies, that it involves for work to be done pursuant to this Contract agree to
the most recent CDHS version of the HIPAA Business Associate Addendum / Qualified
Service Organization Addendum, found in Exhibit C of this Contract.

b. A HIPAA Business Associate Addendum / Qualified Service Organization Addendum is
required between subcontracted treatment provider agencies for any program that has
more than one treatment subcontractor agency rendering services in the jail in order to
share assessments and screenings between subcontracted treatment provider agencies.

2.3 Additional Measures. The Contractor shall agree to the following additional privacy
measures:

a. Safeguards. The Contractor shall take appropriate administrative, technical and physical
safeguards to protect the data from any unauthorized use or disclosure not provided for in
this agreement.

b. Confidentiality. The Contractor shall protect data and information according to
acceptable standards and no less rigorously than they protect their own confidential
information. The Contractor shall ensure that individual level identifiable data or
Protected Health Information (PHI) shall not be reported or made public. The Contractor
shall ensure that all persons (e.g. interns, subcontractors, staff, and consultants) who have
access to confidential information sign a confidentiality agreement.

Article 3
Financial Provisions
3.1 Cost Reimbursement / Allowable Expenses. This contract is paid by cost reimbursement.
Items expensed to this Contract must be reasonable toward completion of the contract terms, are
reviewable by OBH, and shall not exceed any detail in the budget in this regard

3.2 Staff Time Tracking and Invoicing. The Contractor shall ensure expenses and staff are
tracked and invoiced separately for each program or funding stream. Any other funding sources
or in kind contributions supporting the JBBS Program shall be disclosed in the invoice
submission.

3.3 General Accounting Encumbrances. Some Parts under this Statement of Work may utilize
general accounting encumbrances.

PART TWO - TELEHEALTH SYSTEM FOR JAILS

Article 1

Purpose
1.1 The Office of Behavioral Health is issuing this purchase order in order to provide jails that
have challenges accessing healthcare services with resources to implement telehealth
technologies (System) to support inmates’ behavioral health needs.

1.2 Background. Currently, 36 of Colorado’s 64 counties, located in rural and frontier areas, are
designated as Health Professional Shortage Areas (HPSAs). This means that these counties have
been identified as having lower than normal behavioral healthcare access due to several factors,
including but not limited to; challenges in recruiting and retaining behavioral health
professionals and cost effective delivery of services. Telehealth is emerging as a solution for
these regions with the potential of addressing rural and frontier community concerns of access to
care, cost effective delivery and distribution of limited providers.

In addition, the Department is focusing on implementing meaningful and impactful changes
within the criminal justice system, and these changes are impacted greatly by the factors noted
above - specifically to the jail setting. Currently, substance use disorders and other mental health
conditions are increasing in the jail setting, and present hardships to those jails lacking service
provisions to meet the needs of this vulnerable population. Due to funding limitations (on-site
staffing issues, or access to appropriate healthcare services) jails are impacted when dealing with
time sensitive needs of inmates that transition in and out of jails to communities or other criminal
justice settings that require behavioral healthcare support.

Behavioral healthcare providers are frequently traveling throughout rural and frontier regions to
serve these vulnerable populations and have limited availability due to the vast demographic
areas supported. Connecting behavioral health service providers to inmates through video
technology can help to create a system that better screens and assesses inmates and provides
earlier treatment and continuity of care. Use of telehealth technologies combined with a well
designed care model has been shown to significantly reduce the cost of care.

Additionally, avoiding unnecessary inmate transports decreases staff costs and personnel
availability issues while potentially reducing security issues with inmates leaving the facility.
The use of telehealth can greatly enhance the services provided to the criminal justice population

while improving health outcomes and reducing healthcare costs in these regions.

Article 2
Activities/Services

2.1 Telehealth System. The jail listed on the purchase order cover page (Contractor) shall
independently select a telehealth vendor to purchase telehealth technology (System) that meets
the following specifications:

System must be useable in Contractor’s facility, with minor upgrades and renovations if
necessary

System shall reduce duplication and leverage existing infrastructure

System shall address broadband capacity and any other diagnostic equipment or software
needs for each jail

System shall provide telehealth functionality of the type used by behavioral health
providers; including but not limited to: direct video conferencing, telephone, mobile
health, email, patient monitoring device, and store and forward.

Telehealth services vary depending on the type of System used; however, the overall goal
is to provide long distance behavioral health care that can support the following
Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) identified
domains of care as noted in the table below:

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f. System should preferably have the potential to support Electronic Health Record (EHR)
utilization and Health Information Exchange (HIE) access

2.2 Renovations. ‘

a. The Contractor may utilize funds to perform remodeling / building renovations that are
necessary to accommodate the System and its accompanying technology, according to the
recommendations of the selected telehealth vendor.

b. Renovations / other work under this section must occur prior to the termination date of
this Purchase Order, June 30, 2020.

2.3 Not to Exceed Amount.

a. System expenses cannot exceed $25,000 (Not to Exceed Amount) for implementation
(hardware, delivery, software, training, and other directly associated costs) and any
necessary renovations as described in section 2.2 above.

a. Renovations may not exceed 10% of the Not to Exceed Amount.

2.4 Payment
a. The Contractor shall invoice for subcontracted services provided under this purchase
order as soon as the Contractor incurs the legal obligation to pay, and in no event later
than the 20th of the month following when services are provided.
b. The Contractor shall utilize the invoice template(s) provided by OBH.

PARTNERS Recruitment Agreement

This Recruitment Agreement (Agreement) is made as of August 17, 2020 (the Effective Date) by and
between Gunnison County (“Client”), and CB Partners, LLC (“Recruiter”).

INFORMATION REQUESTED

The Recruiter will provide the Client with Presented Candidates upon receipt of the following
information from the Client for each request it makes of the Recruiter to perform its services
(hereinafter referred to as the Clients Requirements).

The Recruiter will use its resources, domain knowledge, experience, skill, and its best efforts to recruit,
identify, and screen candidates for each Client Request in accordance with standard pre-employment
practices for identifying qualitied candidates for a position.

COMPENSATION

In consideration of the performance of the services for each candidate which Recruiter successfully
recruits to work with Client (the Presented Candidate), Client shall pay Recruiter such payments within
15 days of the commencement of the Presented Candidate’s employment at Client. The Recruiter will
charge a fee of 10% of the Presented Candidate’s first year base salary, plus any guaranteed bonus or
commission. Services are defined as all efforts utilized to identify, screen and successfully ensure the
candidate starts employment at Client. All efforts by Recruiter beyond the start date are services in
addition to the services compensated for by Client.

Recruiter shall not be entitled to any additional compensation in connection with provision of services
on behalf of Client, or in connection with Client’s use and/or exploration of the results and proceeds of

such services, and the rights granted to Client under this Agreement.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

IN CARRYING OUT ITS OBLIGATIONS AND ACTIVITIES UNDER THIS AGREEMENT, RECRUITER IS ACTING
AS AN INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AND NOT AS AN AGENT, PARTNER, JOINT VENTURE OR EMPLOYEE
OF GUNNISON COUNTY. RECRUITER DOES NOT HAVE ANY AUTHORITY TO BIND GUNNISON COUNTY IN
ANY MANNER WHATSOEVER.

RECRUITER ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT RECRUITER IS NOT ENTITLED TO: () UNEMPLOYMENT
INSURANCE BENEFITS; OR (lI) WORKERS COMPENSATION COVERAGE, FROM GUNNISON COUNTY.
FURTHER, RECRUITER IS OBLIGATED TO PAY FEDERAL AND STATE INCOME TAX ON ANY MONEYS PAID
IT RELATED TO THE SERVICES.

PRESENTATION

The parties hereby further agree that no compensation shall be paid in connection with the provision of
services on behalf of Client unless a Presented Candidate has been presented to Client by Recruiter
verbally or in writing. In the event that two or more Recruiting Parties submit the same candidate, Client
shall only pay the first Recruiter who has authorization to present candidates.

Beyond exercising reasonable efforts to verify employment references and, where applicable,
professional licenses, Recruiter is not responsible for fraud or misrepresentations made by a candidate





and does not warrant the truth of any information provided by a candidate in the resume or otherwise.
Recruiter will not be directly or indirectly liable for the acts or omissions of candidates, or the accuracy
of information provided by Presented Candidates to Client and will not incur liability for any
consequential damages resulting from the actions or inaction of Recruiter employees.
CONFIDENTIALITY

Recruiter agrees to hold in confidence, and not to use except as expressly authorized by Client, all
Confidential Information and to use reasonable care to prevent the unauthorized disclosure or use of
the other party’s Confidential Information, both during and after the term of this Agreement. Presented
Candidate and Client confidential information will not be disclosed unless the parties agree.

TERMS AND TERMINATION

The term of this agreement commences upon the execution of this agreement and expires upon
received written notice from Client to Recruiter. The Client’s only remaining obligation hereunder shall
be to pay Recruiter compensation and/or reimbursement expenses, as applicable then due and accrued
but not yet paid from performed services. This includes all referrals made before the termination.

b) AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this Agreement shall be
valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the parties to be bound thereby.

¢) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is, or shall be
construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of governmental immunity
provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to this Agreement shall be in
the State of Colorado District Court, Gunnison County, Colorado.
