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INTRODUCTION: 


This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is entered into by and between Prowers County, 
Colorado body corporate and politic by and through its Board of County Commissioner (“Prowers 
County’), and Gunnison County, Colorado (“Gunnison County”) a body corporate and politic by and 
through its Board of County Commissioners.  Prowers County and Gunnison County shall jointly be 
referred to as the “Parties.” 


PURPOSE: 


1. This MOU is developed in partnership between Prowers County and Gunnison County, with 
confirmation by the State of Colorado (“State”), for Prowers County to manage and administer calls to 
the hotline regarding persons that reside in Gunnison County, Colorado. 


2. Prowers County, through its Hotline County Connection Center (“HCCC”), agrees to answer and 
process Child Welfare (“CW”) related and APS related hotline calls on behalf of Gunnison County 
(“Call Coverage Services”).  Prowers County will perform the tasks outlined in this MOU as they relate 
to Call Coverage Services.  Gunnison County will perform the tasks identified in the MOU to assist the 
HCCC with successfully receiving the Hotline calls so Gunnison County can complete the final 
disposition of each call. 


TERM, AMENDMENT, TERMINATION: 


1. Term of MOU: 
a. This MOU becomes effective January 1 2021 for the period of 12 months, ending December 31, 


2021. 
b. The parties shall notify each other at least 30 days prior to expiration of the MOU to execute an 


extension. 
2. Amendments: 


a. The Parties may request changes to this MOU, which shall be effective only upon the written 
agreement of the Parties. 


b. Any changes, modifications, revisions, or amendments to this MOU shall be incorporated by written 
instrument, executed and signed by the Parties, and will be effective in accordance with the terms 
and conditions contained herein. 


3. Termination: 
a. Any party may, at its sole discretion, terminate or cancel the MOU upon 30 days’ written notice to 


the other party. 


RATE FOR SERVICES: 


1. The calculations used to determine the rate of the Call Coverage Services are based on an annual 
projection of the number of Child Protection Program Area 5, Program Area 4, and Institutional reports 
taken and an equivalent number of Other Child Welfare (“Other CW”) Inquiry related call reports.  For 
purposes of this MOU, 10 “Other CW” calls will equal 1 report.   
 
a. Projected numbers of Program area 5, Program area 4, Institutional, “Other CW”, and APS reports 


will be based on a combination of information from the Results Oriented Management data base and 
the actual numbers of calls received through the HCCC for the previous 12 months. 
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2. Gunnison County is allocated 4 free reports, child abuse/neglect or APS reports, each month for a total 
of 48 free reports of any type per year.  


3. Prowers County has entered into agreements with other Colorado counties to provide the same services 
as contemplated in this MOU.  In the event the HCCC must expend additional funds to accommodate 
adding additional positions to take calls on behalf of all of the other counties including Gunnison 
County, the cost of that expansion may be proportionately distributed amongst all of the counties that 
receive HCCC Call Coverage Services.  Should this situation arise, Gunnison County will be notified 60 
days in advance of any additional costs required for HCCC’s services so it can determine whether to 
terminate the MOU.   


4. Prowers County will invoice for the Call Coverage Services.  Invoices shall include a description of the 
services performed as Gunnison County may request.  Gunnison County will submit payment for 
services satisfactorily performed within 60 days of receipt. 


5. The rates of Call Coverage Services provided to Gunnison County per the terms of the MOU are:

6. Gunnison County will be billed quarterly for actual number of reports taken, less the allotted reports of 
12 reports of any type per quarter. 


JOINT RESPONSIBILITIES SHARED BETWEEN GUNNISON COUNTY AND PROWERS COUNTY 
HCCC: 


1. Both Prowers County and Gunnison County acknowledge that the State of Colorado Department of 
Human Services must approve this MOU prior to final execution. 


2. This MOU was preceded by an official request for Call Coverage Services from the Board of County 
Commissioners for Gunnison County. 


3. Both parties understand that nothing in this MOU supersedes or replaces each party’s requirements and 
responsibilities to follow and adhere to all requirements as set forth in state and federal statute, Volume 
7 Rules and/or Division of Child Welfare Policy. 


GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES OF HCCC: 


1. The Hotline County Connection Center (HCCC) will make the appropriate routing changes and take all 
the after-hours calls for Gunnison County.  After-Hours is defined as any time outside of normal 
business operating hours, including week-ends and holidays. 


2. All next step decisions regarding Hotline call records will be left to the discretion of Gunnison County.  
Gunnison County will be responsible to complete a review of all information in THA and Trails to 
ensure appropriate disposition. 


3. Reports, which can be referred to as Referrals, taken by the HCCC will be entered into the THA, 
submitted, and transferred to Gunnison County’s Trails Inbox.  HCCC will notify Gunnison County of a 
referral via email during business hours and by personal contact during after-hours (pursuant to Volume 
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7 Rules).  It will be the responsibility of Gunnison County to check the pending queue and manage the 
final disposition of all records. 
a. HCCC will provide the Hotline ID and/or Referral ID number (pursuant to Volume 7 Rules) to an 


entity designated by Gunnison County. 
 


4. If the HCCC believes the report is of an immediate response nature, the HCCC will notify Gunnison 
County while information is being entered into the THA or CAPS. 
 


5. Information and Referral (non-CW) calls will be sent to Gunnison County’s Pending Incoming 
Hotline Queue (pursuant to Volume 7 Rule).  It will be the responsibility of Gunnison County to check 
the pending queue and manage the final disposition of all records.  Call purpose will be included in the 
comments.  Callers will be redirected back to the Gunnison County main Department of Human 
Services number.  Gunnison County can request a brief synopsis. 


6. If HCCC receives a call from law enforcement or medical personnel that requires immediate response 
from Gunnison County, HCCC will transfer the call to an Gunnison County on-call designee.  If the 
Gunnison County on-call designee is not available, HCCC will take a message and continue to make 
attempts to notify the County.  If appropriate, the HCCC will take a report while notifying the County. 


7. APS reports will be documented in the Colorado Adult Protection System, (“CAPS”) and in the THA.  
Once complete, the record will be transferred to the County’s Pending Incoming Hotline Queue.  
Gunnison County will confirm receipt and update in the THA. 
a. If an APS call is regarding an adult over 70 years old, the HCCC will document the call in the THA 


and advise the reporter to call local law enforcement.  The HCCC will then notify the County of the 
call. 


b. Notification to Gunnison County that an APS report has been taken by the HCCC will be made by 
email during both open and after-hours. 


GENERAL RESPONSIILITIES OF GUNNISON COUNTY 


1. Gunnison County will provide an updated list of on-call Gunnison County employees’ name(s) or 
designees and telephone/cellphone numbers and email addresses at all times.  The on-call list will 
include backup contact name(s) and number(s) and email addresses in case the first employee is unable 
to answer within the notification time frame as outlined in Volume 7 Rules.  If the designee changes, it 
is the Gunnison County’s responsibility to immediately inform the HCCC of the change and to provide 
the required contact information. 


2. Gunnison County will notify the HCCC of any special circumstances where Gunnison County staff will 
be unavailable by email (business hours) or voice telephone/cellphone (i.e. employees are in court, 
meetings, training after-hours, etc.)  Gunnison County should make every attempt to identify another 
entity that can receive notifications.  This can be any entity designated by Gunnison County. 


GENERAL PROVISIONS 


1. This MOU is not intended to create any agency or employment relationships between the parties nor is 
it intended to create any third-party rights or beneficiaries. 


2. Nothing contained herein shall be construed as a waiver of any party or any immunity at law including 
immunity granted under the Colorado Governmental immunities Act. 


3. No modification or waiver of this MOU or of any covenant, condition, or provision herein contained 
shall be valid unless in writing and duly executed by the party to be charged therewith. 


4. This MOU and the parties conduct hereunder shall be subject to local, state and federal laws and 
regulations, including requirements associated with confidentiality of information and HIPAA privacy 
requirements.

5. The Parties to this MOU are subject to the provisions of Colorado Constitution, Article X, Section 20 
(“TABOR”) regarding multiple fiscal year obligations.  Therefore, no obligation extending beyond 
December 31, 2021 shall be enforceable unless and until County, acting through the Board, has adopted 
a budget for 2022 providing for payment of such obligations.  Gunnison County shall immediately 
notify Prowers County should funding under this MOU fail to be appropriated in such instance, Prowers 
County may immediately terminate this MOU. 


6. All three of the authorizing and confirming agencies listed below must agree to the conditions set forth 
in the proceeding document before the MOU can be finalized. 


7. All signatories have the appropriate delegation of authority to sign this MOU. 
8. This MOU is subject to all applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations and rules, whether now in 


force or hereafter enacted or promulgated.  If any term or provision of this MOU is held to be invalid or 
illegal, such term or provision shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining terms and 
provisions.  Meeting the terms of this MOU shall not excuse any failure to comply with all applicable 
laws and regulations, whether or not these laws and regulations are specifically listed herein. 


9. No third-Party Beneficiary.  It is expressly understood and agreed that enforcement of the terms and 
conditions of this MOU, and all rights of action relating to such enforcement, shall be strictly reserved 
to the Parties, and nothing contained in this MOU shall give or allow any such claim or right of action 
by any other or third person or entity on such MOU.  It is the express intention of the parties hereto that 
any person or entity, other than the Parties, receiving services or benefits under this MOU shall be 
deemed to be incidental beneficiaries only. 


10. Each Party agrees to be responsible for its own liability incurred as a result of its participation in this 
MOU.  In the event any claim is litigated, each Party will be responsible for its own expenses of 
litigation or other costs associated with enforcing this MOU.  No provision of this MOU shall be 
deemed or construed to be a relinquishment or waiver of any kind of the applicable limitation of liability 
provided to each Party by the Colorado governmental Immunity Act, C.R.S. 24-101-101 et seq. and 
Article XI of the Colorado Constitution.

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AIRLINE OPERATING AGREEMENT AND 


LEASE OF AIRPORT FACILITIES 


 


THIS LEASE made effective as of November 1, 2020 between the BOARD OF COUNTY 


COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY, COLORADO, herein called the “County” and 


AMERICAN AIRLINES, INC., herein called the “Airline.” 


 


RECITALS 
 


The parties recite and declare that: 


 


A. The County is a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, and owns and operates the 


Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to the City of Gunnison; 


 


B. The Airline is engaged in the business of transporting persons, property, cargo and mail by 


aircraft; and 


 


C. For and in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained herein, the County is 


willing to lease and grant to the Airline and the Airline is willing to rent and obtain from the 


County certain premises and facilities on the Airport, together with certain rights, licenses and 


privileges thereon. 


 


 


1. DEFINITIONS 
 


As used in this Lease, defined words and terms shall have the following meanings: 


 


1.1 “Airport” is the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to the 


City of Gunnison, Gunnison County, Colorado, including the Terminal and other public 


improvements and facilities located thereon. 


 


1.2 "Affiliate" means any domestic air transportation company, that (i) is designated by Airline 


to the County as its Affiliate; and, (ii) has executed an Affiliated Airline Use Agreement with 


the County containing insurance, indemnification, and other standard provisions as required 


by the County; and either (iii) is operating at the Airport for the benefit of Airline, under the 


same or substantially similar livery as Airline, and (a) is owned by Airline, or (b) is a 


subsidiary of the same corporate parent of Airline, or (c) is under contract to Airline in 


respect of such operation; or, (iv) if operating under its own livery, is not selling any seats on 


an aircraft in its own name and all seats on such aircraft are being sold in the name of 


Airline; or, (v) is operating at the Airport under a shared International Air Transport 


Association (“IATA”) flight designator code with Airline at the Airport.   


 


1.3 “Airport Manager” is the manager of the Airport as may be designated from time to time by 


the County. 
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1.4 “Employees” means Airline’s officers, employees, contractors and/or agents performing 


activities at the Airport. 


 


1.5 "Common Airline Areas" shall mean the security hold room, baggage claim area, passenger 


waiting areas, and passenger queuing areas in front of airline ticket counters in the Terminal,  


 


1.6 “Lease” is this Airline Operating Agreement and Lease of Airport Facilities.  


 


1.7 “Leased Premises” refers to the premises described in Sections 2.2.1 and 2.2.4 of this Lease, 


including that which may be described for Airline’s preferential use and use in common with 


others. 


 


1.8 “Terminal” is the existing Passenger Terminal Building at the Airport. 


 


1.9 “Preferential Premises” consists of the preferential use counter, office and other space 


described in Section 2.2.4 of this Lease, if any. 


 


1.10 “Ramp” is that portion of the aircraft ramp/apron at the Airport designated by the Airport 


Manager from time to time for use by air carrier aircraft. 


 


1.11 “Weight” shall mean the maximum certified landing weight (MLW) of an aircraft as 


designated by the Federal Aviation Administration. 


 


 


2. USE OF AIRPORT FACILITIES 
 


Subject to the terms, conditions and covenants of this Lease, Airline is granted the following: 


 


2.1 Grant of Airport Use.  Airline is granted the use of the Airport, in common with others 


similarly authorized, together with all public facilities, improvements and services which 


have been or may hereafter be provided at or in connection with the Airport from time to 


time, including, but not limited to, the landing field and any extensions thereof or additions 


thereto, roadways, runways, aprons, taxiways, sewage and water facilities, floodlights, 


landing lights, beacons, control tower, signals, radio aids and all other conveniences for 


flying, landings and takeoffs. 


 


2.2 Terminal Building and Adjacent Space.  Airline is also granted the use of the following space 


in and adjacent to the Terminal: 


 


2.2.1 In common with others, use with other air carriers of the security holding area, 


baggage claim area, aircraft loading bridges and waiting areas; 


 


2.2.2 In common with others, use of portions of the Ramp to permit the taxiing, servicing, 


loading and unloading of Airline’s aircraft, provided, however, that the Airport 


Manager shall at all times have the right to establish and enforce such non-
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discriminatory rules and regulations as he reasonably deems necessary to control the 


parking and movement of aircraft on the common aircraft areas.  Such rules may 


prohibit the long-term parking or storage of aircraft, including disabled aircraft, on 


ramp and apron areas.  Long-term parking is hereby defined as parking that exceeds 


forty-eight (48) consecutive hours.  If Airline works in good faith to repair and/or 


remove a disabled aircraft, but is unable to do so within forty-eight (48) hours, 


Airline shall not be deemed to have breached the terms of this Section; 


 


2.2.3 In common with others, the use of all public space in the Terminal for Airline, its 


employees, customers, guests and other invitees, subject to such reasonable policies 


as the County may establish; and 


 


2.2.4 Preferential use of the Preferential Premises identified in Exhibit 1 as Terminal 


Spaces 103, and 203 consisting of approximately 2401.50 square feet; together with 


such additional space as may be granted by the County for Airline’s preferential use 


in written Addenda hereto.  The Preferential Premises may be utilized by the Airline 


for the sale of tickets and the reservation of space, manifesting of passengers and 


cargo, handling of mail, baggage and cargo and a traffic operation and 


communications office.  Airline may distribute and display on the Preferential 


Premises airline schedules and promotional materials so long as in the Airport 


Manager’s reasonable discretion the same are tasteful and compatible with Terminal 


design and the other provisions of this Lease.  Airline shall not display or distribute 


from such Premises (except with written permission of the Airport Manager) 


advertising or promotional materials for non-airline businesses or service. 


 


2.3 Access to Airport.   


 


2.3.1 Airline, its passengers, agents, servants, invitees, employees and furnishers of goods 


or services shall have an unimpeded and unobstructed right of ingress to and egress 


from the Terminal.  Such access shall, without exception, be in common with such 


other persons (including, at the option of the County, the general public) as the 


County may authorize or permit; and the County may, at any time or times, close, 


relocate, reconstruct, change, alter or modify such means of access, either 


temporarily or permanently, provided that another reasonably convenient and 


adequate means of ingress and egress is available for the same purposes. 


 


2.3.2 The County may charge the operators of vehicles carrying passengers and property 


for the privilege of entering upon Airport property or using the roadways in or on the 


Airport, parking vehicles on the Airport, soliciting passengers on the Airport, or 


otherwise operating on the Airport.  Provided, however, that the County will make 


available a reasonable number of parking spaces on Airport property for the use of 


Airline’s employees, at no charge to Airline or its employees, and the County’s 


failure to charge fees for such parking areas shall not affect its ability to charge and 


collect fees from other users. 
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2.4 Public Address and Paging System.  Airline and others similarly authorized shall have the 


right to use the public address and paging system in the Terminal for flight announcements, 


paging, and similar purposes, subject to reasonable rules and policies established by the 


Airport Manager. 


 


2.5 Limitation on Use.   


 


2.5.1 Airline’s use of the Airport authorized and granted herein shall be limited to the 


operation of a transportation system by aircraft for the carriage of persons, property, 


cargo and mail, including without limitation, the landing, take-off, parking, 


servicing, repairing, storing and testing of Airline’s aircraft; the loading and 


unloading of persons, property, cargo and mail at the Airport: all of the uses shall be 


subject to County rules and policies then in effect.    


 


2.5.2 Nothing contained herein is or shall be construed to prevent the County from 


enforcing the provisions of applicable ordinances, resolutions or regulations relating 


to the control of landside parking at the Airport or the collection of fees for such 


parking. 


 


2.5.3 The County reserves the right to install or lease space in the public areas of the 


Airport for concessions (including, but not limited to, ground transportation and 


rental cars), which the County, in its sole discretion, deems desirable.  Concessions 


will not adversely impact Airline’s rights, use or access to the Preferential and 


Common Airline Areas. 


 


2.5.4 Airline shall assure that no amusement, vending machines, public pay phones, 


facsimile, copy machines or other machines operated by coins, tokens, or credit cards 


are installed or maintained in or at the Preferential Premises unless approved by the 


Airport Manager.  Airline self ticket machines shall only be installed, operated or 


maintained with the prior written approval of the Airport Manager, and will be 


installed within the Preferential Premises in specific locations approved by the 


Airport Director. 


 


2.6 Acceptance by Airline.  Airline has inspected the Airport, Terminal and Leased Premises and 


is fully aware of the equipment, location and condition thereof.  Airline accepts the same in 


their present "as is" condition. 


 


2.7 Air Carrier Accommodation.  To accommodate the public interest, including to maximize the 


efficient use of Terminal space; to comply with the County’s obligations under federal law to 


provide reasonable access to the Airport for commercial aeronautical operators and to 


accommodate entry to the Airport of new scheduled air carriers; and to ensure uniform 


treatment of all airlines, the County reserves the right unilaterally to change, during the term 


of this Lease, the rights and obligations of Airline in areas designated as Preferential 


Premises, in accordance with the standards and process set forth below: 
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2.7.1 If an airline desires to begin or renew service to the Airport and desires space in the 


Terminal, such airline (the “Requesting Airline”) may file a request for access with 


the Airport Manager, containing details of the proposed airline operations including, 


the amount, type and location of facilities requested; the type, schedule and seasonal 


duration of aeronautical services proposed; the proposed commencement date; the 


number and type of aircraft and ground support equipment; and the types and 


number of personnel to be used.  Upon receipt of such a request, the Airport 


Manager will determine whether the Requesting Airline requires Preferential 


Premises within the air carrier counter, office and/or ops/cargo area of the Terminal.   


 


2.7.2 If the Airport Manager determines that the Requesting Airline needs Preferential 


Premises in the Terminal and such space is not then vacant, the Airport Manager 


shall forward the request for access to all airlines renting space in the Terminal.  The 


Requesting Airline and tenant airlines all shall then have the obligation to negotiate 


in good faith to reach an agreement to accommodate the Requesting Airline, whether 


by sublease, sub-license, “handling agreement” or the like. 


 


2.7.3 If negotiations are fruitless and the Requesting Airline demonstrates to the 


satisfaction of the Airport Manager that it has pursued all reasonable efforts to secure 


accommodation by the tenant airlines without success, the Airport Manager shall 


notify all tenant airlines in writing that, if the Requesting Airline is not 


accommodated within a reasonable period, not less than forty-five (45) days, from 


the receipt of such notice, the Airport Manager shall select one or more of the tenant 


airlines to accommodate the Requesting Airline. 


 


2.7.4 If, at the end of the specified period, the Requesting Airline has not been 


accommodated, the Airport Manager shall select Airline and/or another airline tenant 


or tenants to accommodate the Requesting Airline, by sharing all or a portion of the 


Preferential Premises assigned to one or more tenant airlines, including possibly the 


Airline, with Requesting Airline in the manner determined by the Airport Manager.  


Such reduction and reallocation shall be determined by taking into consideration 


factors including, but not necessarily limited to: current relative utilization of 


Preferential Premises (on a gross flight number and/or enplaned passenger basis), 


schedule compatibility, union work rules, and competitive relationships.  Once a 


decision is made, the Airport Manager shall send written notice to the tenant 


airline(s) selected to accommodate the Requesting Airline to begin accommodation 


of such Requesting Airline within ten (10) business days from the receipt of such 


notice.  Airline shall not be required to bear the expense of any such reduction in size 


or reconfiguration of the Preferential Premises and Airline may require the 


Requesting Airline to enter into an agreement, acceptable to the Airline, for 


Requesting Airlines’ use of Airline’s Preferential Use Space.  The Airport Manager 


shall include in such notice the basis for the decision.  The decision of the Airport 


Manager shall be final. 
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2.7.5 If during the term of this Agreement, Airline suspends flight operations at the 


Airport for a period in excess of sixty (60) days, during the months of December 


through March inclusive, and another airline makes application for use of new or 


additional space in the Terminal, the County reserves the right to delete all or a 


portion of the Preferential Premises from this Lease for the remainder of its term, and 


to make such space available to the Requesting Airline. 


 


2.8 Acknowledgment of Facilities Limitations.  The County has advised Airline, and Airline 


acknowledges and understands, that the scheduling of service to the Airport by large aircraft, 


during the same or in close proximity to periods in which the Airport is being served by other 


large aircraft may result in schedule delays, and inconvenience and discomfort to passengers.  


The County encourages Airline and other airline tenants to take these considerations into 


account when scheduling service by large aircraft at the Airport.  Upon request of Airline, the 


County will share with Airline all non-confidential information in its possession regarding 


the scheduling and proposed scheduling of airline service at the Airport.  


 


2.9 Entry and Inspection By County.  County and its authorized officers, employees, agents and 


other representatives shall have the right (at such times as may be reasonable under the 


circumstances and with as little interruption to the Airline’s operations as is reasonably 


practicable, and with prior written notice to the Airline) to enter upon the Airline’s 


Preferential Premises for the following purposes: 


 


2.9.1 To inspect such Premises at reasonable intervals during regular business hours (or at 


any time in case of emergency) to determine whether the Airline has complied and is 


complying with the terms and conditions of the Lease with respect to such Premises. 


 


2.9.2 To perform maintenance and make repairs and replacements in any case where 


Airline is obligated to do so and has failed after reasonable written notice to do so, in 


which event Airline shall reimburse County for the reasonable cost thereof promptly 


upon demand. 


 


2.9.3 To perform maintenance and make repairs and replacements in any case where the 


County is obligated to do so, and in any other case where the County, in its 


reasonable judgment, determines that it is necessary or desirable to do so in order to 


preserve the structural safety of such Premises or the building in which they are 


located or to correct any condition likely to cause injuries or damages to persons or 


property. 


 


2.9.4 In the exercise of the County’s police power, nothing herein shall limit the rights of 


County to enter the Preferential Premises with or without notice in the event of an 


emergency.  No such entry by or on behalf of the County upon such Premises shall in 


and of itself cause or constitute a termination of this Lease or be deemed to constitute 


an interference with Airline’s possession of the Premises. 


 


2.10 Airline's Use of Affiliates.   
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2.10.1 If Airline desires to utilize an Affiliate at the Airport pursuant to this Lease, it shall 


notify the County in writing, providing the name, address and contact information 


for the proposed Affiliate, together with the nature of the qualifying relationship 


between Airline and Affiliate, the proposed starting date, and contact information for 


the Affiliate.  Affiliate shall be required to execute a separate Affiliated Airline Use 


Agreement with the County. Execution of the Affiliated Airline Use Agreement and 


approval by County shall be required before the Affiliate is granted affiliated status.  


Upon execution and approval of the Affiliated Airline Use Agreement the Affiliate 


shall be treated as an Affiliate of Airline, provided Airline remains signatory to this 


Lease. 


 


2.10.2 Aircraft operated by an Affiliate, employees of an Affiliate, and passengers enplaned 


on and deplaned from an Affiliate's aircraft, shall be considered as Airline's aircraft, 


employees and passengers for all purposes related to this Lease.  Without limiting 


the generality of the foregoing, (a) Affiliate shall be charged at the same landing fee 


rates as Airline, without payment of any seasonal or non-signatory premiums; (b) 


Passengers of an Affiliate shall be included as Airline's passengers for purposes of 


allocating the per capita portion under any allocation formula, and (c) Airline shall 


be entitled to sublease or license part of the Premises to, or ground handle from the 


Premises any Affiliate of Airline, with prior written notice to, but without prior 


consent of the County. 


 


 


3. OBLIGATIONS OF AIRLINE 
 


3.1 Rentals and Charges.  Airline agrees to pay the County rentals and charges for the use of the 


Leased Premises, and the services and privileges granted hereunder, according to the 


following schedule: 


 


3.1.1 For the use of Common Airline Areas, the Airline agrees to pay a rental of 


$26,879.99 per year, which is 30% of the annual rent for its Preferential Premises 


payable $2,239.99 per month based on $37.31 per square foot.   


 


3.1.2 For the use of the Terminal boarding bridges, Airline shall pay $100 per use 


payable monthly.  


 


3.1.3 For Airport services connected with its operations scheduled to be landed and non-


scheduled operations actually landed at the Airport, Airline shall pay a landing fee 


based on the maximum certified landing weight of the aircraft landed, which 


landing fee shall be $5.35 per 1,000 pounds of Weight. 
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3.1.4 For the use of the 2,401.5 square feet of Preferential Premises expressly identified 


in Paragraph 2.2.4 above, if any, Airline shall pay the County a rental of $89,599.97 


per year, payable $7,466.66 per month, based on $37.31 per square foot. 


 


3.1.5 County and Airline agree that the rates and charges for the Lease Term, as described 


in Sections 5.1 and 5.2 below, may at the beginning of each year be adjusted by the 


County to an amount which shall not exceed one hundred and six percent (6%) of 


the rate for the previous annual period. 


 


3.1.6 Such additional fees or charges as are necessary to reimburse the County for 


expenditures required to comply with standards, regulations, orders or directives 


from the Federal Aviation Administration and/or Transportation Security 


Administration concerning security to the extent that the federal government is not 


obligated to provide such reimbursement.  To the extent that the Airline provides 


such services at its own expense, it shall be relieved of any obligation to reimburse 


the County under this section. 


 


3.1.7 Airline agrees to faithfully collect and promptly remit to County (without notice or 


demand by County and in accordance with FAR Part 158) the proceeds of the 


County's Passenger Facility Charge as long as the County has an FAA approved 


Passenger Facility Charge in effect.  Airline shall pay the County interest for late 


payment of Passenger Facility Charge proceeds to County in accordance with 


Section 3.1.8 below.  Both Airline and County hereby covenant to fulfill their 


responsibilities under the terms of FAR Part 158.  If legislation and regulations, in 


effect on the date of this Lease, governing passenger facilities charges, use fees, or 


similar charges on Airline's passengers using the Airport are amended, changed, or 


eliminated during the term of this Lease, the County reserves the right to 


appropriately adjust such charges, levy new charges, revise charges, or implement 


additional charges as reasonably determined by the County to be necessary.  In the 


event that any rental, fee or charge set forth in this Lease shall not be paid to the 


County within the calendar month of the due date, Airline agrees to pay a late 


charge equal to one and one-half percent (1 1/2%) per month on the unpaid balance, 


accruing from the due date until paid.  


 


3.1.8 Airline shall pay for any identification badges required for its or its assigns or 


subtenants' employees, at a rate established by the County from time to time, and 


the cost of finger print based FBI background checks in addition to any other 


requirements of the TSA. The initial badge rate currently charged by the County is 


$75.00 per badge. Airline shall also pay fees as established by the County from time 


to time for the replacement of said badges.  When requested by Airline, the County 


shall issue keys to Airline employees, to provide access to those areas of the 


Terminal which the County in its discretion deems necessary or appropriate for 


Airline's activities. Airline agrees to pay the County $10.00 for each such key 


issued.  If any such key is lost or stolen, Airline agrees to pay the County $100, plus 


the actual cost incurred by the County for re-keying the affected locks and 
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producing replacement keys.  Airline acknowledges that, depending on the key lost, 


the cost incurred for re-keying locks and providing replacement keys may be 


significant.   


 


3.2 Terms and Conditions of Payment. 


 


3.2.1 Rentals under subparagraph 3.1.1 and 3.1.4 above shall be paid in advance in 


monthly installments due the first day of each month and payable no later than the 


15th day of each month.  The first such payment shall be due on November 1, 2014. 


 


3.2.2 Airline shall provide to the County information required in calculating fees set forth 


in subparagraphs 3.1.2 and 3.1.3, above, and warrants that all information contained 


in these reports shall be true and accurate as of the date the same is given.  By the 


second business day of each month during the Lease term, Airline shall deliver to the 


County, on a form to be provided by the County, all information concerning Airline's 


aircraft landed and landed Weight for the previous calendar month, together with 


flight cancellations and the reasons therefore.  The County will thereafter invoice 


Airline the appropriate fee for the previous month, which amount shall be paid by 


Airline within twenty (20) days following billing by the County.   


 


3.2.3 Payment for any cost reimbursement shall be made within thirty (30) days following 


receipt by the Airline of a statement or invoice itemizing such costs unless Airline, at 


its option, exercised in writing upon notice to the county, elects to carry forward. 


 


3.2.4 Payments shall be made to the Gunnison County Finance Office, 200 East Virginia, 


Gunnison, Colorado  81230, and should be made payable to the “Gunnison County 


Treasurer.”  Any check or other order shall be accepted subject to collection and the 


Airline agrees to pay any bank charges made for the collection of any such check. 


 


3.3 Security Deposit. With the execution of this Lease, the sum of $2,000.00 has been deposited 


by Airline which shall be held by the County as a security deposit for the faithful 


performance by Airline of Airline's obligations under this Lease.  The County, upon request, 


may in its discretion accept an Irrevocable Letter of Credit, bond or other surety satisfactory 


to the County in lieu of a cash deposit.  In addition to other remedies, the County may call 


upon and use the security deposit to pay and setoff any amounts due and owing by Airline.  


Said sum or surety shall be returned to Airline without interest at such time as Airline ceases 


to provide scheduled service to the Airport and has fully performed the terms of this Lease.  


If the County calls upon and uses all or any portion of the security deposit to pay and set off 


any amount due and owing by Airline, then within fifteen (15) days notice by the County, 


Airline shall re-deposit an amount necessary to restore the balance of the security deposit to 


the sum of $2,000.    


 


3.4 Insurance.  Airline shall have the obligation to maintain, during the Term of this Lease and at 


Airline's expense,  aircraft liability insurance and comprehensive general form liability 


insurance , covering bodily injury, personal injury, property damage, products/completed 
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operations liability, premises liability and contractual liability, with liability limits of at least 


those set forth in the County's Minimum Standards and Requirements of Commercial 


Aeronautical Activities (the "Minimum Standards") at the Airport, as the same now exist or 


as they may be hereafter amended after notice to Airline, including acceptable sub-limits. A 


copy of the Minimum Standards is annexed to this Lease at Exhibit 2. Said aircraft liability 


shall be applicable to owned, non-owned, and hired aircraft, and shall cover Airline’s use and 


occupation of the Leased Premises and aircraft operations at or upon the Airport.  Said policy 


shall include an endorsement covering the indemnity owed by Airline to the County under 


this Lease.  Airline may insure in such amounts as Airline shall deem appropriate with 


respect to any other risk, including risk to personal property or trade fixtures located on the 


Preferential Premises. Airline shall also maintain worker’s compensation insurance or 


evidence of self-insurance, in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado, covering all 


its employees who may from time to time be at the Airport in such capacity.  Airline shall 


furnish current certificates of insurance to the County within 30 days of executing this 


agreement. 


 


3.5 Indemnification of the County.  Airline agrees to indemnify the County against all liability 


for injuries to persons or damage to property caused by Airline’s intentional and/or negligent 


operations at or upon, or use or occupancy of the Leased Premises, except to the extent that 


such injuries or damage are caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the 


County. 


 


3.6 Security Requirements.   


 


3.6.1 Airline shall conduct criminal and such other checks on its employees as may be 


required by applicable federal law and/or regulations, whether the same applies to 


Airline directly, or to the operation of any part of the Airport.  Airline shall also 


timely provide the County with such information as may be necessary for the County 


to comply with federal law or regulation, including those relating to the issuance of 


SIDA badges.  Employees will not be assigned duties in which they are required to 


have unescorted access to controlled areas until such checks have been made and 


appropriate authority granted by the County.  Airline further agrees that Airline and 


its Employees shall fully comply with the County’s security program.  If a flight 


departure will be significantly delayed or cancelled, Airline shall make all reasonable 


efforts to inform the supervising passenger security screener on duty of such delay or 


cancellation, at the earliest opportunity, to avoid unnecessary, premature and/or 


repeated screening activity. 


 


3.6.2 Airline shall maintain the Premises in such a manner as to keep them reasonably 


secure from unauthorized intrusion, provided County has supplied Airline with locks 


and keys, and shall, with respect to any area of the Premises opening to an Air 


Operations Area of the Airport, provide for an adequate security procedure designed 


to prevent unauthorized persons or vehicles from entering such Air Operations Area.  


An “Air Operations Area” is defined to mean any area of the Airport used or 


intended to be used for landing, takeoff or surface maneuvering of aircraft.  An 
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“adequate security system” is further defined as providing for security at the standard 


no less than required and set out in Part 1542 of the Federal Aviation Regulations of 


the Federal Aviation Administration, as may be amended. 


 


3.6.3 At any time during the term hereof, when requested in writing by the Airport 


Manager, the Airline shall, within a reasonable period following such request, submit 


to the Airport Manager written descriptions of the security procedures that are to be 


used and are being used by the Airline on any or all of the Leased Premises. 


  


 


3.7 Maintenance of Preferential Premises.  If Airline is granted Preferential Premises under 


paragraph 2.2.4 above, the following shall apply: 


 


3.7.1 Airline shall furnish, install, operate and maintain the Preferential Premises and the 


furniture, fixtures and equipment installed therein and thereon, all in good and clean 


order, condition and repair.  Within the Preferential Premises, the Airline shall be 


responsible for taking actions and making alterations or installations necessary to 


comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, as amended, and 


regulations adopted pursuant thereto.  Upon expiration or sooner termination of this 


Lease, Airline shall deliver up the Preferential Premises to the County in good and 


clean order, condition and repair, reasonable wear and tear excepted.   


 


3.7.2 Airline shall provide its own janitorial services within its Preferential Premises and 


shall at all times keep the Preferential Premises in a neat and clean condition and in 


good repair (ordinary wear and tear and damage due to casualty and fire excepted). 


 


3.7.3 Airline shall ensure that trash generated by its operations is immediately placed in 


covered containers, no fugitive trash is generated, the Preferential Premises are 


policed for trash on a daily basis, and trash and other wastes are disposed of lawfully 


and promptly.  Airline shall not use or store hazardous materials on the Airport 


except in strict compliance with federal, state and local laws and regulations. 


 


3.8 Improvements to Preferential Premises.  If Airline is granted Preferential Premises under 


paragraph 2.2.4 above: 


 


3.8.1 Construction plans, specifications, budgets and schedules for any proposed 


improvements by Airline to the Preferential Premises, shall be submitted by Airline 


and subject to County approval.  The County may reject submissions that are not in 


accordance with applicable codes, rules, regulations, ordinances and statutes, which 


are incompatible with Airport conditions, or inconsistent with Airport architectural 


style and design or with uses typically made of public use airports. 


 


3.8.2 No signs or advertising displays shall be painted on or erected in any manner upon 


the Preferential Premises without the prior written approval of the Airport Manager.  


Signs identifying the Airline will conform to reasonable standards established by the 
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Airport Manager with respect to type, size, design and location.  The Airport 


Manager shall not unreasonably withhold approval of standard industry trade fixtures 


or signage. 


 


3.8.3 If Airline has altered the Preferential Premises, then upon expiration or sooner 


termination of this Lease, at the option of the County, Airline shall restore the same 


to its original condition to the extent reasonably practicable.  Provided, however, that 


Airline shall not be required to make repairs which were not occasioned by damage 


caused by Airline or its Employees, invitees, contractors or customers.  Otherwise, 


any permanent modifications or permanent fixtures attached to the Preferential 


Premises shall become the property of the County at the termination of this Lease 


unless the Airport Manager reasonably determines that such can be removed without 


significant damage to such Premises.  Any other fixtures, equipment, improvements 


or other property installed, erected, purchased or placed by the Airline in, on or about 


the Preferential Premises will be considered personal property and shall remain the 


property of the Airline. 


 


3.9 Airline’s Employees.  Airline hereby covenants and agrees, that with respect to operations 


authorized under this Lease; 


 


3.9.1 Airline shall require all of its Employees, representatives, contractors, 


subcontractors, licensees, subtenants, invitees excluding passengers, and suppliers 


hired by Airline and working about the Terminal to wear clean and neat attire and to 


display appropriate identification. 


 


3.9.2 Airline shall not permit its Employees to enter the Airport’s security areas without 


the Employee’s valid identification or an approved escort; and it shall immediately 


notify the Airport Manager or his designee whenever an Employee’s access authority 


has been revoked, an access medium has been lost or stolen, or it becomes aware that 


the access control system or its components have been compromised or threatened. 


 


3.10 Records.  Airline agrees that it shall keep or cause to be kept at the Airport true, accurate and 


complete records of Airline's activity conducted at the Airport upon which reports required in 


Subparagraph 3.2.2 above are based, for a period of two (2) years after the activity 


conducted, and shall permit the County to inspect the same at all reasonable times. 


 


3.11 Liens.  Airline shall immediately cause to be removed, and shall cause a bond to be posted 


for the benefit of County to secure the payment of any and all liens or encumbrances of any 


nature arising out of or imposed because of any improvements or repairs performed by 


Airline or any of its contractors or subcontractors upon the Preferential Premises or arising 


out of or because of the performance of any work or labor upon or the furnishing of any 


materials for use on the Preferential Premises. 


 


3.12 Utilities.  The County has, at its own expense, brought certain public utility services to the 


Terminal and the Leased Premises.  Within the limits of capacity and without charge other 
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than as set forth herein, the Airline shall have the right to use and make connection therewith; 


provided, however, that the County has, at its sole option, installed metering devices to 


determine the amount of electrical power consumed by computers, de-icing equipment, 


APU's and similar equipment utilized solely by and for the benefit of the Airline.  Airline 


shall pay for the electrical power measured by such meter in accordance with Sections 3.2.3 


and 3.2.4 above.  If additional or expanded utility services or lines are required by the 


Airline’s operations, the cost of such services and lines shall be paid by the Airline. 


 


3.13 Removal of Disabled Aircraft.  Airline shall promptly remove any of its disabled aircraft 


from any part of the Airport (including, without limitation, runways, taxiways, aprons and 


gate positions) and place any such disabled aircraft in such storage areas as may be 


designated by Airport Manager.  Airline may store such disabled aircraft only for such length 


of time and on such terms and conditions as may be established by Airport Manager.  If 


Airline fails to remove any of its disabled promptly, County may, but shall not be obligated 


to, cause the removal of such disabled aircraft, provided, however, the obligation to remove 


or store such disabled aircraft shall not be inconsistent with federal and state laws and 


regulations.  Airline agrees to reimburse County for all costs of such removal.  Airline further 


releases County from any and all claims for damage to the disabled aircraft or otherwise 


arising from or in any way connected with such removal by County. 


 


3.14 Access Gate. If Airline uses any access gate or door ("Access Gate") providing access to 


the Security Identification Display Area ("SIDA") of the Airport.  Any such Access Gate 


shall be constantly monitored by Airline while open to prevent access to the SIDA by any 


person who does not properly display a County-issued security badge, or by any person 


who is not actively escorted by such a properly badged person. If unauthorized access to 


the SIDA occurs though an Access Gate being used by Airline it shall be a violation of this 


Lease and of the County's security program.  For any such violation, Airline shall pay the 


County liquidated contract damages, which shall not be considered a penalty, in accordance 


with the following schedule, for violations occurring during the same calendar year: 


 


1st Violation Notice of Violation—Next Offense to Result in Fine 


2nd Violation $250 (gate will be locked by County until fee is paid) 


3rd Violation $500 (gate will be locked by County until fee is paid and 


 


Airline shall provide assurances which, in the sole discretion of the County, are sufficient to 


prevent future Access Gate violations).  Regardless of the number of such Access Gate 


violations which occur, should any such violation(s) result in a damage award, citation, or 


fine being assessed against the County, then Airline shall promptly reimburse the County for 


said damage award, citation, or fine, and for all costs and expenses, including reasonable 


attorney’s fees, incurred by the County in defending against and satisfying the same 
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4. OBLIGATIONS OF THE COUNTY 


 


4.1. Quiet Enjoyment.  The County covenants that on paying the rent and performing the 


covenants herein contained, Airline shall peacefully and quietly have, hold and enjoy the 


rights granted herein for the agreed term.  


 


4.2. Maintenance and Utilities.  During the term of this Lease, the County shall maintain and keep 


in good repair so much of the Airport, including the Terminal, as is not under the preferential 


or exclusive control of individual tenants, in accordance with applicable laws, rules and 


regulations.  The County shall also maintain and operate sewage and water facilities, 


janitorial services, electrical and electronic facilities, and such other appurtenances and 


services as are now or may hereafter be connected with the operation of the Airport, for the 


common areas of the Terminal.   


 


4.3. Snow Removal. The duties of the County shall include the removal of snow from the ramps, 


runways and taxiways of the Airport, to the standard of a reasonable airport operator under 


similar circumstances and in light of equipment and personnel reasonably available to the 


County except as provided for in 4.4.   


 


4.4. Airline Snow Removal. Airline agrees to remove ice and snow from (a) an area around each 


aircraft measuring ten (10) feet from the nose, tail, and wings, and (b) a ramp area designated 


by the Airport Manager for housing airline ground handling equipment, such areas identified 


as the “Exterior Exclusive Use Premises” if any taking into account the equipment and 


personnel reasonably available to the Airline except as provided in Section 4.3 above.  


Airline shall indemnify and hold the County harmless from any and all claims arising out of 


airline’s failure to clear ice and snow from the Exterior Exclusive Use Premises.  Airline 


assumes full responsibility for the safety of its employees, contractors, agents, and 


passengers moving between the boarding gates and its own aircraft, regardless of weather 


conditions. 


 


4.5. Airport Security.  The County shall provide special security in the air operations area 


necessary or reasonably appropriate to meet the obligations of the County, if any, in 


accordance with the provisions of applicable federal regulations as they exist on the date of 


this Lease.  Subject to recovery of costs, as set forth in Paragraph 3.1.5 of this Lease, the 


County shall provide such additional security measures as are imposed upon it by future 


federal regulations. 


 


 


 


5. TERM 
 


5.1 Term.  Subject to earlier termination as hereinafter provided, the term of this Lease shall be a 


two (2) year period commencing November 1, 2020 and ending October 31, 2022. Provided, 


however, and notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary,  the Airline may 
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sooner terminate this Lease at any time upon 30-days advance written notice if, the Rural 


Transportation Authority and the Airline fail or are unable to agree to re-sign or extend the 


Air Service Agreement, as defined in Section 6.1.3 hereof, for Airline to provide air service 


to the Airport for any such Option Term (the “Airline Operating Agreement and Lease of 


Airport Facilities”). 


 


5.2 Holding Over.  Holding over or failure to vacate the Preferential Premises at the end of the 


term shall not be construed to be the granting or exercise of an additional term, but shall 


create only a month to month tenancy, under the other terms and conditions of this Lease, 


which may be terminated by either party upon 30-days notice to the other. 


 


 


6. TERMINATION, SURRENDER AND DAMAGES 
 


6.1 Termination by Airline. 


 


6.1.1 Airline may terminate this Lease at any time if it withdraws from providing 


scheduled air service to the Airport, providing that it first delivers to the County a 


written notice specifying an early termination date, which date shall not be less than  


thirty (30) days from the date of delivery of said notice to the County.  In such event, 


this Lease shall terminate on the date specified in the notice, provided that Airline is 


not then in default under the terms of this Lease and all amounts due and owing to 


the County are fully paid on and to the termination date specified.  If Airline 


continues to provide service after the date specified, is in default hereunder or 


otherwise continues to owe monetary obligations to the County on said date, 


Airline's obligations under this Lease shall not terminate, but shall continue during 


the term.  


 


6.1.2 If the County fails to perform any material act or acts or render any service required 


to be performed or rendered by the County under the terms of this Lease, and if the 


County fails to remedy any such default within thirty (30) days following Airline's 


written notice to remedy the same, Airline may terminate this Lease.   


 


6.1.3 If the Airline fails to agree to re-sign or extend its agreement with the Rural 


Transportation Authority to provide air service to the Airport  for any Option Term 


of this Lease, the Airline may terminate this Lease on thirty (30) days written notice 


to the County, but in no event shall such termination be effective prior to the 


expiration of the Air Service Agreement. 


 


6.1.4 Airline shall also have the right to terminate this Lease in the event of any of the 


following:  the order or action of a federal agency terminating or suspending 


Airline's right to operate into and from the Airport; issuance by any court of 


competent jurisdiction of any injunction preventing or restraining the use of the 


Airport or any part thereof for airport purposes, and the remaining in force of such 


injunction for a period of at least thirty (30) days; any action of a federal agency 
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hereafter refusing to permit Airline to operate into, from or through the Airport such 


aircraft as Airline may reasonably desire to operate thereon; the inability of Airline 


to use said premises and facilities continuing for a longer period of thirty (30) days 


due to any deficiency of the Airport or unsafe condition for operating at the Airport 


of the type of aircraft then being flown by Airline or any law, order, rule or 


regulation of any appropriate governmental authority having jurisdiction over the 


operations of Airline or due to war or other casualty; the assumption by the United 


States or any authorized agency thereof of control of the Airport or any substantial 


part thereof; or the erection of any obstacle on or in the vicinity of the Airport which 


would occasion a modification of Airline's air carrier operating certificate or similar 


authorization establishing minimum safety standards for the operation of Airline. 


 


6.2 Airline’s Default and County Remedies. 


 


6.2.1 County may terminate this lease if Airline is in default under this Lease in the event 


of any of the following:   


 


6.2.1.1 appointment of a receiver or trustee of Airline’s assets;  


 


6.2.1.2 default by Airline in the performance of any covenant or agreement herein 


required to be performed by Airline other than the payment of money or 


the occurrence of the events described in this paragraph, and failure of 


Airline to remedy such default for a period of thirty (30) days after receipt 


of written notice to remedy the same; or 


 


6.2.1.3 failure of the Airline to make any payment due hereunder within fifteen 


(15) days after receipt of notice of such overdue payment.  


 


6.2.2 In the event of default, the County may, at its option, in addition to other remedies, 


and with or without terminating this Lease, utilize Airline’s security deposit to 


satisfy all or a portion of Airline’s obligations to the County.  The County need not 


terminate this Lease upon Airline’s default, but at its discretion and without 


terminating the Lease, may seek specific performance, damages incurred by it as a 


result of Airline's default, and/or such other and further relief as may be available at 


law or equity.  In the event of Airline's default, the County need not elect remedies, 


but may pursue any combination of remedies available to it at law or equity. 


 


6.3 Surrender of Possession.   


 


6.3.1 On the expiration or other termination of this Lease, Airline’s rights to use the 


Leased Premises, facilities and services described herein shall cease, and Airline 


shall promptly vacate the Preferential Premises, if any.  


 


6.3.2 Except as otherwise provided in this Lease, all fixtures, improvements, equipment 


and other property bought, installed, erected or placed by Airline in, on or about the 
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Airport shall be deemed to be person property and shall remain the property of 


Airline.  Airline shall have the right at any time during the term of this Lease, or any 


renewal or extension hereof, and for an additional period of thirty (30) days after the 


expiration or sooner termination of this Lease, to remove any or all of such property 


from the Airport, subject, however, to Airline's obligation to repair all damage, if 


any, resulting from such removal, reasonable wear and tear excluded.  Any and all 


property not removed by Airline prior to the expiration of the aforesaid period shall 


be deemed abandoned thereupon become a part of the land on which it is located and 


title thereto shall vest in the County.  The County may, however, require and 


accomplish the removal of said property at its option and at the expense of Airline.  


Neither the County, nor its officers, employees or contractors shall have any liability 


to Airline with respect to such abandoned property. 


 


6.4 Damage or Destruction of Premises.   


 


6.4.1 If the Preferential Premises are partially damaged by fire, the elements, the public 


enemy or other casualty, and the damage is so extensive as to render the Preferential 


Premises untenantable, but said damage is capable of being repaired in 60 days or 


prior to the termination date hereof, whichever date first occurs, the Preferential 


Premises shall be repaired with due diligence by the County at its own cost and 


expense, and the rent payable hereunder with respect to that portion damaged, if any, 


shall be proportionately paid up to the time of such damage and shall thenceforth 


abate in the ratio the space rendered unusable bears to the total space leased until 


such time as the Preferential Premises shall be fully restored.  If the Preferential 


Premises are completely destroyed or are so damaged that they will remain 


untenantable for more than 60 days or beyond the termination date hereof, whichever 


date first occurs, either party may, at its option, cancel so much of this Lease as 


relates to the untenantable space, such cancellation to be effective as of the date the 


Preferential Premises were damaged or destroyed.  In such event, County shall make 


reasonable efforts to provide Airline with substitute space, to the extent the same is 


reasonably available. 


 


6.4.2 Except as provided in subparagraph 6.4.1 above, destruction of all or part of the 


Preferential Premises shall not affect the obligation of Airline to pay the rents and 


charges set forth in this Lease. 


 


6.4.3 In the event that the Preferential Premises are rendered untenantable for reasons 


other than those set forth above, there shall be a reasonable and proportionate 


abatement of the rentals, fees and charges provided for herein during the period that 


the same are so untenantable or unusable. 


 


6.4.4 Notwithstanding any of the foregoing, in the event any damage or destruction to the 


Airport is caused by a negligent act or omission by Airline, its subtenants or 


Employees, Airline shall reimburse the County for its actual costs incurred in 


repairing such damage.  Nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of the right of 
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the County to recover damages from Airline arising out of the fault or negligence of 


Airline. 


 


6.4.5 In the application of this Paragraph 6.4, the County's obligations shall be limited to 


repair or reconstruction of the Preferential Premises to the extent and of equal quality 


as obtained at the commencement of operations hereunder, and the County shall not 


be responsible for any consequential damages.  Redecoration or replacement of 


Airline's furniture, equipment and supplies shall be the responsibility of Airline, 


unless damage thereto is caused by a negligent act or omission of the County, its 


agents or employees, in which event the County shall be responsible for such 


redecoration and replacement.  Any such redecoration or refurnishing shall be of 


equivalent quality to that originally existing at the commencement of the Lease. 


 


 


7. ASSIGNMENTS AND SUBLETTING 


 


7.1  Assignments and Subletting.  Airline shall not at any time assign or sublet its rights under 


this Lease or any part thereof without the prior written consent of the County; provided, 


however, that the foregoing shall not prevent the assignment of such rights to any corporation 


with which Airline may merge or consolidate, or which may succeed to the business of 


Airline.  No such assignment or subletting shall release Airline from its obligations to pay 


any and all of the rentals and charges and to otherwise perform Airline's obligations set forth 


herein. 


 


7.2 Successors to the County.  The rights and obligations of the County under this Lease may be 


assigned by the County, at the option of the County, and without the necessity for the 


concurrence of the Airline in any such assignment. 


 


 


8. OTHER AGREEMENTS 


 


8.1 Compliance with Laws, Rules and Regulations.  


 


8.1.1 Airline shall obtain and pay for all licenses, fees, permits or other authorization or 


charges as required under federal, state or local laws and regulations insofar as they 


are necessary to comply with the requirements of this Lease and the privileges 


extended hereunder.  Airline shall also pay all taxes lawfully imposed upon it with 


respect to its property or operations on the Airport. 


 


8.1.2 Airline shall, at all times, faithfully obey and comply with all applicable existing and 


future laws, rules and regulations adopted by federal, state, local and other 


governmental bodies and applicable to or affecting Airline and its operations and 


activities in and at the Airport. 
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8.1.3 Airline agrees to abide by and be subject to all (a) the Minimum Standards, and (b) 


rules and regulations which are now, or may from time to time be, lawfully 


promulgated by the County and/or other agencies with authority concerning 


management, operation or use of the Airport.  A copy of the County's existing rules 


and regulations relating to operations at the Airport are annexed to this Lease as 


Exhibit 4.   


 


8.1.4 Nothing herein shall limit the right of Airline to challenge any rule or regulation, or 


the application of such rule or regulation to Airline, or to seek any legal or equitable 


remedy. 


 


8.1.5 Airline acknowledges that it has reviewed and is familiar with Assurances which are 


imposed upon the County by the Federal Aviation Administration by nature of its 


having received grant funding.  Airline agrees that it will faithfully comply with such 


Assurances to the extent that they apply or hereafter apply to the Airline, and shall 


take no action or make no omission which would cause the County to be in default 


under such Assurances. 


 


8.2 Lease Subordinate.  This Lease shall be subordinate to any existing or future agreement 


between the County and the United States relative to the operation or maintenance of the 


Airport, the execution of which has been or may be required as a condition to the expenditure 


of federal funds for development of the Airport. If such an Agreement is entered into 


between the County and the United States, the parties agree to execute an amendment to this 


Lease so as to remove any material inconsistencies between this document and any 


agreement with the United States.  In the event that by reason of any such Agreement with 


the United States, it becomes necessary to modify, relocate or remove any improvements or 


other structures situated on the Leased Premises, Airline agrees to modify, relocate or 


remove any such improvements or structures, as directed by the County, and the County shall 


compensate and reimburse Airline for reasonable costs and expenses (including modification, 


removal or relocation costs) so incurred by Airline. 


 


8.3 Leases with Other Air Carriers.  The County shall not grant to any other air carrier a lease on 


materially more favorable terms and conditions than as set forth in this Lease.  


 


8.4 Non-Discrimination.  In operations at and use of the Airport, the Airline shall not, on the 


grounds of race, color, national origin or sex, discriminate or permit discrimination against 


any person or group of persons in any manner prohibited by applicable law, shall abide by 


the provisions of Part 21 of the Rules and Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of 


Transportation effectuating Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.  


 


8.5 Service Entrances.  The County shall have no obligation to provide any special service 


entrances for utilities other than those, which presently exist in the Terminal.  In the event 


Airline requires any additional or special service entrances, the same shall be installed at the 


cost and expense of Airline, and only upon prior County approval. 
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8.6 Availability of Governmental Facilities.  In the event that air navigation aids or other 


facilities now or hereafter supplied by the United States and needed for Airline's operation at 


the Airport are discontinued, the County shall have no obligation to furnish such aids or 


facilities.  


 


8.7 Relocation by the County. If in the opinion of the County, proper development or operation 


of the Airport requires that any part of the Leased Premises be devoted to a different use, the 


County shall have the right, upon six (6) months advance written notice to Airline, and 


without cost or expense to Airline, to relocate all or a part of the Leased Premises, on a 


temporary or permanent basis.  If the Preferential Premises is so relocated it shall be of no 


less area, and as conveniently located with reference to the Security Holding Area as is 


reasonable, considering all demands for space at the Airport.  In such event, all of Airline's 


improvements and trade fixtures shall, without cost or expense to Airline, be relocated or 


replaced on said relocated Preferential Premises, and this Lease shall continue in effect with 


respect to such relocated Preferential Premises. 


 


8.8 Force Majeure.  Neither the County nor Airline shall be deemed in violation of this Lease if it 


is prevented from performing any of its obligations hereunder by reason of strikes, boycotts, 


labor disputes, embargoes, shortage of aircraft or fuel or tires as the direct result of 


governmental decree, acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of superior governmental 


authority, weather condition, riots, rebellion, sabotage or any other circumstances for which 


it is not responsible and which is not under its control. 


 


8.9 Reservation of County Rights.  Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the County 


reserves the following rights:  


 


8.9.1 For the use and benefit of the public, the right of flight for the passage of aircraft in 


the air space above the surface of the Leased Premises, together with the right to 


cause in that air space such noise as may be inherent in the operation of aircraft 


utilizing the Airport. 


 


8.9.2 The right to protect the aerial approaches of the Airport against obstruction, 


including the right to prohibit Airline from erecting, or permitting to be erected, any 


building or other structure on the Leased Premises which would, in the reasonable 


judgment of the County, constitute a hazard to aviation. 


 


8.9.3 During time of war or national emergency, the right to lease the Airport or any part 


thereof, including the Leased Premises or any part thereof, to the United States 


Government for military purposes, and, in the event of such lease to the United 


States for military purposes, the provisions of this Lease shall be suspended insofar 


as such provisions may be inconsistent with the provisions of the lease to the United 


States. 


 


8.9.4 The right to direct all activities of Airline at the Airport in the event of an 


emergency. 
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8.9.5 The right to grant other leases, licenses, permits or rights to occupancy or use of the 


Airport so long as such other grants do not unreasonably interfere with or impair 


Airline's rights hereunder or Airline’s occupancy or use of the Leased Premises, and 


the right to direct changes in the way Airline conducts its Airport operations in the 


event that the County determines, in the exercise of its reasonable judgment, that one 


or more aspects of Airline’s method of operation is unreasonably interfering with the 


lawful and proper occupancy or use by others of the Airport.  Provided, that this 


reserved right is not intended to allow the County to deny Airline the basic right to 


use the Leased Premises for any of the uses permitted hereunder. 


 


8.9.6 The right to further develop and/or improve the Airport, including the Leased 


Premises, as the County deems appropriate, without interference or hindrance by 


Airline, and the County shall have no liability hereunder to Airline by reason of any 


interruption to its operations on the Leased Premises occasioned by such 


development and/or improvement of the Airport; provided, that if Airline shall be 


unable to conduct reasonably normal business operations on the Leased Premises by 


reason of any such development and/or improvement of the Airport, then rent and 


other fees payable by Airline hereunder shall be subject to an equitable adjustment 


during the period of such interruption. 


 


8.9.7 Prior to taking any such action which would adversely affect the operations of the 


Airline, the County agrees to consult with the Airline’s local and/or designated 


representative; provided, however, that this shall not preclude the County from 


taking any action it deems necessary for the immediate protection of persons or 


property or which is necessitated by circumstances which the Airport Manager or 


other authorized person reasonably believes to be a threat to the general welfare. 


 


 


9. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 


 


9.1 Non-Exclusive Right.  Nothing herein contained shall be construed to grant or authorize the 


granting of an exclusive right prohibited by Section 308 of the Federal Aviation Act of 1958, 


as amended, and the County reserves the right to grant to others the privilege and right of 


conducting any one or all of the aeronautical activities specified herein, or any other 


activities of an aeronautical nature.   


 


9.2 Airline’s Subcontracts.  The requirements of this Lease shall apply to Airline’s approved 


subcontractors hereunder, and Airline shall ensure that such subcontractors agree to and 


comply with the obligations of paragraphs hereof to the same extent required of Airline.  


 


9.3 Headings.  The section headings contained herein are for convenience in reference and are 


not intended to define or limit the scope of any provision of this Lease.  


 


9.4 Time of Essence.  Time is of the essence in this Lease.  
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9.5 Non-Waiver.  Waiver by either party of or the failure of either party to insist upon the strict 


performance of any provision of this Lease shall not constitute a waiver of the right or 


prevent any such party from requiring the strict performance of any provision in the future.  


 


9.6 Limitation of Benefit and Liability.  This Lease does not create in or bestow upon any other 


person or entity not a party to this Lease any right, privilege or benefit unless expressly 


provided in this Lease.  This Lease does not in any way represent, nor should it be deemed to 


imply, any standard of conduct to which the parties expect to conform their operations in 


relation to any person or entity not a party.  No director, officer, official or employee of 


either party shall be held personally liable under the terms of this Lease. 


 


9.7 Severability.  Any covenant, condition or provision herein contained that is held to be invalid 


by any court of competent jurisdiction shall be considered deleted from this Lease, but such 


deletion shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein contained so 


long as such deletion does not materially prejudice the County or Airline in their rights and 


obligations contained in valid covenants, conditions or provisions.  


 


9.8 Effect of Lease.  All covenants, conditions and provisions in this Lease shall extend to and 


bind the successors of the parties hereto, the assigns of the County and the permitted assigns 


of Airline.  


 


9.9 Notices.  Notices provided for in this Lease shall be sufficient if sent by First Class Mail and 


Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested, postage prepaid, to a party at its address set forth 


above or to such other addresses as the parties may from time to time designate to the other 


in writing.  Notices sent in such manner shall be deemed to have been delivered on the date 


of mailing. 


 


9.10 Governing Law and Venue.  This Lease shall be governed by and construed in accordance 


with the laws of the State of Colorado.  Any action to enforce or interpret this Lease shall be 


brought in a court in and for Gunnison County, Colorado, or in the United States District 


Court for the District of Colorado. 


 


9.11 Entire Lease.  This Lease embodies the entire agreement between the parties hereto 


concerning the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior conversations, proposals, 


negotiations, understandings and agreements, whether written or oral. 


 


9.12 Attorneys’ Fees.  In any action to enforce or interpret the provisions of this Lease, the court 


may award reasonable attorney fees and costs to the prevailing party. 


 


9.13 No Personal Liability. No director, officer or employee of either party hereto shall be held 


personally liable under this Lease. 


 


9.14 Modification of Lease.  This Lease may not be altered, modified or changed in any manner 


whatsoever except by a writing signed by all parties hereto. 
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9.15 Capacity to Execute.  The County and Airline each warrant and represent to one another that 


this Lease constitutes the legal, valid and binding obligation of that party.

THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) made effective the 2 day of October, 
2020, by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, 
Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (herein “Gunnison 
County”) and The Trailhead Institute, whose address is 1385 S Colorado Blvd, Denver, 
CO 80222 (herein “Contractor”).

 RECITALS 
 
The Contractor desires to provide professional services regarding regional Protect Our 
Neighbor planning grant 
(“Services”).   
 
Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to provide Services as identified in the 
Scope of Work attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A 
(“Services”).   
 
 
 AGREEMENT 
 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and 
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows: 
 


1. SERVICES. 
 


Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to 
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the Services as more specifically set forth on 
Appendix “A”. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with 
generally accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable federal, state 
and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. 
Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County 
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services 
as it deems appropriate to do so. 
 


2. TERM. 
 


The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall 
terminate on December 20, 2020, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided 
herein. 
 


3. STRATEGIC RESULT. 
 







Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its identified result strategy: 
C2.  By December 31, 2020, Gunnison County will promote optimal community and family health, 
safety and wellbeing through an integrated Health and Human Services team, as outlined in the 


Gunnison County Strategic Plan.   
 


4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES. 
 


In consideration and exchange for Contractor’s performance of the Services,  during 
the Term, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor fees as more specifically not to exceed 
twenty-thousand and No/100 U. S. Dollars ($20,000.00).  Payment shall be made by 
Gunnison County to Contractor within 45 days of receipt of an invoice. 
 


The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead, 
payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as 
specifically set forth herein.  
 
(IF THE TERM IS FOR MORE THAN 1 YEAR:  This Agreement is subject to Gunnison 
County making an annual budget appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this 
Agreement.  If Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, 
Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this Agreement pursuant to paragraph 
14 of this Agreement. )  
 


5. INSURANCE. 
 
Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall 
carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following 
insurance policies.  Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor 
will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an 
additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies 
shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to 
Gunnison County.   
 


a. Worker’s Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal 
law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor  during the 
term of this Agreement. 
 


b. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to 
one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand 
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and for an injury to two or more 
persons in any single occurrence, the sum of One Million Ninety-Three 
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00).   


c. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the 
Services, in an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand 
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one person in any 
single occurrence and in an amount no less than One Million Ninety-Three 







Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00) for any injury to two or 
more persons in any single occurrence. 


 
6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. 


 
In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting 


as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of 
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in 
any manner whatsoever. 
 


Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i) 
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from 
Gunnison County.  Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax 
on any moneys paid it related to the services. 
 


7. INDEMNIFICATION. 
 


Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its 
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens, 
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and 
expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, 
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the 
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,   
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement. 
 


This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with 
respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination or expiration. 
 


8. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACTS.  (ONLY USE ON CONTRACTS $100,000 or 
more.) 


 
If the Contractor has entered into a sole source contract or contracts with the State 


of Colorado or any of its political subdivisions as defined in Article XXVIII of the 
Colorado Constitution which including this contract in the aggregate on an annual basis 
are equal to or exceed the amount of $100,000, then the following provisions apply:

ballot issue, the Contract Holder shall not be qualified to enter into a sole source 
government contract relating to that particular ballot issue. 
 


c. The parties agree that if a Contract Holder intentionally violates sections  15 or 
17(2) of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that 
Contract Holder shall be ineligible to hold any sole source government contract, 
or public employment with the state or any of its political subdivisions, for three 
years. 
 


d. These provisions shall not apply to the extent they have been enjoined or 
invalidated by a court of competent jurisdiction.        


 
9. DISCRIMINATION.   


 
The Contractor agrees to not discriminate against any person or class of persons by

Contractor shall further comply with the letter 
and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other 
laws and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices.  
Additionally, Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any 
governmental authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of 
complying with any such laws and regulations.

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As the first wave of COVID-19 began to subside in our regions of southern Colorado, approximately 250 
miles from the urban corridor of the Denver Metro region, local public health officials recognized the need to 
collaborate and plan for a regional approach to move from an emergency management and crisis response 
to a long-term, durable, consistent, and more targeted approach that would allow state oversight while 
providing flexibility and certainty at the local level.

An Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) is 
maintained and the current agreement is through June 30, 2023.  
• Regional COVID Response: On March 20th, WCPHP public health directors convened virtually to begin 
the discussion around COVID-19.  The benefit of this partnership is the strategic considerations specific to 
rural communities in central and southwest Colorado.  In the following four months (March – August), 
WCPHP has met weekly and bi-weekly to develop a long-term, durable, and consistent approach.  This 
approach is now aligning with Protect Our Neighbors and larger coordination with additional counties in the 
rural southwest region. 
• These activities will greatly strengthen the health care and public health infrastructure in each of our 
counties and across the region.

 WHEREAS, County desires to participate in the educational programs as authorized by the 
Smith-Lever Act, as amended, and other acts supporting Extension programs which include the conduct 
of Extension programs and dissemination of relevant research findings in agriculture and natural 
resources, family and consumer science, economic and community development, and 4-H youth 
development in the County; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, Extension is authorized by State and Federal law to conduct Extension educational 
programs in the State of Colorado; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, Extension programs are developed in response to local needs, based on advice from 
a County Extension Advisory Committee, County Commissioners, and other appropriate partners; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, Extension and County desire to enter into this Memorandum of Understanding as a 
master document to set out the nature of the program and the relationship of the parties: 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, the parties do hereby agree to expend their best efforts to conduct and 
support an Extension program under the following terms and conditions: 
 
 
Section 1, County agrees: 
 
 (a)  Office space and general operating funding:  Subject to annual appropriation by the County, 
the County shall furnish suitable office space, and provide the essential costs of utilities, travel, office 
expense, supplies, equipment and information technology services needed to conduct Extension 
programs in the County. Extension agrees and understands that all office space, supplies, equipment 
and data stored on County-provided computer or network systems, except for any software owned or 
licensed to Extension, shall at all times be and remain the property of the County. Notwithstanding the 
above, the work product created by Extension on County equipment, including County-provided 
computers, shall also be considered Extension property. 
 
 (b)  Professional CSU Hired Staff:  To provide by reimbursement to Extension the applicable 
amount of funding for three (3) positions:  1.) The formula payment for 1 County Extension 
Director/Agent (1.0 FTE)  position based on a CSU fringe benefit formula developed and updated 
annually by CSU Extension,  2.) The full salary and benefit costs of– 1 full-time FCS/4-H Agent which the 
County has agreed to fully fund, and 3.) 50% of the full-time salary and benefit costs of a full-time 4-H 







Youth Development Agent. (CSU covers the other 50%).   This amount reimbursed by County will be 
subject to adjustment based on the CSU system changes, such as salary and benefit increases.  County 
agrees to fund any such adjustments.  
 
 (c)  Clerical/Administrative support:  To provide 1 FTE clerical and administrative personnel hired 
and funded by the County, including all salary and benefit increases. 
 


(d)  To submit to the Director of CSU Extension a copy of the county budget approved for items 
(a), (b) and (c) above.  The budget will be verified as true and correct by the responsible county officer 
and will be submitted prior to the beginning of each calendar year. 
 
 (e)  To review this MOU at the beginning of each calendar year and affirm or appoint members 
of the County Extension Advisory Committee. 
 
 (f)  To participate in the selection procedure of professional Extension staff for the County in 
accordance with Colorado State University Extension Personnel Policies and Procedures. 
 


(g) Vehicles and insurance coverage: The County agrees to provide vehicles for use of Extension 
staff for official Extension or County functions. Any passengers driven in county vehicles shall be 
transported to and from official Extension or County functions only, provided that such vehicle shall only 
be driven by authorized Extension personnel, and no passenger other than County or Extension 
personnel serving the County shall be transported in County vehicles without first completing a waiver 
as required by the County. Insurance coverage by the County, for Extension personnel, shall not include 
worker's compensations.  


 
 (h) Training:   That all County hired program and support staff will attend required trainings to 
adequately and correctly perform their job(s), including attending trainings conducted both on CSU 
campus, web-based training, as well as regional and national training and professional development 
opportunities.  
 


(i) Supervision of staff:  Management and supervision of Gunnison County Extension staff will 
continue to be through the CSU Extension County Director as overseen by the State CSU Extension 
Director.  The County Manager is authorized to direct Gunnison County CSU Extension staff's work and 
oversee the office's County hired personnel when both parties deem necessary. 


 
(j) Emergency Management: To provide adequate training for and communication for Extension 


staff, if Extension is included in the counties' emergency management plans.  To ensure that any role 
defined for Extension is appropriate to the skills and abilities of the staff, and to provide adequate 
training and inclusion in emergency management meetings, drills, and related activities to be able to 
effectively carry out their role. 


 
(k) Travel: To allow County budgeted in-state travel for staff to teach educational programs and 


attend professional development trainings in Gunnison and other Counties. At times, County agents 
across the state provide mutually reciprocated professional expertise and work across County lines. 


 
  


 
 







 
Section 2.  CSU Extension agrees: 
 
 (a)  Work cooperatively and equitably across the state to ensure access to Extension expertise 
and opportunities. 
 
 (b)To provide leadership and administration of programs and staff of Colorado State University 
Extension. 
 
 (c)  With the approval of the County, recruit, appoint and supervise professional staff to serve in 
the County. 
 
 (d)  To provide qualified state and regional specialists that are available to train and assist 
county staff in the conduct of county extension educational programs. 
 
 (e)  To provide by direct payment all salary and benefits for all professional CSU hired staff as 
outlined in section 1, (b), and to fund the salary for: 1 County Extension Director/Agent (1.0 FTE) less the 
county formula share, and 50% of the full-time salary and benefit costs for a full-time 4-H Youth 
Development Agent.   
 
 (f)  To provide payment of all employer fringe benefit costs. 
 


(g) Emergency Management:  To allow, encourage and support Extension staff to fulfill their 
appropriate role in the county emergency management plan and disaster preparation.  To require that 
Extension personnel complete FEMA emergency management courses ICA 100 and ICA 700, receiving a 
certificate of completion in order to build knowledge and abilities regarding emergency management. 


 
(h) CSU shall provide the internal, on-campus rate for any transactions with university service 


centers. University service centers are CSU operational units that perform fee-for-service activities for 
groups on the CSU campus as well as external customers, such as the Institute for Research in the 
Social Sciences (IRISS).  


 
 
 
Section 3.  Extension and County mutually agree: 
 
 (a)  To place in the County, and support in accord with this MOU, (_3_) professional CSU-Hired 
positions and (_1_) County-Hired administrative support staff based on funding availability. 
 
 (b)  That the personnel costs of staff outlined in Section 3(a) will be provided by the parties as 
described in Section 1(b), 1 (c) and 2(e).  The four office FTEs are summarized here: 
  County Extension Director – CSU hired and funded (formula paid by County) 
  FCS/4-H Agent – CSU hired and fully County Funded  
  4-H Agent – CSU hired and 50% County Funded 50% CSU Funded  
  Administrative Assistant – County hired and funded 
 
This agreement will in no way limit either party at their sole discretion from employing additional 
professional or paraprofessional personnel in the County Extension Office at their own expense. 







 
 (c)  To notify the other party in writing at least sixty (60) days prior to any expected major 
change in program which would affect the professional personnel or support of the program. 
 
 (d)  Colorado State University Extension, as a publicly funded educational organization, operates 
in compliance with the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, and the 
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and as such, all programs, activities and employment opportunities are 
available without regard to race, color, national origin, sex, religion, age or disability. 
 


(e) Emergency Management: To allow and encourage CSU staff to participate in disaster 
preparation and emergency management for Gunnison County, and require Extension staff to take 
FEMA courses ICS 100 and ICS 700 resulting in a certificate of completion in order to gain knowledge and 
insight into emergency response needs.

This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in full force and effect from year to year until 
terminated by either party by written notice given sixty (60) days prior to the anticipated time of 
termination.

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RECITALS 
 
A. The State Board of the Great Outdoors Colorado Trust Fund (“GOCO” or “Board”) is a 
political subdivision of the State of Colorado, created by Article XXVII of the Colorado 
Constitution, adopted at the November 1992 General Election, which article appropriates a 
portion of the net proceeds of the Colorado Lottery to GOCO and directs GOCO to invest those 
proceeds in the state’s parks, wildlife, open space, and recreational resources. 
 
B. In 2020, GOCO created a statewide grant program pursuant to which eligible entities 
could apply for grants for resilient communities projects. Grantee listed above (“Grantee”) 
submitted a detailed project application (“Project Application”) that contemplates the execution 
of the project entitled above and described in GOCO’s project summary (“Project Summary”), 
attached and incorporated as Exhibit A (“Project”). GOCO approved Grantee’s Project 
Application, which is incorporated into this Agreement by reference, on September 10, 2020, 
subject to the execution of a detailed grant agreement. GOCO and Grantee each have on file a 
copy of the Project Application.  


 
C. The parties intend this agreement to be the detailed grant agreement required by GOCO 
(“Agreement”). 
 


AGREEMENT 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the parties’ mutual covenants contained in this 
Agreement and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are 
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 
 


SECTION 1 – PROJECT 
 
1. Incorporation of Recitals. The Recitals set forth above are incorporated into this 
Agreement. 
 
2. Representations and Warranties of Grantee. Grantee is a County, duly organized in 
accordance with the laws of Colorado and has full and lawful authority to enter into, and comply 
with the terms of, this Agreement. Grantee’s governing body has authorized entering into this 
Agreement as evidenced by the resolution attached and incorporated as Exhibit B.  
 
3. Grant and Project. GOCO awards to Grantee a grant in the amount not to exceed 
$450,000.00 (“Grant”), subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. The 
Grant shall be used by Grantee solely to complete the Project in substantial conformity with the 
final plans, specifications, designs, and uses approved by GOCO. In the event of a conflict 
between the Project Application and the Project Summary, the parties shall resolve the conflict 
by mutual agreement.  
 
4. Project Scope. Grantee shall not materially modify the Project without the prior written 
approval of the Executive Director of GOCO (“Executive Director”) or the Executive Director’s 
designee, such approval to be in GOCO’s sole discretion. Any material modification to the 
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Project undertaken without GOCO’s prior written consent may be deemed a breach of this 
Agreement, entitling GOCO to all remedies available under this Agreement. If Grantee 
determines with reasonable probability that the Project will not or cannot be completed as 
approved by the Board, Grantee will promptly so advise the Board and cooperate in good faith to 
seek a resolution before any further funds are advanced. 
 
5. Grantee Efforts. Grantee agrees to use its best efforts to complete the Project in a timely 
fashion, in a good and workmanlike manner, and consistent with this Agreement and GOCO’s 
approvals related to the Project. 


 
6. Approved Budget. Grantee has completed a detailed budget that reflects all anticipated 
sources and uses of funds for the Project, including a detailed accounting of Grantee’s 
anticipated direct costs associated with the Project, a copy of which is attached and incorporated 
as Exhibit C (“Budget”). Eligible costs are described in Paragraph 12 of this Agreement. Grantee 
has also completed a Workplan/Timeline that reflects Grantee’s anticipated dates for completing 
all aspects of the Project, a copy of which is attached and incorporated as Exhibit D 
(“Workplan/Timeline”). The Project Application contains a budget and a workplan/timeline that 
may not match the approved versions attached as Exhibits C and D and which, therefore, shall 
not be relied upon by GOCO or Grantee. Where discrepancies exist, the approved Budget and 
Workplan/Timeline in Exhibits C and D, respectively, shall control until such time as GOCO 
approves the final versions of both documents. 
 
7. Waiver. Prior to the disbursement of funds, the Executive Director in his or her discretion 
may waive certain conditions set forth in this Agreement. Anything else to the contrary 
notwithstanding, the exercise by GOCO staff (“Staff”), the Executive Director, or GOCO of any 
right or discretion reserved to them under this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver. 
Furthermore, no waiver by them under this Agreement shall constitute a waiver of any other 
requirements, actions, or conditions, nor shall any waiver granted be deemed a continuing 
waiver. No waiver by the Staff, the Executive Director, or GOCO shall be effective unless in 
writing executed by them. Additionally, any failure by the Staff, the Executive Director, or 
GOCO to take any actions as set forth in this Agreement shall have no legal effect on the 
contractual duties of Grantee. Further, no waiver with respect to this Project, Grant, or 
Agreement shall constitute a waiver in any other GOCO-funded project. 
 
8. Project Operation and Maintenance. 


A. Subject to annual appropriations, Grantee shall operate, manage, and maintain the 
Project in a reasonable state of repair for the purposes specified and for the useful life of the 
Project stated in the Project Application, in accordance with product warranties and/or the 
generally accepted standards in the parks/recreation community. GOCO has estimated a useful 
life of 15 years. Grantee also shall provide and maintain access to the Project and to the Property, 
regardless of the Property’s ownership. Failure to comply with this paragraph may be deemed a 
breach by Grantee under Paragraph 22 below. 
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B. GOCO shall not be liable for any ongoing cost of maintenance, management, or 
operation of the Project. 


 
C. Within 60 days of a reasonable request by the Board, Grantee will provide the 


Board with adequate records reflecting the operating and maintenance costs of the Project and 
provide the Board with such other information concerning the use of the Project by the public 
and the impact of the Project. 


 
D. Grantee’s staff shall request during the Grantee’s annual budget process an 


appropriation sufficient to meet the financial obligations of Grantee under this Agreement. 
Grantee will use its best efforts to fully consider such appropriation. The parties understand that 
the Board is relying upon fair and full consideration of annual appropriation in its decision to 
extend its resources and the Grant and to enter into this Agreement. In the event that Grantee 
fails to appropriate sufficient funds to meet the obligations of this Agreement, Grantee shall 
provide notice to the Board of the specific reason(s) for any decision not to appropriate funding. 
Grantee’s staff shall notify the Board of any recommendation not to fund or to partially fund the 
annual appropriation necessary to fulfill Grantee’s obligations under this Agreement. 


 
9. Public Access. Grantee agrees, for itself and its successors in interest, to allow reasonable 
public access to the Project for the term specified in Paragraph 8.A. Grantee may temporarily 
close such public access for construction, maintenance, emergency situations, or other reasonable 
purposes. 
 
10. Insurance. Grantee shall maintain general liability insurance or self-insure for the entire 
period of the Project for protection in the event of injury and/or damage. The insurance limits 
shall not be less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate. If the Grantee 
contracts with another organization to complete the Project, it is the responsibility of the Grantee 
to ensure its contractor carries insurance that fulfills this requirement. 
 
11. Future Funding. This Agreement and the Grant only apply to the Project specifically 
described in this Agreement. GOCO makes no representations regarding future funding for 
future phases of the Project, whether or not described in the Project Application, Project 
Summary, or otherwise. 
 


SECTION 2 – GRANT PAYMENT 
 
12. Eligible Costs. The Grant and all matching funds shall be used only for the cost outlined 
in Exhibit C (“Budget”); these costs are eligible for reimbursement on the basis of costs actually 
incurred by Grantee and supported by written documentation (receipts, bills, etc.). The Grant and 
all matching funds may not be used to pay for any other costs deemed to be ineligible by the 
Board, at the Board’s sole discretion. 
13. Payment of Grant.  
 


A. Progress Payment. Grantee may opt to receive a portion of the Grant after starting 
but prior to completing work on the Project (“Progress Payment”). Grantee shall provide GOCO 
with a progress report detailing expenditures and progress made to date (“Progress Report”). The 
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Progress Report must be submitted using GOCO’s Progress Report form (available at 
www.goco.org or by contacting GOCO). GOCO may, in its discretion, request additional 
documentation to support making a Progress Payment. A Progress Payment shall not exceed 
50% of the Grant or the maximum percentage of funds GOCO can expend for the project to date 
based on the program’s matching requirements, whichever is less. A Progress Payment shall be 
considered a loan until the Project is complete and Final Payment (as defined below) has been 
made. 


 
B. Final Payment. Grantee shall submit a final report to GOCO detailing the 


accomplishments of and expenditures related to the Project and its completion (“Final Report”). 
The Project is “complete” when all facilities, trails, or other improvements included in the 
GOCO-approved Project scope have been built and are ready for their intended use. The Final 
Report must be submitted using GOCO’s Final Report form (available at www.goco.org or by 
contacting GOCO). GOCO may, in its discretion, request additional documentation before its 
approval of the contents of the Final Report. Upon GOCO’s review and approval of the Final 
Report, GOCO shall pay the outstanding balance on the Grant (“Final Payment”), subject to any 
reductions contemplated by any provision of this Agreement. 


 
C. GOCO Review. GOCO shall have 30 days to review any Progress Report and 


Final Report and respond to Grantee.  
 
D. Waivers of Liens and Claims. GOCO may, in its discretion, depending on the 


nature of the Project, require documentation of mechanics’ lien waivers or waivers of claims to 
public project performance bonds as a precondition to any disbursement under this Agreement. 


 
E. Modifications. Payment of the Grant is subject to the Project being completed 


with no material modifications made, except as otherwise agreed to in advance by GOCO in 
accordance with this Agreement. The Grant will not be increased, but GOCO may reduce the 
Grant if the Project changes in any way that GOCO deems material. “Material modifications” 
may include, but are not necessarily limited to, a reduction in the total cost of the Project, a 
reduction in the size or number of recreational development components to be constructed, 
changes to the nature of the recreational development components to be constructed, or any other 
variance from the Project as presented in the Project Application. It is the sole responsibility of 
Grantee to inform GOCO of any such modifications to the Project. GOCO strongly encourages 
Grantee to contact GOCO in writing when it becomes aware of or wishes to make any such 
modifications, however seemingly minor, to the Project. 


 
F. Net Lottery Proceeds. Payment of the Grant is also subject to GOCO’s 


determination in its sole discretion that it has received and has available sufficient net lottery 
proceeds to fund the Grant. In determining the sufficiency of net lottery proceeds, GOCO may 
consider all facts and circumstances as it deems necessary or desirable, including but not limited 
to adequate reserves, funding requirements, and/or commitments for other past, current, and 
future grants, and past, current, and future GOCO operating expenses and budgetary needs. 
 
14. Withdrawal of GOCO Funding; Termination of Agreement. Anything in this Agreement 
to the contrary notwithstanding, with prior notice to Grantee, GOCO reserves the right to 
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withhold or withdraw all or a portion of the Grant, to require a full or partial refund of the Grant, 
and/or to terminate this Agreement if GOCO determines in its sole discretion that:  
 


A. Altered Expectations. Facts have arisen or situations have occurred that 
fundamentally alter the expectations of the parties or make the purposes for the Project or the 
Grant as approved by GOCO infeasible or impractical;  


 
B. Material Project Changes. Material changes in the scope or nature of the Project 


have occurred from that which was presented in the Project Application, approved by GOCO and 
reflected in the Project Summary, without prior written approval of the Executive Director; 


 
C. Inaccuracies. Any statement or representation made or information provided by 


Grantee in the Project Application, this Agreement, the Progress Report, the Final Report, or 
otherwise is untrue, inaccurate, or incomplete in any material respect;  


 
D. Reporting. The results of GOCO’s review of the Progress Report or the Final 


Report are not acceptable to GOCO; 
 
E. Conditions Precedent Not Fulfilled or Unsatisfactory. Any of the conditions 


precedent to funding listed in Section 3 below is not fulfilled by Grantee or is unsatisfactory to 
GOCO, in its sole discretion; 


 
F. Delays. The Project will not or cannot be completed by the Completion Date or 


any extensions granted, or delays in the implementation of the Project have occurred that make 
the Project impracticable in the Board’s judgment;  


 
G. Costs. The Project will not or cannot be completed within the Budget or any 


approved modifications, or the total Project cost and/or Grantee’s matching funding are reduced; 
or 


 
H. Property. Title to or encumbrances against the Property are or become such that 


Grantee is unable to complete the Project, or the Project and/or the Property are or become 
unavailable for public use.  
 


SECTION 3 – CONDITIONS PRECEDENT 
 
15. Completion Date. Grantee shall complete the Project and submit its Final Report no later 
than March 31, 2022 (“Completion Date”). Grantee may request an extension of the Completion 
Date in compliance with GOCO’s Overdue Grants procedure, as may be amended from time to 
time by GOCO in its sole discretion. GOCO may elect to terminate this Agreement and 
deauthorize the Grant in the event this Completion Date is not met and/or Grantee fails to 
comply with the Overdue Grants procedure.  
 
16. Conditions Precedent to Funding. Anything else in this Agreement or otherwise to the 
contrary notwithstanding, the Grant is expressly conditioned upon Grantee’s fulfillment of all 
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terms and conditions of this Agreement to GOCO’s satisfaction in its sole discretion, including 
but not limited to the following: 
 


A. Matching Funds. Matching funds in the minimum amount required by GOCO 
policy or procedure and as set forth in the approved Budget, or as modified and approved in 
compliance with GOCO procedures, must have been received by Grantee, or the status of efforts 
to secure matching funding was disclosed and has been deemed satisfactory by Staff. Grantee 
shall provide evidence of matching funds as GOCO may require in its reasonable discretion. 


 
B. GOCO Policies and Procedures. The Project must comply with all of GOCO’s 


policies and procedures, which may be amended from time to time by GOCO in its sole 
discretion, and must meet any special Board conditions as listed in the attached Project Summary 
(Exhibit A). 
 


SECTION 4 – OTHER PROVISIONS 
 
17. Publicity and Project Information. GOCO has the right and must be provided the 
opportunity to use information gained from the Project; therefore, Grantee shall acknowledge 
GOCO funding in all news releases and other publicity issued by Grantee concerning the Project. 
If any events are planned in relationship to the Project, GOCO shall be acknowledged as a 
contributor in the invitation for the event. GOCO shall be notified of any such events 30 days in 
advance. Grantee shall cooperate with GOCO in preparing public information pieces, providing 
access to the Property for publicity purposes, and providing photos or other imagery of the 
Project from time to time, which GOCO reserves the right to use and duplicate in any print or 
electronic publication or platform for publicity, illustration, advertising, web content, and other 
purposes at any time without the need to seek pre-approval from Grantee. Grantee shall give 
timely notice of the Project, its inauguration, significance, and completion to the local members 
of the Colorado General Assembly and members of the board of county commissioners of the 
county or counties in which the Project is located, as well as to other appropriate public officials. 
At no time shall Grantee represent in any manner to the public or to any party that it is affiliated 
with GOCO or acting on behalf of GOCO. 
 
18. Signage. Grantee shall erect one or more signs at a prominent location(s) on the Project 
site acknowledging the assistance of Great Outdoors Colorado and the Colorado Lottery. GOCO 
will provide such signs at no cost to Grantee. Alternatively, GOCO will provide reproducible 
samples of its logo to Grantee for custom signs. GOCO shall approve in advance the design of 
any permanent sign materially varying from the signs provided by GOCO. To obtain such 
approval, Grantee shall submit to GOCO plans describing the number, design, placement, and 
wording of signs and placards prior to completion of the Project. The Board may withhold Final 
Payment pending evidence of placement of permanent signage. 


 
19. Liability.  
 


A. Indemnity. To the extent allowed by law, Grantee shall be responsible for and 
shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless GOCO, its officers, agents, and employees from any 
and all liabilities, claims, demands, damages, or costs (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) 
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resulting from, growing out of, or in any way connected with or incident to Grantee’s 
performance of this Agreement. Grantee waives any and all rights to any type of express or 
implied indemnity or right of contribution from the State of Colorado, GOCO, its members, 
officers, agents, or employees for any liability resulting from, growing out of, or in any way 
connected with or incident to this Agreement. Grantee acknowledges that Grantee is the owner 
of the Project and the Property upon which it is located, or has control of the Project and the 
Property, and that GOCO neither possesses nor controls the Project, the Property, nor the 
operations of the Project. 


 
B. No CGIA Waiver. No term or condition of this Agreement shall be construed or 


interpreted as a waiver, either express or implied, of any of the immunities, rights, benefits or 
protections provided to GOCO under the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act as amended or 
as may be amended in the future (including without limitation any amendments to such statute, 
or under any similar statute that is subsequently enacted) (“CGIA”). This provision may apply to 
Grantee if Grantee qualifies for protection under the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, 
C.R.S. § 24-10-101, et seq. GOCO and Grantee understand and agree that liability for claims for 
injuries to persons or property arising out of the negligence of GOCO, its members, officials, 
agents, and employees may be controlled and/or limited by the provisions of the CGIA. The 
parties agree that no provision of this Agreement shall be construed in such a manner as to 
reduce the extent to which the CGIA limits the liability of GOCO, its members, officers, agents, 
and employees. 
 
 C. Compliance with Regulatory Requirements and Federal and State Mandates. 
Grantee assumes responsibility for compliance with all regulatory requirements in all applicable 
areas, including but not limited to nondiscrimination; worker safety; local labor preferences; 
preferred vendor programs; equal employment opportunity; use of competitive bidding; permits; 
approvals; local, state, and federal regulations and environmental laws; and other similar 
requirements. To the maximum extent permitted by law, Grantee agrees to indemnify, defend, 
and hold harmless GOCO, Executive Director, and Staff from any cost, expense, or liability for 
any failure to comply with any such applicable requirements. 
 
 D. Nondiscrimination. During the performance of this Agreement, Grantee and its 
contractors, subcontractors, and agents shall not unlawfully discriminate against any employee or 
applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry, physical 
handicap, medical condition, marital status, age, sex, or any other basis prohibited by local, state, 
or federal law. Grantee and its contractors shall ensure that the evaluation and treatment of their 
employees and applicants for employment are free of such discrimination. Further, Grantee and 
anyone acting on behalf of Grantee shall not engage in any unlawful discrimination in permitting 
access and use of the Project. 
 
20. Audits and Accounting Records. Grantee shall maintain standard financial accounts, 
documents, and records relating to the use, management, operation, and maintenance of the 
Project. Grantee shall retain the accounts, documents, and records related to the Project for five 
years following the date of disbursement by GOCO of the Grant funds, and they shall be subject 
to examination and audit by GOCO or its designated agent during this period. While Grantee is 
not required to use GAAP (Generally Accepted Accounting Principles), Grantee shall use

reasonable and appropriate accounting systems in maintaining the required records under this 
Agreement. 
 
21. Inspection. Throughout the term of this Agreement, GOCO shall have the right to inspect 
the Project to ascertain compliance with this Agreement. 


 
22. Breach. In addition to other remedies available at law or in equity, in the event that 
Grantee breaches any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement, GOCO shall have the 
following non-exclusive remedies: 
 


A. Prior to Payment of Grant. GOCO reserves the right to withdraw funding, 
terminate this Agreement, and/or deny Grantee eligibility for participation in future GOCO 
grants, loans, or projects. 


 
B. After Any Payment of Grant. GOCO reserves the right to seek specific 


performance of Grantee’s obligations under this Agreement, receive reimbursement in full of any 
disbursements made under the Grant, including in the event that Grantee does not fulfill its 
obligations under Paragraph 8 due to lack of annual appropriations, and/or deny Grantee 
eligibility for participation in future GOCO grants, loans, or projects. 
 
In the event GOCO must pursue any remedy under this Agreement and is the substantially 
prevailing party, GOCO shall be awarded its costs and reasonable legal fees, including costs of 
collection. 


 
23. GOCO Policies and Procedures. With regard to all named GOCO policies and procedures 
referenced in this Agreement, Grantee acknowledges it has received a copy of the policies and 
procedures or otherwise has access to the documents in connection with this Agreement and is 
familiar with their requirements. 
 
24. Miscellaneous Provisions. 
 


A. Good Faith. Both parties have an obligation of good faith, including the 
obligation to make timely communication of information that may reasonably be believed to be 
of interest to the other party. 


 
B. Assignment. Grantee may not assign its rights or delegate its obligations under 


this Agreement without the express written consent of the Executive Director, who has the sole 
discretion to withhold consent to assign. Any assignment shall require that, at a minimum, the 
assignee is eligible to receive grants from the Board and assumes Grantee’s ongoing obligations 
under this Agreement. 


 
C. Applicable Law. Colorado law applies to the interpretation and enforcement of 


this Agreement. Venue for any dispute under this Agreement shall lie exclusively in the state 
courts of the City and County of Denver.

D. No Joint Venture. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to create a joint 
venture, partnership, employer/employee, or other relationship between the parties other than 
independent contracting parties. Except as permitted under the remedies provisions of this 
Agreement, neither party shall have the express or implied right to act for, on behalf of, or in the 
name of the other party. 


 
E. Status of Grantee. The parties acknowledge that GOCO lacks the power and right 


to direct the actions of Grantee. Grantee acts in its separate capacity and not as an officer, 
employee, or agent of GOCO or the State of Colorado. 


 
F. Time is of the Essence. Time is of the essence in this Agreement. 
 
G. Survival. The terms and conditions of this Agreement, including but not limited to 


Grantee’s obligations, shall survive the funding of the Grant and the completion of the Project.  
 
H. Fax and Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in one or more 


counterparts, each of which shall be an original, but all of which when taken together shall 
constitute one agreement. In addition, the parties agree to recognize signatures to this Agreement 
made electronically and transmitted electronically or by facsimile as if they were original 
signatures. 


 
I. Third-Party Beneficiary. GOCO and Grantee acknowledge and agree that this 


Agreement is intended only to cover the relative rights and obligations between GOCO and 
Grantee and that no third-party beneficiaries are intended.  


 
J. Notice. Any notice, demand, request, consent, approval, or communication that 


either party desires or is required to give the other shall be in writing and either served personally 
or sent by first class mail, postage prepaid, to the addresses shown on Page 1 of this Agreement. 


 
K. Construction; Severability. Each party has reviewed this Agreement, and 


therefore any rules of construction requiring that ambiguities be resolved against a particular 
party shall not be applicable in the construction and interpretation of this Agreement. If any 
provision in this Agreement is found to be ambiguous, an interpretation consistent with the 
purpose of this Agreement that would render the provision valid shall be favored over any 
interpretation that would render it invalid. If any provision of this Agreement is declared void or 
unenforceable, it shall be deemed severed from this Agreement, and the balance of this 
Agreement shall otherwise remain in full force and effect.  


 
L. Entire Agreement. Except as expressly provided, this Agreement constitutes the 


entire agreement of the parties. No oral understanding or agreement not incorporated in this 
Agreement shall be binding upon the parties.

Project Description:   
Gunnison County, on behalf of the multi-partner Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation (STOR) 
Committee, will address stewardship needs associated with significant increases in outdoor recreation 
throughout the Gunnison Valley stemming from the pandemic. The National Parks Service and United 
States Forest Service both reported unprecedented visitation this year to recreation areas, especially 
formalized and dispersed camping, and particularly among first-time campers and visitors. Gunnison 
County and the STOR Committee seek to accommodate this increased use and visitation through a 
comprehensive campaign that will create additional camping opportunities, develop and install better 
signage, improve trails and trailhead access, develop additional restroom facilities, and provide a more 
robust conservation corps and stewardship presence. Trailhead and access improvement will occur in 
several areas throughout the Gunnison Valley and will accommodate multi-season needs e.g. winter ski 
and snowshoe trailhead access, river put ins for watercraft, etc. The development of Shady Island River 
Park is a central component to this proposal to provide close-in camping and river recreation access in 
a fully planned and designed park just one mile north of downtown Gunnison. Additionally, funding 
would support the continuation and expansion of the STOR Corps that the partners developed with 
previous investments from GOCO, National Forest Foundation, and others. The Corps would continue 
to employ local individuals on winter recreation stewardship and maintenance and help cover the 
additional stewardship needs that burgeoned due to the pandemic-driven use and visitation.  


Reviewer Comments: 


- This proposal clearly demonstrated the impact of COVID related overuse at trailheads, river access
locations, trails, etc. through both the narrative and visuals.


- The coordination of the discrete elements of this proposal lends confidence that this is a well-
planned project that will likely be administered quickly and efficiently.


- The seasonality of the recreational impacts and the ability for STOR and the County to target those
impacts will create benefits immediately for a diversity of communities and recreational user
groups.


- The development aspects of this proposal e.g. river put-ins and campsites, provide a good fit for
the program and are well substantiated in the proposals as to how they will address the overuse
and stewardship concerns currently taking place in and around Gunnison.

I am putting this in memo form because there is not room on an agenda submittal form to 
describe this request.  I do not have any other document to submit. 
 
Today I received a call from John Mlaker who is the President of the Somerset Waterworks 
District.  As you are aware, they have some serious compliance problems and need to 
install some equipment in the treatment process to address their issues.  In order to do 
that they need the permission and cooperation of the mine.  Initially after the recent 
election, they declined to sign the contract that had been developed by the previous Board. 
 
The current Board is working with the mine to enter into a three-year contract, which will 
allow them to make the needed improvements and ultimately take over the treatment 
plant.  One of the conditions that the mine has put on any contract is that the Somerset 
Water District must provide water to the mine offices.   There are 4 buildings served by 
the line but only 2 are currently in use.  The District will not charge for water, but the mine 
will continue to pay for electricity, provide the raw water, etc. 
 
As the District has worked through the contract, they have been advised by the staff at the 
Special Districts Association and by their attorney that they must secure Board of County 
Commissioner approval to provide water service out of their District boundaries.  The 
mine is not in their service area boundaries.  It did not need to be when it (the mine) was 
the provider to the District.

Good Morning,
I am sending each Commissioner this e-mail individually, so they can respond individually.
 
When I asked about getting the trailhead permit item on the agenda for Tuesday Katherine told me
the only available time was on the consent agenda.  I did not think it was ready for the consent
agenda, so I did not add it to the agenda. However, with the weather changing the Irwin folks are
being increasingly vocal about needing to get their permits.  Several of them came into our office
this past week to pick up a permit.
 
I have reviewed my notes carefully, and I believe there was consensus that we would do the
following:


1.        Issue two permits per property with a dwelling.  Both permits would be issued at the
same time.  No permits would be issued for vacant land.  I didn’t hear consensus on
whether we would only issue up to 50 permits and stop, or issue as many permits as
requested and let them sort it out.


 
2.        I think there was consensus that one trailer permit could be issued with each permit.  It


was unclear whether it was each property or each permit (potential of two per
property).


 
3.       There was consensus that there would only be 5 snowmobile permits per property, not


per permit.
 
4.       The other item that was not discussed was the cost of the permit.  Last year it was $100


per permit (which included a trailer and unlimited snowmobiles).  My recommendation
suggested $125.00, but the truth is neither of those amounts cover the cost of
permitting much less help cover the cost of the construction and plowing of the
trailhead. 


 
Typically we will plow to the Irwin Forks until Thanksgiving, but the residents begin mobilizing before
that date in case there is a big storm and we do not plow.  We normally only plow that far to
facilitate Nordic Center events.  The residents would rather we didn’t because it ruins any snowpack
if there aren’t additional storms until later in December. 
 
If you can each reply to me today or first thing on Monday I will be able to give my staff direction to
send out the notices to property owners and begin issuing permits.

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EASEMENT AGREEMENT 
 


THIS EASEMENT AGREEMENT, dated the __ day of ______, 2020 (“Agreement” or 


“Easement”), is by and between Gunnison County, Colorado, acting by and through its 


Board of County Commissioners (“GUC”), the address of which is 200 E. Virginia Ave., 


Gunnison, CO 81230, and Cement Creek Condominiums Association, a Colorado nonprofit 


corporation, the address of which is 2 Elcho Avenue, Crested Butte, CO 81224 (“CCCA"). 


 


RECITALS 


 


WHEREAS, GUC owns the roadway known as Teocalli Road and the real property 


immediately adjacent thereto, which is between Teocalli Road and the adjacent platted 


subdivisions, located in Gunnison County, Colorado (“GUC Property”); and 


 


WHEREAS, CCCA is the common interest community association for the Cement Creek 


Condominiums, which includes buildings located on Lot 17, Block 2, Crested Butte South First 


Filing (Italian Creek Building), Lots 13 & 14, Block 2, Crested Butte South First Filing (East 


River Building), and Lots 3, 4 & 5, Block 3, Crested Butte South First Filing (Waterfall Creek 


Building), and as such has legal authority over certain real property designated as common 


elements/areas upon such properties, including but not limited to, the private roadway known as 


Elcho Avenue (“CCCA Property”); and 


 


WHEREAS, GUC and CCCA are parties to that certain License Agreement dated June 6, 


1989 (“License”) whereby GUC granted CCCA a license to use and maintain that portion of the 


GUC Property that lies between Teocalli Road and the CCCA Property; and 


 


WHEREAS, GUC and CCCA hereby desire to terminate the License and replace it with 


this Easement; and 


 


 WHEREAS, this Easement is to provide CCCA and its members, owners, agents, guests, 


invitees, employees, representatives, successors and assigns with rights of ingress and egress by 


and through Elcho Avenue and over the GUC Property to the CCCA Property, as shown and 


identified on the Cement Creek Condominiums Site Plan as the “Easement Area,” a copy of 


which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by this reference. 


 


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals above and the agreements set forth 


below, GUC and CCCA hereby agree as follows: 


 


AGREEMENT 


 


1. EASEMENT GRANT.  GUC hereby grants and conveys to CCCA and CCCA’s 


members, owners, agents, tenants, guests, invitees, employees, personal representatives, 


successors and assigns, a non-exclusive perpetual easement appurtenant for only: (1) ingress and 


egress over and across that portion of the GUC Property that includes Elcho Avenue; and (2) use 


of the open space areas exclusively as open space between the ingress and egress portions of 


Elcho Avenue and between Elcho Avenue and the CCCA Property. Said easement areas are 
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identified as the ”Easement Area” on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein, and 


which is more particularly described as follows (“Easement Area”): 


 


That portion of platted Elcho Avenue within the GUC Property (including the 


island area immediately adjacent thereto) between the traveled road surface of 


Elcho Avenue and the easterly boundary of Lot 14, Block 2, CRESTED BUTTE 


SOUTH – FIRST FILING, and that portion of Lot 13, Block 2, CRESTED 


BUTTE SOUTH – FIRST FILING, immediately adjacent to the portion of Elcho 


Avenue that is part of the GUC Property, and northerly of a westerly extension of 


the common boundary between Lots 1 and 2 of Block 3, CRESTED BUTTE 


SOUTH – FIRST FILING, all according to the plat thereof bearing Reception No. 


280978,

 2. TERMINATION OF LICENSE.  GUC and CCCA hereby agree to terminate the 


License and replace said License with this Easement. 


 


 3. MAINTENANCE. In consideration for the granting of the Easement by GUC, 


CCCA agrees to maintain the Easement Area, including but not limited to, maintaining in good 


condition and repair, the lawn, Elcho Avenue, and all other surfaces within the Easement Area, 


and plowing and removing snow from Elcho Avenue, all when necessary, as determined by 


CCCA. Notwithstanding the foregoing, GUC may require CCCA to maintain, repair or replace 


Elcho Avenue to ensure that Elcho Avenue is in the same, or similar, condition to the portion of 


Teocalli Road immediately adjacent to Elcho Avenue. 


 


 4. INDEMNIFICATION & HOLD HARMLESS – CCCA.  CCCA hereby 


undertakes, for itself, and its owners, members, representatives, successors and assigns, to 


indemnify, defend, and hold harmless GUC, and its employees, officers, agents, representatives, 


successors and assigns, from any and all costs, expenses, claims or damages of any kind, 


including reasonable attorneys' fees, arising from or relating to actions or omissions undertaken 


pursuant to, or which arise from, the use of the Easement by CCCA, or its representatives, 


owners, employees, members, agents, successors or assigns. The indemnification obligations set 


forth in this Section 4 shall not apply to any circumstance that is caused by the negligent or 


intentional acts or omissions of GUC, or its representatives, officers, employees, invitees, agents, 


successors, or assigns. 


 


 5. INSURANCE.  CCCA shall maintain general liability insurance in an amount of 


not less than $1,000,000 combined single limit insuring CCCA and GUC, as is applicable, 


covering actions undertaken pursuant to this Easement Agreement and the indemnification 


obligation set forth herein. CCCA shall name GUC as an additional insured under its insurance 


policy and shall supply GUC with a certificate of insurance to that effect annually by January 31 


of each year.  
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 6. NO WARRANTIES OF TITLE. The Easement contemplated herein is without 


warranty of title and is subject to all prior liens, encumbrances, easements, restrictions, 


reservations, and rights of way affecting the parties’ properties.  


 7. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Easement Agreement contains the entire 


understanding of the parties regarding the subject matter hereof and any and all prior discussions 


and negotiations are merged into this Agreement. The terms and provisions of this Easement 


Agreement shall be enforceable by an action for damages, specific performance, injunction 


and/or any other remedy available at law or in equity. All remedies are cumulative.  


 8. ATTORNEY’S FEES & COSTS. If an action is brought in a court of law of 


competent jurisdiction to enforce, interpret or construe this Easement Agreement, or any 


document provided for herein or related hereto, the prevailing party shall be awarded all 


reasonable attorneys' fees and costs incurred in the prosecution or defense of such action, 


including expert witness fees and costs, if applicable.  


 9. EASEMENT RUNS WITH THE LAND. The Easement shall be perpetual and 


appurtenant to and run with title to the GUC Property and the CCCA Property and shall be 


binding upon the members, owners, heirs, representatives, officers, successors and assigns of the 


parties hereto.  


  


 10. NOTICES.  All notices given pursuant to this Agreement shall be in writing and 


signed by the party, or a duly authorized representative of the party, making the same. All 


notices shall be deemed given when delivered personally, or three (3) days after deposit of the 


same in the United States mail, registered or certified, return receipt requested, postage prepaid, 


addressed to the applicable party as first written above. 


  


 11. LEGAL REPRESENTATION.  Both parties represent and warrant that they have 


carefully reviewed this Agreement, they have had competent legal representation in connection 


with the decision to enter into this Agreement, and the contents hereof are known and understood 


by them.  


  


 12. VENUE.  Claims, disputes, or other matters in question between the parties to this 


Agreement arising out of or relating to this Agreement or breach thereof shall be brought in a 


court of competent jurisdiction in Gunnison County, Colorado.  


 13. PARAGRAPH TITLES. The titles to the paragraphs of this Agreement are solely 


for the convenience of the parties and shall not be used to explain, modify, simplify, or aid in the 


interpretation of the provisions herein.

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LICENSE AGREEMENT 


This License Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County, 
Colorado as of June 6, 1989 as follows: 


1. Parties. The parties to this Agreement are: 


Gunnison County, Colorado, acting by and through its 
Board of Commissioners, hereafter termed the "County", and 


The Cement Creek Condominiums Association, a Colorado 
non-profit corporation, hereafter tenned the "Licensee". 


2. Purpose. In consideration of the Licensee's promise to 
hold the county harmless as against claims of the public, 
evidence of which is attached hereto, and in consideration of 
other mutual promises recited herein, the County and Licensee 
have entered into this Agreement to memorialize their 
understanding with respect to the subject matter hereof. 


3. License to Use Public Property. The Licensee is hereby 
granted a revocable license to use public property described as 
follows: 


That portion of platted Teocalli Road between 
the traveled road surface and the northerly 
boundary of Lots 14, 15, and 16, Block 2, 
Crested Butte South-First Filing, according 
to the plat thereof bearing Reception No. 
280978 of the records of Gunnison County, 
Colorado, and 


That portion of platted Elcho Avenue between 
the traveled road surface and the easterly 
boundary of Lots 14 and that portion of Lot 
13, Block 2, Crested Butte South-First 
Filing northerly of a westerly extension of 
the common boundary between Lots 1 and 2 of 
Block 3, crested Butte South-First Filing, 
according to the plat thereof bearing 
Reception No. 280978 of the records of 
Gunnison county,· Colorado. 


4. Use of Property. The property that is the subject of 
this License Agreement shall be utilized by the Licensee solely 
for the construction of sidewalks, curbs and gutters, fencing and 
landscaping amenities, together with such additional 
requirements as may be imposed by the Licensee's insurance

c~rrier in furtherance of the provisions of Paragraph 6 hereof, 
and for no other purposes. All construction and installation 
shall be under the supervision of the Crested Butte South 
Metropolitan District. 


5. Maintenance and Repai.I:. The Licensee shall keep all 
improvements upon the subject property in good condition and 
repair, and shall maintain the same with such reasonable 
regularity and by such reasonable means and in such reasonable 
manner as to prevent the same from being or becoming unsightly 
or otherwise detract !rom the general appearance of adjacent 
property, or which would constitute a nuisance or hazard contrary 
to public health, safety, and welfare. 


6. Indemnity, Insurance. The Licensee hereby gives to the 
County assurance and the Licensee's covenant to hold the County 
harmless from any and all liability arising from harm to tha 
public, whether in the form of property damage or bodily injury 
resulting from use of the public property pennitted hereby. The 
Licensee also shall carry liability insurance to protect the 
public from injuries sustained by reason of such use with li~its 
of coverage of at least $500, ooo for bodily injury, including 
death, per person, and $500,000 for bodily injury per occurrence, 
and $250, 000 for property damage per occurrence. The Licensee 
shall furnish the County Manager with certificates of insurance 
pertaining to each policy extending such coverage. The Licensee 
shall also provide such certificates annually or otherwise, as 
the case may be, for any and all renewals and extensions of the 
terms of such coverage. 


7. Forfeiture, Removal. If and whenever the Licensee 
shall have refused or otherwise failed to hold the county 
harmless and to carry insurance as provided hereinabove, or 
whenever the County shall have determined that such public 
property or any portion thereof is required by the County for 
other purposes, then, in that event, upon 30 days written notice 
by the County to the Licensee the privileges granted hereby to 
the Licensee shall automatically terminate. In that event, the 
Licensee upon written demand by the County shall cause said 
improvements to be removed from such public property at the 
Licensee's sole expense within a reasonable period of time as set 
forth in such written notice. If the Licensee shall refuse or 
otherwise fail to cause said improvements to be removed within 
such reasonable period of time following receipt of such writt~n 
demand by the County, then and in that event the County shall 
have the right to remove the improvements or cause the some to be 
removed, and the Licensee shall be liable to the County for 'the 
County's removal costs. 


8. Privileges Personal to Licensee. This License is 
personal to the Licensee, and the privileges herein granted shall 
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not inure to or for the benefit of the Licensee's successors or 
assigns. 


9. Snow Removal. The use of the licensed area shall not 
interfere with snow removal operations by the County on the 
existing roadways nor by the Crested Butte south Metropolitan 
District. The Licensee shall be responsible for removal of all 
snow from the licensed area in such a fashion and manner as not 
to interfere with traffic or to violate any county rules and 
regulations now or hereafter in effect. 


10. Entirety of Agreement, Modifications. The making, 
execution and delivery of this Agreement by the Licensee has been 
induced by no representations, statements, warranties or 
agreements other than those herein expressed. This License 
Agreement embodies the entire understanding of the parties and 
there are no further or other agreements or understands, written 
or oral, in effect between the parties, relating to the subject 
matter hereof. This instrument may be amended and modified only 
by an instrument of equal formality signed by both parties.
