 THIS ADDENDUM TO LANDSCAPING IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT FOR 


GUNNISON SECURE STORAGE (“Addendum”) modifies that certain Landscaping 


Improvements Agreement by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of 


Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230, ("Gunnison

WHEREAS, the Landscaping Improvements Agreement was entered into pursuant to the 


approval of Land Use Change Application No. 2019-00007, identified as follows: 


 


1.  Certificate of Minor Impact Approval; An Action Approving Land Use Change 


Application No. 2019-00007 Gunnison Secure Storage Adjacent to the City of 


Gunnison’s Northern Boundary in the SE4SW4, Section 25 Township 50 North, Range 1 


West NMPM, 1012 Highway 135 Gunnison Secure Storage LLC, recorded in the records 


of the Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado on September 10, 


2019, bearing Reception No: 662225 (“Land Use Change Approval”); and 


 


WHEREAS, the Landscaping Improvements Agreement is hereby modified as follows: 


 


1. The work completion date identified in paragraph 3.A is extended from July 31, 2020 to 


November 30, 2021; and 


 


2. The Developer’s certification of completion of improvements date identified in paragraph 


6.A is extended from July 31, 2020 to November 30, 2021; and 


 


3. The affidavit of payment date for said improvements identified in paragraph 6.B is 


extended from July 31, 2020 to November 30, 2021.  


 


This Addendum shall not be effective until it is recorded in the records of the Office of the Clerk 


and Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado.  


 


Except as modified herein, any and all terms and conditions of the above referenced Landscaping

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT 


 
THIS GUNNISON COUNTY DEPUTY COUNTY ATTORNEY EMPLOYMENT 


AGREEMENT is made and entered into this ______ day of _________, 2020 (“Effective 
Date”), by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, 
Colorado (“Board”) and Emilee Song Gaebler (“Employee”). 
 
 1. Employment as Deputy County Attorney.  The Board agrees to employ 
Employee as the Deputy County Attorney, and Employee agrees to be employed as the 
Deputy County Attorney, pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, 
beginning on January 11, 2021. 
 
 2. Duties.  Employee shall serve at the pleasure of the Board, and under the 
direct supervision of the County Attorney, who shall have full authority to oversee the 
work of the Employee and to make employment decisions, including identification of 
tasks, allocation of time, discipline and termination.  In the absence of the County 
Attorney, employee shall perform those duties specifically directed by the full Board, not 
individual members thereof, as well as such other duties that, in Employee’s best 
professional judgment, are required to perform the job of Deputy County Attorney for the 
County and to provide legal advice, representation and counsel to the County.  
 
 3. Personnel Policies and Procedures.  Except as otherwise stipulated herein, 
the Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual of Gunnison County (“Personnel 
Policies”) shall not apply to Employee. 
 
 4. Term.  This Agreement shall remain in full force in effect from the Effective 
Date until terminated by the Employer or Employee as provided in Section 11, 12, or 13 
of this Agreement.  This Agreement will be subject to review on or about January 11, 2023 
and every two years thereafter, unless otherwise terminated.  At the review date, the 
parties will review the duties and compensation of the position with the intent of modifying 
those items where appropriate. 
 
 5. Employee Benefits.  During the period of employment, Employee shall be 
eligible for those benefits afforded full-time permanent Administrative Personnel of 
Gunnison County, including those set forth below:   


a. Vacation.  The Employee shall accrue vacation at 10 hours per 
month until such time as she would be eligible for increased accrual under 
the Gunnison County Personnel Policies or any future amendments thereto. 
Accruals will be allowed up to 336 hours, the maximum accrual limit under 
County policy.  
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b. Sick Leave.  The Employee shall begin employment with a balance 
of 40 hours and shall accrue sick leave of 8 hours per month of employment. 
If, and only if, there is a voluntary resignation by Employee, Employee shall 
receive payment for accumulated sick leave up to a maximum of one-third 
of 720 hours (720 x .333).  


c. Executive Leave.  Employee shall have 5 days (40 hours) of 
Executive Leave for the calendar year 2021 and each calendar year 
thereafter. Executive Leave shall not accrue further, nor shall it result in a 
payout at termination or retirement.  Employee’s use of such leave shall be 
documented in writing.  


d. Retirement.  As per County policy.  


e. Cell Phone Reimbursement.  Employee shall be eligible for a $75.00 
per month cell phone reimbursement.  


f. Health and Welfare Benefits.  Employee shall be afforded access to 
all Health and Welfare Benefits per County policy.  


g. County Holidays.  Employee shall receive the benefit of all paid 
County Holidays as set forth by the Board of County Commissioners.  


h. Moving Expenses.  County shall pay Employee the sum of Five-
Thousand Five-Hundred Sixty-Five Dollars ($5,565.00) for moving 
expenses.  


i. Continuing Legal Education.  County shall reimburse Employee for 
the expenses associated with Continuing Legal Education (“CLE”) courses 
required by Colorado Supreme Court in accordance with Section 10-9 of 
the Personnel Policies regarding Training, including tuition fees, meals, 
lodging and travel expenses.  Such reimbursement shall not exceed One 
Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500) per calendar year. 


j. Colorado Bar Dues.  County shall reimburse Employee the fee(s) 
assessed by the Colorado Supreme Court to maintain an active license to 
practice law in the State of Colorado.  County shall also pay employee the 
sum of One Thousand Nine Hundred Thirty-Five Dollars ($1,935) for costs 
associated with admission to the Bar of the State of Colorado.  


k. Housing.  If requested by Employee, the County shall engage in 
reasonable efforts to help secure affording housing for Employee on at least 
a short-term basis by offering County-owned or administered residential 
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properties, subject to availability. 


 6. Compensation.  During the period of employment, the Board agrees to pay 
Employee for her services a base salary of One-Hundred Twelve thousand dollars and 
zero cents ($112,000.00).  The compensation shall be reviewed by the parties no sooner 
than January 11, 2023.  
 


  7. Market Wage Adjustments.  Employee shall receive the same market wage 
adjustments as those afforded other top salaried tier County employees. 
 
 8. Performance Evaluation.  The County Attorney shall be responsible for 
reviewing and evaluating the performance of Employee annually.   
 
 9. Hours of Work.  It is agreed by both parties that Employee is a professional 
hired to perform the duties specified and such other duties consistent with the job status, 
and that performance of these duties will at times require absence from the office, 
attendance at night meetings and work in excess of forty (40) hours per week.  Employee 
shall not be eligible for wages greater than that identified in this Agreement regardless of 
the number of hours worked each week.  To that end, Employee is free to organize her 
work schedule in such a fashion as to accommodate her workload, but shall normally be 
present during the County’s business hours.   
 
 10. Employee’s Responsibilities. 
 


a. Outside Employment.  The Employee shall not engage in any outside 
employment nor engage in any activity that creates an actual or potential 
conflict of interest with the County. 
 
b. Ethical Responsibilities.  Employee shall at all times observe and 
comply with all ethical and professional standards and all other obligations 
imposed by constitution, statute or other provision of law and shall at all 
times conduct Employee’s affairs in such a manner as to avoid a conflict of 
interest and in accordance with the duties and responsibilities outlined by 
the Board.  Employee shall at all times during the period of employment, 
other than as expressly allowed herein, devote Employee’s time, attention, 
knowledge and skills solely to the interests of the County. 
 


 c. Status as Employee.  It is the intention of the Board and the 
Employee that the Employee shall be a public employee and entitled to all 
of the protection and benefits of a public employee of Gunnison County 
pursuant to the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, C.R.S. § 24-10-101, 
et seq. 
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 11. Termination of Employment by County. 


a. Employment at Will.  The employment relationship between 
Employee and the County is terminable at the will of the Board of County 
Commissioners at any time during the period of employment and nothing in 
this Agreement shall be interpreted or construed to prevent, limit or 
otherwise interfere with the right of the Board of County Commissioners to 
terminate the employment relationship at any time for any reason or for no 
reason at all.  


b. Severance Pay.  If the employment relationship is terminated by the 
County at any time during the period of employment and Employee is ready, 
willing and able to perform the duties of Deputy County Attorney, the County 
shall provide Employee severance pay in the amount equal to four months 
base pay, plus benefits, at the rate of her pay and benefits at the time of 
termination, or the rate of her average base pay for the preceding twenty-
four (24) month period, whichever is greater, EXCEPT if the relationship is 
terminated for nonperformance or unacceptable performance of work, or for 
violation of any law, ethical or professional standard or other obligation 
imposed by constitution, statute or other provision of law, there shall be no 
severance pay.  


c. Colorado Bar Admission.  The Parties mutually acknowledge that 
Employee is in the process of applying for admission to practice law in the 
State of Colorado, and that Employee is continuing to make all prudent and 
necessary efforts to obtain admission.  If admission is not obtained on or 
before July 1, 2021, the Parties intend for employee to practice in Colorado 
pursuant to CRCP 205.6(1) under the supervision of the County Attorney. 
In the event that formal admission is not obtained by July 1, 2021 or within 
the time frame set forth in CRCP 205.6(1), whichever is later, the County 
may terminate this Agreement pursuant to the provisions set forth in this 
Paragraph. 


 12. Termination by Resignation of Employee.  During the period of employment, 
Employee may, at any time following thirty (30) days written notice to the County, resign 
from employment with the County and terminate this Agreement.  If Employee resigns 
from employment with the County, severance pay provisions of this Agreement shall not 
apply.  


 13. Termination of Agreement due to Disability of Employee.  If Employee 
becomes permanently disabled or is prevented by accident, sickness, injury or other 
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mental or physical incapacity from performing the essential functions of the Deputy 
County Attorney position, and/or accommodation of the disability or incapacity would 
impose undue hardship on the County, the County may terminate the employment 
relationship and provide severance pay to Employee pursuant to Section 11(b) of this 
Agreement.  


14. Entire Agreement.  This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement of the
County and Employee and supersedes any and all negotiations relating to the subject 
matter hereof. It is expressly understood and agreed that in the event of any dispute 
between the County and Employee arising under this Agreement, Colorado law shall 
control to the extent that it is not superseded by any applicable federal law.  Venue for 
such a dispute shall exclusively lie in the court(s) of the State of Colorado located in 
Gunnison County, Colorado. 


15. Signatures and Counterparts.  This Agreement may be executed in
counterparts, each of which is hereby deemed an original, but all of which together shall 
constitute one and the same instrument.  A facsimile or electronically imaged signature 
shall have the same force and effect as an original signature. 


IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Board and Employee have executed this Agreement 
as of the day and date as first set forth above.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT 


 


THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) made effective the ___ day of 


November, 2020, by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of 


Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (herein 


“Gunnison County”) and Kelly Pipkins-Burt, LPC, Tier 2 HFW Coach, whose address is 52 


Village Dr., Pagosa Springs, Colorado (herein “Contractor”). 


 RECITALS 


 


The Contractor desires to provide professional services regarding the coaching and implementation 


of High Fidelity Wraparound (HFW) (See “Coaching Agreement” attached as Attachment A) 


(“Services”).   


 


Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to provide Services as identified in the Scope of 


Work attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A (“Services”).   


 


Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to provide Services according to this Agreement.  


 


 AGREEMENT 


 


NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations 


hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows: 


 


1. SERVICES. 


 


Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to 


commence, diligently pursue, and complete the Services as more specifically set forth on 


Appendix “A”. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with 


generally accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable federal, state and 


local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Contractor 


acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with 


additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate 


to do so. 


 


2. TERM. 


 


The term of this Agreement shall be effective as of October 1, 2020 and shall terminate on 


October 31, 2021, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein. 


 


3. STRATEGIC RESULT. 


 


Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its percentage of youth/families 


participating in FAST who do not involuntarily enter the Child Welfare or Juvenile Justice systems 


strategy, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.   


 







4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES. 


 


In consideration and exchange for Contractor’s performance of the Services,  during the 


Term, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor fees as more specifically not to exceed Sixteen 


Thousand and No/100 U. S. Dollars ($_16,000_).  Payment shall be made by Gunnison County to 


Contractor within 45 days of receipt of an invoice. 


 


Time is billed at $100/hr in 15 minute increments for direct and indirect sessions plus 


expenses. This includes on and off site time. Coaching will be offered individually to the FSP 


and Facilitator one time per month and together once a month for an hour for a total of 3 


direct contact hours per month. Mileage is charged at the current Federal rate. Expenses 


will have detailed receipts accompanied with the invoice. Any time over 7 hours, will be 


capped at $700 for that day. Invoices will be delivered at the end of each month. 


 


The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead, payroll 


costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as specifically set forth herein.  


 


This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget appropriation in an 


amount sufficient to fund this Agreement.  If Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such an 


appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this Agreement pursuant to 


paragraph 14 of this Agreement.)  


 


5. INSURANCE. 


 


Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall carry 


and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following insurance 


policies.  Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor will provide 


insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for 


the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed 


or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.   


 


a. Worker’s Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal law 


which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor  during the term of this 


Agreement. 


 


b. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to one 


person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand and No/100 


U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and for an injury to two or more persons in any single 


occurrence, the sum of One Million Ninety-Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars 


($1,093,000.00).   


c. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the Services, in 


an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand and No/100 U.S. 


Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one person in any single occurrence and in an 


amount no less than One Million Ninety-Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars 


($1,093,000.00) for any injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence. 


 







6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. 


 


IN CARRYING OUT ITS OBLIGATIONS AND ACTIVITIES UNDER THIS 


AGREEMENT, CONTRACTOR IS ACTING AS AN INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 


AND NOT AS AN AGENT, PARTNER, JOINT VENTURE OR EMPLOYEE OF 


GUNNISON COUNTY. CONTRACTOR DOES NOT HAVE ANY AUTHORITY TO 


BIND GUNNISON COUNTY IN ANY MANNER WHATSOEVER. 


 


CONTRACTOR ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT CONTRACTOR IS NOT 


ENTITLED TO: (I) UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE BENEFITS; OR (II) WORKERS

GUNNISON COUNTY MASTER DEED RESTRICTION 


 


THIS DEED RESTRICTION (“Restriction” or “Restrictions”) is made this ______ day of 


__________________, 2020, by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, 


Colorado, 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (referred to herein as “Gunnison 


County” or “Grantor” or “Beneficiary” and shall include administrators, legal representatives, 


successors and assigns) and hereby imposes the deed restrictions specified herein on the real 


property specified herein.  


 


1. Property Subject to Deed Restriction. The following real property (the “Property”) is hereby 


made subject to these Affordable Housing Restrictions (“Restrictions”): 


 


Units 201 Building Estonian, STALLION PARK CONDOMINIUMS, according to 


the Condominium Map thereof recorded September 6, 2006 at Reception No. 


568785, to the Condominium Declaration pertaining thereto recorded August 3, 


2006 at Reception No. 567654 and according to the Condominium Declaration 


pertaining thereto recorded September 6, 2006 at Reception No. 568786, of the 


records of Gunnison County, Colorado 


 


Commonly known as 25 Elk Valley Road, Crested Butte, Colorado 


 


WHEREAS, Gunnison County, acting as the declarant, intends to create a valid and enforceable 


covenant running with the land that assures that all of a Unit hereby existing or to be developed 


on a Unit will be used solely by individuals who are either Qualified Owners or Qualified 


Occupants (as such terms are hereinafter defined), subject to limited exceptions provided for 


herein; and  


 


WHEREAS, Gunnison County recognizes the public need for attainable and affordable housing 


for the workforce and working families of Gunnison County, particularly within the Gunnison 


Valley; and 


 


WHEREAS, under this Restriction Gunnison County intends, declares, and covenants that the 


regulatory and restrictive covenants set forth herein governing the use of a Unit described and 


provided for herein shall be and are hereby made covenants running with the land and are 


intended to be and shall be binding upon Gunnison County, and all subsequent owners and/or 


tenants of such Property for the stated term of this Restriction, unless and until this Restriction is 


released and terminated in the manner hereafter described. 


 


2. Definitions 


 


i. AREA MEDIAN INCOME (AMI) means the median income for Gunnison County 


adjusted for household size. as established and defined in the most recent annual schedule 


published by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). 


 


ii. CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT means any fixture erected as a permanent improvement to a 
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Unit excluding repair, replacement, maintenance costs, and sweat equity. 


 


iii. GUNNISON COUNTY shall mean the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison 


County, Colorado. 


 


iv. GUIDELINES mean the most current Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority 


Housing Guidelines or Gunnison County Housing Guidelines if the Gunnison Valley 


Regional Housing Authority ceases to exist or is replaced by some other entity, in effect at 


the time of closing on a sale or transfer of any or all of a Unit or at the commencement date 


of a lease or other occupation agreement, or its successor document, as amended from time to 


time and attached hereto as Exhibit A. 


 


v. FIRST MORTGAGE means a deed of trust or mortgage that is recorded senior to any 


other deeds of trust or liens against any of all of the Units to secure a loan used to purchase 


any of all of the Units by a Mortgagee. 


 


vi. HOUSEHOLD means one or more persons who intend to live together in any of the 


Units. 


 


vii. HOUSING AUTHORITY means the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority.  


Unless expressly stated otherwise in this Deed Restriction, “Housing Authority” shall refer to 


the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority, except that if the Gunnison Valley 


Regional Housing Authority ceases to exist or is replaced by some other entity, “Housing 


Authority” shall refer to the County. 


 


viii. MAXIMUM RESALE PRICE means the maximum Purchase Price that shall be paid by 


any purchaser of a Unit, other than the initial purchaser who acquires a Unit from Gunnison 


County that is determined in accordance with the provisions of Section 6.iii of this 


Restriction.  The Maximum Resale Price is not a guaranteed price, but merely the highest 


price an Owner may obtain for the sale of a Unit. 


 


ix. MORTGAGEE means any bank, savings and loan association, or any other institutional 


lender that is licensed to engage in the business of providing purchase money mortgage 


financing for residential real property and that is beneficiary of a deed of trust or mortgage 


encumbering a Unit. 


 


x. NON-QUALIFIED OWNER or NON-QUALIFIED TRANSFEREE means an Owner that 


is not a Qualified Owner. 


 


xi. NET WORTH means the estimated sum of the assets of the Qualified Owner or Qualified 


Occupant.  The term Asset refers to liquid assets such as cash in savings, checking or other 


forms of bank accounts and stocks, bonds or other instruments that can readily be converted 


to cash.  The most recent Assessed Value as provided by the applicable Assessor’s Office 


will be used to determine the value of real estate holdings, regardless of set-offs by 


encumbrances, costs of sale or holding, or percent of ownership interest.  Assets in a 
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qualified retirement plan and other non-liquid assets such as personal belongings or 


intangible assets will not be included in the asset limitations for each income category. 


 


xii. OWNER means Gunnison County and any subsequent buyer, heir, devisee, transferee, 


grantee, owner or holder of title to a Unit. 


 


xiii. PURCHASE PRICE means all consideration paid by the purchaser to the seller for a 


Unit. 


 


xiv. QUALIFIED OWNER means a natural person who meets the following requirements at 


the time that he/she takes initial ownership interest or transfer of interest in a Unit as 


qualified by Gunnison County:  


 


a. Has maintained his/her primary and sole residence in Gunnison County, 


Colorado for six (6) consecutive months immediately preceding taking initial 


ownership or transfer of interest in a Unit or has a qualified employment contract 


with an employer in Gunnison County that has been accepted by Gunnison 


County; and 


 


b. Has earned his/her primary (80% or more) source of income working a 


minimum of 30 hours per week on an annual basis, as documented with the 


United States Internal Revenue Service, within Gunnison County, or has a 


qualified employment contract with an employer in Gunnison County that has 


been accepted by Gunnison County; and 


 


c. Except as provided for in Section 4.i.b. and 4.1.c., does not own any 


interest in other improved residential property(s). A purchaser who owns 


residential real estate must convey all interest in said residential property(s) prior 


to taking initial ownership or transfer of interest of a Unit; and  


 


d. A qualified household shall not have a net worth that exceeds four (4) 


times the income based on the AMI applicable to actual household size of a 


prospective purchaser, such AMI set by HUD annually and adjusted for 


household size. 


 


e. Income restrictions are applicable at the time of qualification and shall be 


verified by Gunnison County. Income guidelines are based on the Area Median 


Income (AMI) set by HUD annually and adjusted for household size. At the time 


of initial ownership or transfer of interest the combined household income shall 


not be less than 70% of AMI and shall not exceed 160% of AMI; and 


 


f. Shall occupy the subject Unit as his/her sole and exclusive primary 


residence at all times during the ownership of a Unit.   


 


xv. QUALIFIED OCCUPANT means a person who meets the following requirements at the 
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time he or she takes initial occupancy of a Unit as qualified by Gunnison County: 


 


a. Has maintained primary and sole residence in Gunnison County, Colorado 


for three consecutive months immediately preceding taking initial occupancy of a 


Unit or has a qualified employment contract with an employer in Gunnison 


County that has been accepted by Gunnison County; and 


 


b. Has earned his/her primary (80% or more) source of income working a 


minimum of 30 hours per week on an annual basis, as documented with the 


United States Internal Revenue Service, within Gunnison County, or has a 


qualified employment contract with an employer in Gunnison County that has 


been accepted by Gunnison County; and 


 


c. Except as provided for in Section 4.i.a. and 4.i.c., does not own any 


interest in other improved residential property(s). An occupant who owns 


residential real estate must convey all interest in said residential property(s) prior 


to taking initial occupancy of the subject Unit; and  


 


d. A qualified household shall not have a net worth that exceeds two (2) 


times the income based on the AMI applicable to actual household size of a 


prospective occupant, such AMI set by HUD annually and adjusted for household 


size; and 


 


e. Income restrictions are only applicable at the time of occupancy and shall 


be verified by Gunnison County. Income restrictions are based on the Area 


Median Income (AMI) set by HUD annually and adjusted for household size. At 


the time of initial occupancy, the combined household income shall not be less 


than 80% of AMI and not exceed 160% of AMI; and 


 


f. Shall occupy the subject Unit as his/her sole and exclusive primary 


residence. 


 


xvi.  TRANSFER means an act of a party, or of the law, by which the title to the subject Unit 


is wholly or partially transferred to another; including but not limited to the sale, assignment 


voluntary, involuntary or by operation of law (whether by deed, contract of sale, gift, devise, 


bequest, trustee's sale, deed in lieu of foreclosure, or otherwise) of any interest in the subject 


Unit, including but not limited to a fee simple interest, a joint tenancy interest, a tenancy in 


common, a life estate, a leasehold interest or any interest evidenced by a land contract by 


which possession of the subject Unit is transferred and Owner retains title, except that, this 


definition does not include any transfer of an interest by Gunnison County. 


 


If reviewed and approved in writing by Gunnison County prior to occurrence the following 


transfer(s) are exceptions to the definition, provided that the new Owner, other than an estate, 


shall use a Unit as his/her principal residence:

a. A transfer resulting from the death of an Owner where the transfer is to the 


spouse or domestic partner who is also a Qualified Owner. 


 


b. A transfer resulting from a decree of dissolution of marriage or legal 


separation or from a settlement incidental to such a decree by which a transfer is 


made to a spouse who is also a Qualified Owner. 


 


3.  Restriction Runs with the Land. This Restriction shall constitute covenants running with title 


to the subject Unit as a burden thereon, for benefit of, and enforceable by, Gunnison County, and 


their successors and assigns, and this Restriction shall bind Gunnison County and all subsequent 


Owners and tenants of the subject Unit. Each Owner and Qualified Occupant, upon acceptance 


of a deed or lease to the subject Unit, shall be personally obligated hereunder for the full and 


complete performance and observance of all covenants, conditions, and restrictions contained 


herein during the Owner's period of ownership or Qualified Occupant’s tenancy, as may be 


appropriate. Each and every Transfer or lease of the subject Unit, for all purposes, shall be 


deemed to include and incorporate by this reference, the covenants contained in this Restriction, 


even without reference to this Restriction in any document of conveyance.   


 


4.  Ownership, Use, Occupancy and Rentals. 


 


i. Ownership.  


 


a. Qualified Owner(s). The ownership of the subject Unit is hereby, and shall henceforth 


be, limited exclusively to Qualified Owner(s) which shall include the parties 


described and approved as set forth in Section 4.ii.  In the event that the subject Unit 


is occupied without compliance with this Restriction, Gunnison County shall have the 


remedies set forth herein, including but not limited to the rights under Section 8 


herein. 


 


b. Employee Housing. Upon the written consent of Gunnison County, which consent 


may be recorded, a non-qualifying natural person or entity that owns or operates a 


business located in and serving the county may purchase the subject Unit, provided, 


however, that by taking title to the subject Unit, such Owner shall be deemed to agree 


to the rental restrictions set forth herein, and further that any Owner who does not 


meet the definitions of both a Qualified Owner and Qualified Occupant shall rent the 


subject Unit to a natural person(s) who does meet the definitions of a Qualified 


Occupant, and shall not occupy or use the subject Unit for such Owner’s own use or 


leave the subject Unit vacant except as otherwise provided herein. 


 


c. Rental Projects. Upon the written consent of Gunnison County, which consent may be 


recorded, a non-qualifying natural person or entity may own the subject Unit for the 


purpose of operating a rental project.  However, by taking title to the subject Unit, 


such Owner shall be deemed to agree to the rental restrictions set forth herein, and 


further that any Owner who does not meet the definitions of both a Qualified Owner 


and Qualified Occupant shall rent the subject Unit to a natural person(s) who does 
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meet the definitions of a Qualified Occupant, and shall not occupy or use the property 


for such Owner’s own use or leave the subject Unit vacant except as otherwise 


provide herein.   


 


ii. Use and Occupancy. Except as provided for in Section 4.i.b and 4.i.c here in, the use and 


occupancy of the subject Unit is hereby, and shall henceforth be, limited exclusively to 


Qualified Owner(s) or Qualified Occupant(s), his or her spouse and child(ren) and other 


immediate family members. 


 


iii. Rental of Property.  


 


a. Qualified Owner(s). An Owner may not, except with prior written approval of 


Gunnison County’ conditions of approval, rent a Unit to a Qualified Occupant(s) for 


no less than six (6) months and no more than one (1) year and occurring not more 


than once every five (5) years.  All rentals must comply with the current Guidelines. 


 


b. Employee Housing.  A non-qualifying natural person or entity that owns a Unit, 


pursuant to Section 4.i.b, may rent a Unit for any period of time.  All renters must be 


Qualified Occupants.  Any occupancy of a Unit pursuant to sections 4.i.b and 4.iii.b 


shall not exceed two persons per bedroom, unless Gunnison County approves 


otherwise. 


 


c. Rental Projects A non-qualifying natural person or entity that owns a Unit, pursuant 


to Section 4.i.c, may rent a Unit for any period of time.  All renters must be Qualified 


Occupants.  Any occupancy of a Unit pursuant to Sections 4.i.c and 4.iii.c shall not 


exceed two persons per bedroom, unless Gunnison County 


 


iv. Roommates.  The requirements of this Restriction shall not preclude the Owner from 


sharing occupancy of a Unit with non-owners on a rental basis provided that the non-


owner(s) is also a Qualified Occupant.  Owner continues to occupy a Unit as his/her sole 


and primary residence and meets the obligations contained in this Restriction, including 


the definition of Qualified Owner or Qualified Occupant.  Short-term rentals/roommates 


are strictly prohibited. 


 


v.  No Indemnification or Waiver of Immunity.  Nothing herein shall be construed to require 


Gunnison County to protect or indemnify the Owner against any losses attributable to a 


rental including, but not limited to, non-payment of rent or damages to a Unit; nor to 


require Gunnison County to obtain a Qualified Occupant for the Owner in the event that 


none is found by the Owner.  In addition, nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver 


by Gunnison County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental 


Immunity Act or other applicable law.  


 


vi. Initial Finance and Refinance Restriction.   


 


a. At the time of the purchase of a Unit the original principal amount of any 
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indebtedness secured by a First Mortgage shall not exceed an amount equal to one 


hundred percent (100%) of the Purchase Price paid for a Unit by that Owner, subject 


to the Guidelines.  


 


b. An Owner may refinance a First Mortgage that encumbers a Unit with the consent of 


Gunnison County; provided, however, that the original principal amount of any 


refinanced indebtedness secured by a First Mortgage shall not exceed an amount 


equal to ninety-seven percent (97%) of the then current Maximum Resale Price limit. 


 


vii. Ownership Interest in Other Residential Property.  Except with respect to a Non- 


Qualified Owner permitted to purchase a Property as set forth in Section 4, if at any time 


the Owner also owns any interest alone or in conjunction with others in any other 


developed residential property in or out of the County, the Owner shall immediately list 


such other property interest for sale and sell his or her interest in such property. In the 


event said other property has not been sold by the Owner with.in one hundred twenty 


(120) days of its listing required hereunder, then the Owner shall immediately list his or 


her Property for sale pursuant to Section 8.v. of this Restriction. In the case of an Owner 


whose business is the construction and sale of residential properties or the purchase and 


resale of such properties, the properties that constitute inventory in such Owner's business 


shall not constitute "other developed residential property" as that term is used in this 


Section 4.vii. provided that the Owner is not occupying any of the inventoried properties 


for residential or commercial purposes. 


 


viii. Compliance.  Any Owner of a Unit is required to comply with annual certifications to 


Gunnison County that they are in compliance with the requirements of this Restriction.  


The Housing Authority acknowledges and recognizes that the income and net worth of a 


Qualified Owner or Qualified Occupant may increase over time, however, such increases 


over the maximum income and net worth requirements at initial purchase or occupancy 


shall not constitute a default of this Restriction. 


 


ix. Any owner or prospective buyer must agree to and execute the Notice of Lien form 


attached hereto as Exhibit B.  


 


5.  Initial Purchase Price.  Upon completion of construction of a Unit, a Unit shall be sold to a 


Qualified Owner, except as provided for in Section 4.i. of this Restriction, at an affordable 


Purchase Price as determined by the Guidelines. 


 


6.  Transfer of Property. 


   


i. Resale.  No Transfer of a Unit shall occur subsequent to the original purchase from the 


County or Gunnison County, except upon full compliance with the procedures set forth in 


this Section 6.  In the event a Unit is sold and/or conveyed without compliance with this 


Restriction, such sale and/or transfer shall be wholly null and void and shall confer no 


title whatsoever upon the purported buyer. 
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ii. Notice of Intent. A Unit shall not be sold or transferred without prior submission by the 


Qualified Owner to the Housing Authority of a written Notice of Intent to Sell or 


Transfer Affordable Housing Unit as set forth in Exhibit C attached hereto. 


 


iii. Maximum Resale Price. 


 


a. The initial purchase price of a Unit shall be the basis for calculating the Maximum 


Resale Price in accordance with this Restriction and the Guidelines in effect at the 


time of listing a Unit for sale. 


 


b. The Maximum Resale Price of a Unit shall be limited to be no more than the 


following calculation: 


The Maximum Resale Price may not exceed the sum of: (i) the Purchase Price 


paid by the Owner for a Unit, plus: (ii) an increase of two percent (2%) of such 


Purchase Price per year (prorated at the rate of 1/12 for each whole month, but not 


compounded annually) from the date of the Owner's purchase of a Unit to the date 


of the Owner's Notice of Intent to Sell a Unit; plus (iii) an amount equal to any 


special improvement district assessments, if applicable and not transferable, paid 


by the seller during the seller's ownership of a Unit;  (iv) the cost of Permitted 


Capital Improvements made to a Unit by the Owner as set forth in Exhibit D 


attached hereto. 


 


c. Permitted Capital Improvements. The amount for Permitted Capital 


Improvements shall not exceed ten per cent (10%) of the original purchase price 


for an initial ten (10) year period. For every ten (10) year period from the date of 


the original purchase and Covenant, another ten (10) per cent of the purchase 


price may be added to the value of a Unit for Capital Improvements. In 


calculating such amount, only those Permitted Capital Improvements identified in 


Exhibit C hereto shall qualify for inclusion. Seller's contributed labor or "sweat 


equity" shall not be part of the cost of an eligible improvement. 


 


d. Pursuant to the Guidelines, each Owner shall be responsible for ensuring that at 


the Transfer of his or her Property, the same is clean, the appliances are in 


working order, and that there are no health or safety violations regarding a Unit. 


Prior to the sale of a Unit Gunnison County is authorized to take necessary actions 


and incur necessary expenses for bringing a Unit into saleable condition. Such 


actions and expenses include, but are not limited to, cleaning a Unit and making 


necessary repairs to or replacements of appliances and/or Property fixtures, such 


as windows, doors, cabinets, countertops, carpets, flooring and lighting fixtures, 


and/or correcting any health or safety violations on a Unit. Expenses incurred by 
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Gunnison County to bring a Unit into a saleable condition shall be itemized and 


documented by the Housing Authority and deducted from the Owner's proceeds at 


closing of the Transfer of a Unit.  


 


e. No Owner shall permit any prospective purchaser to assume any or all of the 


Owner’s closing costs.  No Owner shall accept anything of value from a 


prospective purchaser except for the Maximum Resale Price before, during or 


after closing of the Transfer of a Unit. 


 


f. Nothing in this Restriction represents or guarantees that a Unit will be re-sold at 


an amount equal to the Maximum Resale Price. Depending upon conditions 


affecting the real estate market, a Unit may be re-sold for less than the Maximum 


Resale Price. 


 


iv. Beneficiary Right to Acquire Ownership - Right of First Refusal. The initial Owner and 


each subsequent Owner shall not transfer a Unit, or any part thereof, without first offering 


same to Gunnison County for purchase. Gunnison County shall have a right of first 


refusal to purchase a Unit as follows: 


 


a. If an Owner receives any offer to purchase or enders any offer of sale for a Unit 


for any amount less than or equal to the Maximum Resale Price, Gunnison 


County shall have the absolute right of the first refusal to purchase a Unit at the 


offered sales price.  This right of first refusal will first be granted to the county, 


using the form attached here to as Exhibit E, and then the Gunnison Valley 


Regional Housing Authority, using the form attached hereto as Exhibit F, only if 


the County does not exercise its right of first refusal. 


 


b. Gunnison County shall have the option to exercise its right of first refusal, with 


the County prevailing as detailed in 6.iv.a., by executing a written and binding 


commitment to purchase a Unit within twenty-on (21) days after Gunnison 


County receives written Notice of Intent to Sell or Transfer Affordable Housing 


Unit by Owner.  The commitment to buy shall set a closing date within a 


reasonable period of time. 


 


c. Gunnison County shall have the right to inspect a Unit prior to exercising its right 


of first refusal. If a Unit is damaged there shall be a decrease in the sales price of 


a Unit equal to the amounts necessary to bring a Unit into saleable condition as 


reasonably determined by Gunnison County, including but without limitation 


cleaning, painting, replacing worn carpeting and draperies; making necessary 


structural, mechanical, electrical and plumbing repairs; and repairing or replacing 


built-in appliances and fixtures. 
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d.  In the event Gunnison County executes a written and binding commitment to 


purchase a Unit within said twenty-one (21) day period, this right of first refusal 


shall expire. 


 


e. If the Owner does not sell or otherwise transfer a Unit, the terms and conditions of 


this right of first refusal shall again apply to any subsequent sale or transfer of a 


Unit. 


 


f. The right of first refusal shall be in full force and effect from the date of initial 


sale in perpetuity. Any sale or attempted transfer of a Unit effected without first 


giving Gunnison County the right of first refusal described above shall be wholly 


null and void and shall confer no title whatsoever upon the purported buyer. 


 


v. Beneficiary Made Whole. No transfer of a Unit shall occur unless and until each and 


every encumbrance, debt or liability owed by the Owner to Gunnison County is fully 


satisfied. 


 


7. Foreclosure 


i. It shall be a breach of these Restrictions for an Owner to default in the payments or other 


obligations due or to be performed under a promissory note secured by deed of trust 


encumbering a Unit.  The Owner hereby agrees to notify Gunnison County, in writing, of 


any notification Owner receives from a lender, or its assigns, of past due payments or 


default in payment or other obligations due or to be performed under a promissory note 


secured by a deed of trust, as described herein, within five (5) calendar days of Owner's 


notification from lender, or its assigns, of said default or past due payments 


 


ii. Upon receipt of notice as provided herein, Gunnison County shall have the right, in its 


sole discretion, to solely or jointly cure the default or any portion thereof, thereby 


becoming the Curing Party.  In such event, the Owner shall be personally liable to the 


Curing Party for past due payments made by the Curing Party, together with interest 


thereon at the rate specified in the promissory note secured by the deed of trust, plus one 


(1) per cent, and all actual expenses of the Curing Party incurred in curing the default.  In 


the event the Owner does not repay the Curing Party within sixty (60) days of notice that 


the Curing Party has cured the Owner’s default, the Owner agrees that the Curing Party 


shall be entitled to a lien against a Unit to secure payment of such amounts.  Such a lien 


may be evidenced by a notice of lien setting the amounts due and rate of interest accruing 


thereon, and such notice of lien may be recorded in the real property records of Gunnison 


County, Colorado, until such lien is paid and discharged.  The Curing Party shall have the 


additional right to bring an action to foreclose on a Unit for the payment of the lien set 


forth in this section 7.ii. 
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iii. In the event of a foreclosure on a promissory note secured by a first deed of trust on a 


Unit, or any Property, and the issuance of a public trustee’s deed by the holder of such 


note and deed of trust (“Holder”), or the acceptance by Holder of such note and deed of 


trust or a deed in lieu of foreclosure of a Unit, and Holder’s subsequent recordation of the 


same in the Office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder, Gunnison County may 


acquire a Unit by exercising that certain “Option to Purchase,” the copies of which is 


attached hereto as Exhibits E and F.  In the event that the Option is not exercised by 


Gunnison County, this Deed Restriction shall be released and shall be of no further force 


or effect. 


8. Default/Breach 


i. In the event Gunnison County has reasonable cause to believe an Owner is violating the 


provisions of these Restrictions, that entity, through its authorized representatives, may 


inspect a Unit between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, 


after providing the Owner with no less than 24 hours written notice. 


 


ii. The respective Beneficiary shall send a notice of violation to the Owner, with a copy to 


the other Beneficiary, detailing the nature of the violation and allowing the Owner fifteen 


(15) days to determine the merits of the allegations, or to correct the violation.  In the 


event the Owner disagrees with the allegation of violation of these Restrictions, the 


Owner may request, in writing, a hearing before the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing 


Authority Grievance and Appeals Committee or some similar body convened by the 


County if the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority Grievance and Appeals 


Committee ceases to exist or is replaced.  If the Owner does not request a hearing and the 


violation is not cured within the fifteen-day period, the Owner shall be considered in 


violation of these Restrictions. 


 


iii. Whenever these Restrictions provide for a hearing before the Gunnison Valley Regional 


Housing Authority Grievance and Appeals Committee, such hearing shall be scheduled 


by Gunnison County within twenty-one (21) days of the date of receipt of a written 


request for a hearing.  At any such hearing, the Owner or other aggrieved party may be 


represented by counsel and may present evidence on the issues to be determined at the 


hearing.  An electronic record of the hearing shall be made, and the decision of Gunnison 


County shall be a final decision, subject to judicial review. 


 


iv. There is hereby reserved to the parties hereto any and all remedies provided by law for 


breach of these Restrictions or any of its terms.  In the event the parties resort to litigation 


with respect to any or all provisions of these Restrictions, the prevailing party shall be 


awarded its damages, expenses and costs, including reasonable attorney's fees.

v. In the event a Unit is sold and/or conveyed without compliance with the terms of these 


Restrictions, such sale and/or conveyance shall be wholly null and void and shall confer 


no title whatsoever upon the purported buyer.  Each and every conveyance of a Unit, for 


all purposes, shall be deemed to include and incorporate by this reference the covenants 


herein contained, even without reference therein to these Restrictions. 


 


vi. In the event an Owner fails to cure any breach of these Restrictions, Gunnison County 


may resort to any and all available legal or equitable actions, including but not limited to 


specific performance of these Restrictions, an injunction against future sale(s) in violation 


of these Restrictions, or eviction of noncomplying owners and/or occupants. 


 


vii. Eliminating Resale Gain.  In the event of a breach of any of the terms or conditions 


contained herein by an Owner, his or her heirs, successors or assigns, the Owner’s initial 


purchase price of a Unit shall, upon the date of such breach as determined by Gunnison 


County, automatically cease to increase as set out in Section 6.iii. of this Restriction, and 


shall remain fixed until the date of cure of said breach or until the Owner repays the 


Curing Party.  


9. In the event of a dispute regarding interpretation, enforcement or otherwise of this 


Restriction or any portion of it, the position of Gunnison County shall prevail. 


10. General Provisions 


i. These Restrictions shall constitute covenants running with the Real Property as a burden 


thereon, for the benefit of, and shall be specifically enforceable by Gunnison County 


and/or its respective successors and assigns, as applicable.  Enforcement by any 


appropriate legal action may include, but is not limited to specific performance 


injunction, reversion, or eviction of noncomplying owners and/or occupants. 


 


ii. Equal Housing Opportunity. Pursuant to the Fair Housing Act and each of the public 


policy, the Housing Authority shall not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, color, 


sex, national origin, familial status, disability or sexual orientation in the lease, sale, use 


or occupancy of a Unit.

THIS GUNNISON COUNTY MASTER DEED RESTRICTION (“Restriction” or “Restrictions”) 


is entered into this 23rd day of November, 2020, by BRANDON J. WARREN (the Grantor), and 


each the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority of Gunnison, Colorado, and Gunnison 


County  (the “Beneficiaries”) which are duly organized under and by virtue of the laws of the State 


of Colorado.  The Owner and Beneficiaries are sometimes referred to herein collectively as the 


“Parties.”  This Restriction replaces and supersedes in its entirety that certain DEED 


RESTRICTIONS ROCK CREEK VILLAGE recorded December 20, 2001 as Reception No. 


516769 and recorded August 10, 2004 as Reception No. 544980 in the Office of the Gunnison 


County Clerk and Recorder.   


 


1. Property Subject to Deed Restriction. The following real property (the “Property”) is hereby 


made subject to these Affordable Housing Restrictions (“Restrictions”): 


 


Unit 7, ROCK CREEK VILLAGE, according to the FINAL PLAT OF ROCK CREEK 


VILLAGE recorded October 4, 2001 as Reception No. 514875, the Plat of MEADOWS 


PHASE 2-R recorded June 28, 1996 as Reception No. 468719, Declaration recorded 


October 4, 2001 as Reception No. 514874 and Declaration recorded September 23, 2003 as 


Reception No. 535106, 


County of Gunnison,  


State of Colorado. 


 


Commonly known as 1412 Rock Creek Road, Gunnison, Colorado 


 


WHEREAS, the Beneficiaries, acting as the declarant, intend to create a valid and enforceable 


covenant running with the land that assures that all of the Property hereby existing or to be 


developed on the Property will be used solely by individuals who are either Qualified Owners or 


Qualified Occupants (as such terms are hereinafter defined), subject to limited exceptions provided 


for herein; and  


 


WHEREAS, both the Grantor and the Beneficiaries recognize the public need for attainable and 


affordable housing for the workforce and working families of Gunnison County, particularly 


within the Gunnison Valley; and 


 


WHEREAS, under this Restriction the Grantor and Beneficiaries intend, declare, and covenant 


that the regulatory and restrictive covenants set forth herein governing the use of the Property 


described and provided for herein shall be and are hereby made covenants running with the land 


and are intended to be and shall be binding upon the Beneficiaries and Grantor, and all subsequent 


owners of such Property for the stated term of this Restriction, unless and until this Restriction is 


released and terminated in the manner hereafter described. 


 


2. Definitions 


 


i. AREA MEDIAN INCOME (AMI) means the median income for Gunnison County 


adjusted for household size. as established and defined in the most recent annual schedule 
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published by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). 


 


ii. CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT means any fixture erected as a permanent improvement to 


the Property excluding repair, replacement, maintenance costs, and sweat equity. 


 


iii. COUNTY shall mean the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado. 


 


iv. GUIDELINES mean the most current Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority 


Housing Guidelines or Gunnison County Housing Guidelines if the Gunnison Valley Regional 


Housing Authority ceases to exist or is replaced by some other entity, in effect at the time of 


closing on a sale or transfer of the Property or at the commencement date of a lease or other 


occupation agreement, or its successor document, as amended from time to time and attached 


hereto as Exhibit A. 


 


v. FIRST MORTGAGE means a deed of trust or mortgage that is recorded senior to any other 


deeds of trust or liens against the Property to secure a loan used to purchase the Property by a 


Mortgagee. 


 


vi. HOUSEHOLD means one or more persons who intend to live together on the Property as 


a single housekeeping Property. 


 


vii. HOUSING AUTHORITY means the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority.  


Unless expressly stated otherwise in this Deed Restriction, “Housing Authority” shall refer to 


the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority, except that if the Gunnison Valley Regional 


Housing Authority ceases to exist or is replaced by some other entity, “Housing Authority” 


shall refer to the County. 


 


viii. MAXIMUM RESALE PRICE means the maximum Purchase Price that shall be paid by 


any purchaser of the Property, other than the initial purchaser who acquires the Property from 


the Beneficiaries that is determined in accordance with the provisions of Section 6.iii of this 


Restriction.  The Maximum Resale Price is not a guaranteed price, but merely the highest price 


an Owner may obtain for the sale of the Property. 


 


ix. MORTGAGEE means any bank, savings and loan association, or any other institutional 


lender that is licensed to engage in the business of providing purchase money mortgage 


financing for residential real property and that is the beneficiary of a deed of trust or mortgage 


encumbering the Property. 


 


x. NON-QUALIFIED OWNER or NON-QUALIFIED TRANSFEREE means an Owner that 


is not a Qualified Owner. 


 


xi. NET WORTH means the estimated sum of the assets of the Qualified Owner or Qualified 


Occupant.  The term Asset refers to liquid assets such as cash in savings, checking or other 


forms of bank accounts and stocks, bonds or other instruments that can readily be converted to 


cash.  The most recent Assessed Value as provided by the applicable Assessor’s Office will be 


used to determine the value of real estate holdings, regardless of set-offs by encumbrances, 
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costs of sale or holding, or percent of ownership interest.  Assets in a qualified retirement plan 


and other non-liquid assets such as personal belongings or intangible assets will not be included 


in the asset limitations for each income category. 


 


xii. OWNER means the Grantor and any subsequent buyer, heir, devisee, transferee, grantee, 


owner or holder of title to the Property, or any portion of the Property. 


 


xiii. PURCHASE PRICE means all consideration paid by the purchaser to the seller for the 


Property. 


 


xiv. QUALIFIED OWNER means a natural person who meets the following requirements at 


the time that he/she takes initial ownership interest or transfer of interest in the Property as 


qualified by the Beneficiaries:  


 


a. Has maintained his/her primary and sole residence in Gunnison County, 


Colorado for six (6) consecutive months immediately preceding taking initial 


ownership or transfer of interest in the Property or has a qualified employment 


contract with an employer in Gunnison County that has been accepted by the 


Beneficiaries; and 


 


b. Has earned his/her primary (80% or more) source of income working a 


minimum of 30 hours per week on an annual basis, as documented with the United 


States Internal Revenue Service, within Gunnison County, or has a qualified 


employment contract with an employer in Gunnison County that has been accepted 


by the Beneficiaries; and 


 


c. Except as provided for in Section 4.i.b. and 4.1.c., does not own any interest 


in other improved residential property(s). A purchaser who owns residential real 


estate must convey all interest in said residential property(s) prior to taking initial 


ownership or transfer of interest of the Property; and  


 


d. A qualified household shall not have a net worth that exceeds four (4) times 


the income based on the AMI applicable to actual household size of a prospective 


purchaser, such AMI set by HUD annually and adjusted for household size. 


 


e. Income restrictions are applicable at the time of qualification and shall be 


verified by the Beneficiaries. Income guidelines are based on the Area Median 


Income (AMI) set by HUD annually and adjusted for household size. At the time 


of initial ownership or transfer of interest the combined household income shall not 


be less than 70% of AMI and shall not exceed 160% of AMI; and 


 


f. Shall occupy the Property as his/her sole and exclusive primary residence 


at all times during the ownership of the Property.   


 


xv. QUALIFIED OCCUPANT means a person who meets the following requirements at the 


time he or she takes initial occupancy of the Property as qualified by the Beneficiaries: 
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a. Has maintained primary and sole residence in Gunnison County, Colorado 


for three consecutive months immediately preceding taking initial occupancy of the 


Property or has a qualified employment contract with an employer in Gunnison 


County that has been accepted by the Housing Authority; and 


 


b. Has earned his/her primary (80% or more) source of income working a 


minimum of 30 hours per week on an annual basis, as documented with the United 


States Internal Revenue Service, within Gunnison County, or has a qualified 


employment contract with an employer in Gunnison County that has been accepted 


by the Beneficiaries; and 


 


c. Except as provided for in Section 4.i.a. and 4.i.c., does not own any interest 


in other improved residential property(s). An occupant who owns residential real 


estate must convey all interest in said residential property(s) prior to taking initial 


occupancy of the Property; and  


 


d. A qualified household shall not have a net worth that exceeds two (2) times 


the income based on the AMI applicable to actual household size of a prospective 


occupant, such AMI set by HUD annually and adjusted for household size; and 


 


e. Income restrictions are only applicable at the time of occupancy and shall 


be verified by the Beneficiaries. Income restrictions are based on the Area Median 


Income (AMI) set by HUD annually and adjusted for household size. At the time 


of initial occupancy, the combined household income shall not be less than _70_% 


of AMI and not exceed _100_% of AMI; and 


 


f. Shall occupy the Property as his/her sole and exclusive primary residence. 


 


xvi.  TRANSFER means an act of a party, or of the law, by which the title to a Property is 


wholly or partially transferred to another; including but not limited to the sale, assignment 


voluntary, involuntary or by operation of law (whether by deed, contract of sale, gift, devise, 


bequest, trustee's sale, deed in lieu of foreclosure, or otherwise) of any interest in the Property, 


including but not limited to a fee simple interest, a joint tenancy interest, a tenancy in common, 


a life estate, a leasehold interest or any interest evidenced by a land contract by which 


possession of the Property is transferred and Owner retains title, except that, this definition 


does not include any transfer of an interest by the Beneficiaries. 


 


If reviewed and approved in writing by the Beneficiaries prior to occurrence the following 


transfer(s) are exceptions to the definition, provided that the new Owner, other than an estate, 


shall use the Property as his/her principal residence: 


 


a. A transfer resulting from the death of an Owner where the transfer is to the 


spouse or domestic partner who is also a Qualified Owner. 


 


b. A transfer resulting from a decree of dissolution of marriage or legal 
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separation or from a settlement incidental to such a decree by which a transfer is 


made to a spouse who is also a Qualified Owner. 


 


3.  Restriction Runs with the Land. This Restriction shall constitute covenants running with title 


to the Property as a burden thereon, for benefit of, and enforceable by, each of the Beneficiaries, 


and their successors and assigns, and this Restriction shall bind the Beneficiaries and all 


subsequent Owners and occupants of the Property. Each Owner and Qualified Occupant, upon 


acceptance of a deed or lease to the Property, shall be personally obligated hereunder for the full 


and complete performance and observance of all covenants, conditions, and restrictions contained 


herein during the Owner's period of ownership or Qualified Occupant’s tenancy, as may be 


appropriate. Each and every Transfer or lease of the Property, for all purposes, shall be deemed to 


include and incorporate by this reference, the covenants contained in this Restriction, even without 


reference to this Restriction in any document of conveyance.  The Beneficiaries shall hold their 


interest as tenants in common, except that neither Beneficiary may sell, transfer or assign their 


interest in the Restriction without the express written permission of the other, and neither 


beneficiary shall agree to relieve any Owner or Qualified Occupant of their obligations under the 


Restriction without the express written consent of the other.  If one of the Beneficiaries ceases to 


exist, that Beneficiary’s interest in the Restriction shall be deemed to be assigned to the remaining 


Beneficiary.   


 


4.  Ownership, Use, Occupancy and Rentals. 


 


i. Ownership.  


 


a. Qualified Owner(s). The ownership of the Parcel is hereby, and shall henceforth be, 


limited exclusively to Qualified Owner(s) which shall include the parties described and 


approved as set forth in Section 4.ii.  In the event that the Property is occupied without 


compliance with this Restriction, the Beneficiaries shall have the remedies set forth 


herein, including but not limited to the rights under Section 8 herein. 


 


b. Employee Housing. Upon the written consent of the Beneficiaries, which consent may 


be recorded, a non-qualifying natural person or entity that owns or operates a business 


located in and serving the county may purchase the Property, provided, however, that 


by taking title to the Property, such Owner shall be deemed to agree to the rental 


restrictions set forth herein, and further that any Owner who does not meet the 


definitions of both a Qualified Owner and Qualified Occupant shall rent the Property 


to a natural person(s) who does meet the definitions of a Qualified Occupant, and shall 


not occupy or use the Property for such Owner’s own use or leave the Property vacant 


except as otherwise provided herein. 


 


c. Rental Projects. Upon the written consent of the Beneficiaries, which consent may be 


recorded, a non-qualifying natural person or entity may own the Property for the 


purpose of operating a rental project.  However, by taking title to the Property, such 


Owner shall be deemed to agree to the rental restrictions set forth herein, and further 


that any Owner who does not meet the definitions of both a Qualified Owner and 


Qualified Occupant shall rent the Property to a natural person(s) who does meet the 
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definitions of a Qualified Occupant, and shall not occupy or use the property for such 


Owner’s own use or leave the Property vacant except as otherwise provide herein.   


 


ii. Use and Occupancy. Except as provided for in Section 4.i.b and 4.i.c here in, the use and 


occupancy of the Property is hereby, and shall henceforth be, limited exclusively to 


Qualified Owner(s) or Qualified Occupant(s), his or her spouse and child(ren) and other 


immediate family members. 


 


iii. Rental of Property.  


 


a. Qualified Owner(s). An owner may not, except with prior written approval of the 


Beneficiaries’ conditions of approval, rent the Property to a Qualified Occupant(s) for 


no less than six (6) months and no more than one (1) year and occurring not more than 


once every five (5) years.  All rentals must comply with the current Guidelines. 


 


b. Employee Housing.  A non-qualifying natural person or entity that owns he Property, 


pursuant to Section 4.i.b, may rent the Property for any period of time.  All renters must 


be Qualified Occupants.  Any occupancy of the Property pursuant to sections 4.i.b and 


4.iii.b shall not exceed two persons per bedroom, unless the Beneficiaries approves 


otherwise. 


 


c. Rental Projects A non-qualifying natural person or entity that owns the Property, 


pursuant to Section 4.i.c, may rent the Property for any period of time.  All renters must 


be Qualified Occupants.  Any occupancy of the Property pursuant to Sections 4.i.c and 


4.iii.c shall not exceed two persons per bedroom, unless the Beneficiaries 


 


iv. Roommates.  The requirements of this Restriction shall not preclude the Owner from 


sharing occupancy of the Property with non-owners on a rental basis provided that the non-


owner(s) is also a Qualified Occupant.  Owner continues to occupy the Property as his/her 


sole and primary residence and meets the obligations contained in this Restriction, 


including the definition of Qualified Owner or Qualified Occupant.  Short-term 


rentals/roommates are strictly prohibited. 


 


v.  No Indemnification or Waiver of Immunity.  Nothing herein shall be construed to require 


either of the Beneficiaries to protect or indemnify the Owner against any losses attributable 


to a rental including, but not limited to, non-payment of rent or damages to the Property; 


nor to require either of the Beneficiaries to obtain a Qualified Occupant for the Owner in 


the event that none is found by the Owner.  In addition, nothing herein shall be construed 


as a waiver by either of the Beneficiaries governmental immunity provided by the Colorado 


Governmental Immunity Act or other applicable law.  


 


vi. Initial Finance and Refinance Restriction.   


 


a. At the time of the purchase of the Property the original principal amount of any 


indebtedness secured by a First Mortgage shall not exceed an amount equal to one 


hundred percent (100%) of the Purchase Price paid for the Property by that Owner, 
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subject to the Guidelines.  


 


b. An Owner may refinance a First Mortgage that encumbers the Property with the 


consent of the Beneficiaries; provided, however, that the original principal amount of 


any refinanced indebtedness secured by a First Mortgage shall not exceed an amount 


equal to ninety-seven percent (97%) of the then current Maximum Resale Price limit. 


 


vii. Ownership Interest in Other Residential Property.  Except with respect to a Non- Qualified 


Owner permitted to purchase a Property as set forth in Section 4, if at any time the Owner 


also owns any interest alone or in conjunction with others in any other developed 


residential property in or out of the County, the Owner shall immediately list such other 


property interest for sale and sell his or her interest in such property. In the event said other 


property has not been sold by the Owner with.in one hundred twenty (120) days of its 


listing required hereunder, then the Owner shall immediately list his or her Property for 


sale pursuant to Section 8.v. of this Restriction. In the case of an Owner whose business is 


the construction and sale of residential properties or the purchase and resale of such 


properties, the properties that constitute inventory in such Owner's business shall not 


constitute "other developed residential property" as that term is used in this Section 4.vii. 


provided that the Owner is not occupying any of the inventoried properties for residential 


or commercial purposes. 


 


viii. Compliance.  Any Owner of the Property is required to comply with annual certifications 


to the Beneficiaries that they are in compliance with the requirements of this Restriction.  


The Housing Authority acknowledges and recognizes that the income and net worth of a 


Qualified Owner or Qualified Occupant may increase over time, however, such increases 


over the maximum income and net worth requirements at initial purchase or occupancy 


shall not constitute a default of this Restriction. 


 


ix. Any owner or prospective buyer must agree to and execute the Notice of Lien form attached 


hereto as Exhibit B.  


 


5.  Initial Purchase Price.  Upon completion of construction of the Property, the Property shall be 


sold to a Qualified Owner, except as provided for in Section 4.i. of this Restriction, at an affordable 


Purchase Price as determined by the Guidelines. 


 


6.  Transfer of Property. 


   


i. Resale.  No Transfer of the Property shall occur subsequent to the original purchase from 


the County or the Beneficiaries, except upon full compliance with the procedures set forth 


in this Section 6.  In the event the Property is sold and/or conveyed without compliance 


with this Restriction, such sale and/or transfer shall be wholly null and void and shall confer 


no title whatsoever upon the purported buyer. 
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ii. Notice of Intent. The Property shall not be sold or transferred without prior submission by 


the Qualified Owner to the Housing Authority of a written Notice of Intent to Sell or 


Transfer Affordable Housing Unit as set forth in Exhibit C attached hereto. 


 


iii. Maximum Resale Price. 


 


a. The initial purchase price of the Property shall be the basis for calculating the 


Maximum Resale Price in accordance with this Restriction and the Guidelines in 


effect at the time of listing the Property for sale. 


 


b. The Maximum Resale Price of the Property shall be limited to be no more than the 


following calculation: 


The Maximum Resale Price may not exceed the sum of: (i) the Purchase Price paid 


by the Owner for the Property, plus: (ii) an increase of two percent (2%) of such 


Purchase Price per year (prorated at the rate of 1/12 for each whole month, but not 


compounded annually) from the date of the Owner's purchase of the Property to the 


date of the Owner's Notice of Intent to Sell the Property; plus (iii) an amount equal 


to any special improvement district assessments, if applicable and not transferable, 


paid by the seller during the seller's ownership of the Property;  (iv) the cost of 


Permitted Capital Improvements made to the Property by the Owner as set forth in 


Exhibit D attached hereto. 


 


c. Permitted Capital Improvements. The amount for Permitted Capital Improvements 


shall not exceed ten per cent (10%) of the original purchase price for an initial ten 


(10) year period. For every ten (10) year period from the date of the original 


purchase and Covenant, another ten (10) per cent of the purchase price may be 


added to the value of the Property for Capital Improvements. In calculating such 


amount, only those Permitted Capital Improvements identified in Exhibit C hereto 


shall qualify for inclusion. Seller's contributed labor or "sweat equity" shall not be 


part of the cost of an eligible improvement. 


 


d. Pursuant to the Guidelines, each Owner shall be responsible for ensuring that at the 


Transfer of his or her Property, the same is clean, the appliances are in working 


order, and that there are no health or safety violations regarding the Property. Prior 


to the sale of the Property the Beneficiaries are authorized to take necessary actions 


and incur necessary expenses for bringing the Property into saleable condition. 


Such actions and expenses include, but are not limited to, cleaning the Property and 


making necessary repairs to or replacements of appliances and/or Property fixtures, 


such as windows, doors, cabinets, countertops, carpets, flooring and lighting 


fixtures, and/or correcting any health or safety violations on the Property. Expenses 


incurred by the Beneficiaries to bring the Property into a saleable condition shall 
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be itemized and documented by the Housing Authority and deducted from the 


Owner's proceeds at closing of the Transfer of the Property.  


 


e. No Owner shall permit any prospective purchaser to assume any or all of the 


Owner’s closing costs.  No Owner shall accept anything of value from a prospective 


purchaser except for the Maximum Resale Price before, during or after closing of 


the Transfer of the Property. 


 


f. Nothing in this Restriction represents or guarantees that the Property will be re-sold 


at an amount equal to the Maximum Resale Price. Depending upon conditions 


affecting the real estate market, the Property may be re-sold for less than the 


Maximum Resale Price. 


 


iv. Beneficiaries Right to Acquire Ownership - Right of First Refusal. The initial Owner and 


each subsequent Owner shall not transfer the Property, or any part thereof, without first 


offering same to each of the Beneficiaries for purchase. Each of the Beneficiaries shall 


have a right of first refusal to purchase the Property as follows: 


 


a. If an Owner receives any offer to purchase or enders any offer of sale for the 


Property for any amount less than or equal to the Maximum Resale Price, each of 


the Beneficiaries shall have the absolute right of the first refusal to purchase the 


Property at the offered sales price.  This right of first refusal will first be granted to 


the county, using the form attached here to as Exhibit E, and then the Gunnison 


Valley Regional Housing Authority, using the form attached hereto as Exhibit F, 


only if the County does not exercise its right of first refusal. 


 


b. Each of the Beneficiaries shall have the option to exercise its right of first refusal, 


with the County prevailing as detailed in 6.iv.a., by executing a written and binding 


commitment to purchase the Property within twenty-on (21) days after each of the 


Beneficiaries receives written Notice of Intent to Sell or Transfer Affordable 


Housing Unit by Owner.  The commitment to buy shall set a closing date within a 


reasonable period of time. 


 


c. Each of the Beneficiaries shall have the right to inspect the Property prior to 


exercising its right of first refusal. If the Property is damaged there shall be a 


decrease in the sales price of the Property equal to the amounts necessary to bring 


the Property into saleable condition as reasonably determined by the Beneficiaries, 


including but without limitation cleaning, painting, replacing worn carpeting and 


draperies; making necessary structural, mechanical, electrical and plumbing 


repairs; and repairing or replacing built-in appliances and fixtures. 
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d.  In the event neither of the Beneficiaries executes a written and binding 


commitment to purchase the Property within said twenty-one (21) day period, this 


right of first refusal shall expire. 


 


e. If the Owner does not sell or otherwise transfer the Property, the terms and 


conditions of this right of first refusal shall again apply to any subsequent sale or 


transfer of the Property. 


 


f. The right of first refusal shall be in full force and effect from the date of initial sale 


in perpetuity. Any sale or attempted transfer of the Property effected without first 


giving both of the Beneficiaries the right of first refusal described above shall be 


wholly null and void and shall confer no title whatsoever upon the purported buyer. 


 


v. Beneficiaries Made Whole. No transfer of the Property shall occur unless and until each 


and every encumbrance, debt or liability owed by the Owner to the Beneficiaries is fully 


satisfied. 


 


7. Foreclosure 


i. It shall be a breach of these Restrictions for an Owner to default in the payments or other 


obligations due or to be performed under a promissory note secured by deed of trust 


encumbering the Property.  The Owner hereby agrees to notify the Beneficiaries, in writing, 


of any notification Owner receives from a lender, or its assigns, of past due payments or 


default in payment or other obligations due or to be performed under a promissory note 


secured by a deed of trust, as described herein, within five (5) calendar days of Owner's 


notification from lender, or its assigns, of said default or past due payments 


 


ii. Upon receipt of notice as provided herein, the Beneficiaries shall have the right, in its sole 


discretion, to solely or jointly cure the default or any portion thereof, thereby becoming the 


Curing Party.  In such event, the Owner shall be personally liable to the Curing Party for 


past due payments made by the Curing Party, together with interest thereon at the rate 


specified in the promissory note secured by the deed of trust, plus one (1) per cent, and all 


actual expenses of the Curing Party incurred in curing the default.  In the event the Owner 


does not repay the Curing Party within sixty (60) days of notice that the Curing Party has 


cured the Owner’s default, the Owner agrees that the Curing Party shall be entitled to a lien 


against the Property to secure payment of such amounts.  Such a lien may be evidenced by 


a notice of lien setting the amounts due and rate of interest accruing thereon, and such 


notice of lien may be recorded in the real property records of Gunnison County, Colorado, 


until such lien is paid and discharged.  The Curing Party shall have the additional right to 


bring an action to foreclose on the Property for the payment of the lien set forth in this 


section 7.ii. 
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iii. In the event of a foreclosure on a promissory note secured by a first deed of trust on the 


Property, or any Property, and the issuance of a public trustee’s deed by the holder of such 


note and deed of trust (“Holder”), or the acceptance by Holder of such note and deed of 


trust or a deed in lieu of foreclosure of the Property, and Holder’s subsequent recordation 


of the same in the Office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder, the Beneficiaries 


may acquire the Property by exercising that certain “Option to Purchase,” the copies of 


which is attached hereto as Exhibits E and F.  In the event that the Option is not exercised 


by either of the Beneficiaries, this Deed Restriction shall be released and shall be of no 


further force or effect. 


8. Default/Breach 


i. In the event either of the Beneficiaries has reasonable cause to believe an Owner is 


violating the provisions of these Restrictions, that entity, through its authorized representa-


tives, may inspect the Property between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Monday 


through Friday, after providing the Owner with no less than 24 hours written notice. 


 


ii. The respective Beneficiary shall send a notice of violation to the Owner, with a copy to the 


other Beneficiary, detailing the nature of the violation and allowing the Owner fifteen (15) 


days to determine the merits of the allegations, or to correct the violation.  In the event the 


Owner disagrees with the allegation of violation of these Restrictions, the Owner may 


request, in writing, a hearing before the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority 


Grievance and Appeals Committee or some similar body convened by the County if the 


Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority Grievance and Appeals Committee ceases 


to exist or is replaced.  If the Owner does not request a hearing and the violation is not 


cured within the fifteen-day period, the Owner shall be considered in violation of these 


Restrictions. 


 


iii. Whenever these Restrictions provide for a hearing before the Gunnison Valley Regional 


Housing Authority Grievance and Appeals Committee, such hearing shall be scheduled by 


the Beneficiaries within twenty-one (21) days of the date of receipt of a written request for 


a hearing.  At any such hearing, the Owner or other aggrieved party may be represented by 


counsel and may present evidence on the issues to be determined at the hearing.  An 


electronic record of the hearing shall be made, and the decision of the Beneficiaries shall 


be a final decision, subject to judicial review. 


 


iv. There is hereby reserved to the parties hereto any and all remedies provided by law for 


breach of these Restrictions or any of its terms.  In the event the parties resort to litigation 


with respect to any or all provisions of these Restrictions, the prevailing party shall be 


awarded its damages, expenses and costs, including reasonable attorney's fees. 


 


v. In the event the Property is sold and/or conveyed without compliance with the terms of 


these Restrictions, such sale and/or conveyance shall be wholly null and void and shall 
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confer no title whatsoever upon the purported buyer.  Each and every conveyance of the 


Property, for all purposes, shall be deemed to include and incorporate by this reference the 


covenants herein contained, even without reference therein to these Restrictions. 


 


vi. In the event an owner fails to cure any breach of these Restrictions, each of the 


Beneficiaries may resort to any and all available legal or equitable actions, including but 


not limited to specific performance of these Restrictions, an injunction against future 


sale(s) in violation of these Restrictions, or eviction of noncomplying owners and/or 


occupants. 


 


vii. Eliminating Resale Gain.  In the event of a breach of any of the terms or conditions 


contained herein by an Owner, his or her heirs, successors or assigns, the Owner’s initial 


purchase price of the Property shall, upon the date of such breach as determined by either 


of the Beneficiaries, automatically cease to increase as set out in Section 6.iii. of this 


Restriction, and shall remain fixed until the date of cure of said breach or until the Owner 


repays the Curing Party.  


9. In the event of a dispute between the Beneficiaries regarding interpretation, enforcement 


or otherwise of this Restriction or any portion of it, the position of Gunnison County shall prevail. 


10. General Provisions 


i. These Restrictions shall constitute covenants running with the Real Property as a burden 


thereon, for the benefit of, and shall be specifically enforceable by each of the Beneficiaries 


and/or its respective successors and assigns, as applicable.  Enforcement by any appropriate 


legal action may include, but is not limited to specific performance injunction, reversion, 


or eviction of noncomplying owners and/or occupants. 


 


ii. Equal Housing Opportunity. Pursuant to the Fair Housing Act and each of the public 


policy, the Housing Authority shall not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, color, sex, 


national origin, familial status, disability or sexual orientation in the lease, sale, use or 


occupancy of the Property. 


 


iii. Waiver of Exemptions. Every Owner, by taking title to the Property, shall be deemed to 


have subordinated to this Restriction any and all right of homestead and any other 


exemption in, or with respect to, such Property under state or federal law presently existing 


or hereafter enacted. 


 


iv. Any notice, consent, approval, or request which is required to be given by any party 


hereunder shall be given by mailing the same, certified mail, return receipt requested, 


properly addressed and with postage fully prepaid, to the address provided herein or to the 


address of the owner.  The owner shall also notify, in writing, the Beneficiaries of any 


change in address.

2019-2020 


Introduction  
Crested Butte and the Upper Gunnison Valley (UGV) are renowned for backcountry access 


available to multiple winter recreation groups.  Certain characteristics of the valley, including 


long winters, heavy snowfall, and extremely low temperatures have turned this former mining 


town into a tourist destination which thrives on its many outdoor opportunities.  


Currently, the area’s backcountry is regulated by a Winter Travel Management Plan (WTMP), 


which the United States Forest Service developed and created more than twenty years ago.  


Since its implementation, the tools available for backcountry access have changed dramatically. 


These technological changes along with increased visitation to the backcountry have prompted 


members of the Crested Butte community to express interest in updating the WTMP.   


The UGV is not the only community facing these changes. In 2015, a United States Forest 


Service ruling declared that “a system of routes and areas to provide for over-snow vehicle use” 


must be established for all winter use areas across the nation. While the local Forest Service 


office plans to implement changes to the WTMP in order to account for the 2015 ruling, they 


have not done so yet. There are plans to complete a Forest Plan Revision before considering the 


WTMP. In the interim, the community aims to study and better understand visitor use patterns 


in order to inform the planning of the WTMP once the process commences.  


A multi-year study, started in 2016, compiles meaningful data that can be utilized by land 


managers (i.e. USFS, BLM, private land owners, ranchers, etc.) to design policies that maintain 


or improve environmental quality and optimize backcountry winter experiences for all users. 


The goal of the study is to gather quantitative data regarding backcountry travel and use in the 


UGV. The study will increase knowledge of winter travel patterns and enhance stakeholder’s 


ability to aid the USFS in the upcoming decision-making process of a new Winter Travel 


Management Plan. Data about backcountry winter use has been collected through 


observations, camera technology, surveys, focus groups, and collaborative data collection. This 


study is an ongoing collaboration between the Master of Environmental Management program 


at Western Colorado University, The Center for Public Lands, the Town of Crested Butte, local 


nonprofits, and numerous private donors.  The following presents the results of data collection 


in the winter of 2019-2020. 


 


Methods 
Trailhead monitoring was carried out using trail cameras placed at eight locations in the six 


major drainages used for backcountry travel in the UGV (Figure 1). In-direct counting takes 
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place from December to April as the cameras capture images of trail users. For winter 


2019/2020, data collection started on December 6, 2019 and ended on April 15, 2020. Images 


were downloaded from the cameras every 2-3 weeks to ensure the memory cards did not reach 


capacity, batteries had power, and cameras were oriented correctly. While infrared trail 


counters can accurately record the number of bodies that pass the counter each day, the 


photo-capture method has been used in this study to better understand what types of winter 


recreation is happening on the different trails. 


To collect this fine-grained detail, each image captured by the camera is visually examined and 


categorized based on the type of recreation seen in the photo to identify how many people use 


a trail each day and quantify their recreational activities. Recreation categories include: walking 


(including runners, hikers, snowshoers, people walking with sleds), Nordic skiing (including AT 


skiers, snowboarders, split boarders, cross-country skiers), fat biking (non-motorized), 


snowmobiling (along with cars/trucks, snowcats, oversnow motorcycles and UTVs, grooming 


machines), and “hybrid” use encompassing two or more categories. After identifying the 


method of recreation, each image is categorized into one of three major categories: motorized, 


non-motorized, and mechanized. The US Forest Service defines a motor vehicle as any vehicle 


which is self-propelled, other than a wheelchair or mobility device. Mechanized use often refers 


to bicycles, in this case over-snow bicycles, but the International Mountain Bike Association 


recognizes that the legal and regulatory definition of mechanized is unclear. In this study, fat 


bikes were recorded as mechanized. The non-motorized category includes any recreation user 


who does not use motorized or mechanized transportation. Hybrid users appear to be 


participating in multiple forms of recreation, typically identified by a snowmobile carrying skis 


or pulling skiers. If motorized transportation is being used as part of the hybrid recreation, it is 


categorized as motorized. For this study, motion-activated photography produces accurate 


total counts of daily use, by recreation type and trailhead locations. Information about direction 


of movement, method of travel and propulsion, user type, and even group size could be 


gathered from the raw images, but has not been analyzed for this report.  All images are stored 


electronically should additional analysis be desired. 


These methods have been repeated with minimal variation since 2016. The 2019-2020 season 


very closely followed the previous years in data collection. Out of 130 days of potential data 


collection, most locations recorded about 86% of utilization. Due to a stolen camera, the 


Snodgrass Trailhead only had 58 days of data collected, but the rest of the locations had 


between 105-126 days of data (Table 1). Of note during 2020, the Crested Butte Mountain 


Resort closed on March 14 due to the coronavirus pandemic, which may have shifted tourist 


visitation and backcountry recreation patterns. We determined to leave the cameras in place an 


additional two weeks beyond the usual April 1 study termination, to capture notable changes 


from the pandemic. Social impacts on the research team due to COVID-19 also delayed the 


analysis of the images, which must be done by someone who has been adequately trained to 


ensure coder reliability.

Results 


TOTAL COUNTS 2019-20201 


The results from winter 2019-2020 data collection show that at least 22,313 recreation visits 


took place on Upper Gunnison Valley winter trails between December 6, 2019, and April 15, 


2020 (Table 1). In terms of users per trailhead, Kebler Pass had the most recreationists by an 


overwhelming total of 8,154 users or 36.5% of all users (primarily snowmobiles). That 36.5% is 


comprised of 7,233 motorized users, which means 83.1% of the total motorized users were 


                                                           
1 Note that the data record separate recreation visits not numbers of unique users. Thus, someone who recreates 
on a trail on Friday, Saturday and Sunday is counted three times in the study. Each visit is counted in the total and 
average user data presented here. The number of unique trail users is not captured in this study, but in this report 
we use the term “user” to stand in for the more specific “recreation visit.” 
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found at Kebler Pass. The remaining six trailheads had the most non-motorized users with a 


combined percentage of 93.3% of total non-motorized users (Figure 2).  


Five other sites ranged from 2,355 to 3,661 recreation visits each; Brush Creek had the fewest 


visits with 979 users or 4.4% of total users.  Snodgrass Trailhead had the second most total 


visits at 3,661, or 16.4%, with 3,574 of those being non-motorized, 87 mechanized users, and 


with no observed motorized users. The number of recreation visits in Cement Creek, Gothic, 


Washington Gulch, and Slate River in 2019-20 was very close (+/- 50) to 2,400 visits per 


drainage.

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AVERAGE DAILY VISITS 2019-2020 


Consistent with the total user data, Snodgrass Trailhead and Kebler Pass had the two highest 


daily averages at 63 and 64 users respectively, and Brush Creek had the lowest daily average of 


about 9 visits per day. The remaining 4 trailheads had a range of 20-22 daily average recreation 


visits.

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THREE SEASON COMPARISON (2017/19-2019/20) 


Over three years of data collection there are a few trends that can be identified for each 


trailhead as well as across different user groups. Kebler Pass saw an increase of total recreation 


visits from 5,022 in 2017-18 to 8,145 in 2019-20. The four trailheads north of Crested Butte and 


Mount Crested Butte—Gothic, Snodgrass, Washington Gulch, and Slate River—had a decrease 


in users over the three years.  


 


 


 
  


Table 3. Three-year comparison of total users. This table presents the total numbers of users in each 


year of the study. It is highly important to consider the total days with data shown in the three leftmost 


columns of data. In 2017-18, data were collected on just 606 days, compared to about 750 days the 


following years. The total number of users has not been adjusted according to number of days data were 


collected. Thus, the decline in total users shown each year (2017-18: 23,879, 2018-19: 23,824; 2019-20: 


22,313) is particularly notable given that in 2019-20, 134 more days of data were collected than in 2017-


18, yet 1,566 fewer visits were recorded. Also note how this specifically impacted variations by trailhead. 


Noticeable visitation increases in Cement Creek, for example, must be considered alongside the increase 


in data days from 44 to 120, then 114. 
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Comparing the average use from 2017-2019 there is a decline in average daily users from 280 in 


2017-18 to about 222 in 2018-19 and 2019-20. This decline was largely driven by drops in 


visitation to Kebler and Gothic, at about 20 users per day each. Brush Creek, Gothic, and Kebler 


Pass declined in 2017-18 and 2018-19 but they held steady for 2019-20. Motorized use dropped 


about 25 people per day from 2017-18 but was steady with last year. Mechanized use remains 


small with a decline of about 1 person per day since 2017-18 (to 5 per day).

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Discussion 
While trends for each trailhead differ from year to year, the numbers recorded for each user 


group have been consistent with the previous year, establishing a baseline and trends to watch 


in the upcoming years. There is a decline in total average daily use over three years, though 


with a small margin between the last two seasons there could be potential in the next three 


years for the average to level out.    


Although mechanized users have become a newly distinguished group in backcountry use over 


the last few years, their use has remained relatively low in comparison to other user groups. 


Contrary to proposals that “new uses” are on the rise, the recorded average daily use by 


mechanized fat bikes shows a slight decline over three years.  


Also of note, hybrid users are being counted among the motorized users so there are people 


doing multiple activities in the backcountry. This may beg the question of how many of those 


motorized users are considered hybrid.  


For the 2019 -2020 season, a quick assessment of weekend visitation was conducted, and it was 


found there was about twice as much average daily use on the weekend (63%) compared to 


weekdays (37%).  A similar trend was noted for weekend non-motorized use (67%) and 


mechanized use (65%); however, weekend use was more evenly distributed for motorized use 


(54%).  The consistent daily distribution for motorized use was strongly driven by the near 


equal, and heavy, day use on Kebler Pass during holiday periods. From a resource impact 


perspective, about 40% of impacts occurred on weekends with about half attributed to non-


motorized (45%) and mechanized (42%) use.  Only about a third (32%) of the daily motorized 


use occurred on the weekend, and this was strongly influenced by Kebler where there was 


almost no variation in the average day use.  Not surprising, of the weekdays, Fridays were 


generally the busiest. 


In order to gain a better understanding of conclusions from three years of data, a broader view 


must be taken on outside factors affecting winter travel and backcountry use. Two 


corresponding factors are snowfall and avalanche risk levels. Avalanche risk levels can change 


day to day throughout the winter season depending on snowpack, snow type, and temperature 


trends. There could be correlation between the amount of snowpack in a season and day to day 


snowfall to the level of all types of backcountry use.  


 


Future Analysis 
This study has transitioned over the last three years from a one-year baseline study to a multi-


year study. At this point, it is important to look towards the future. Our plan is to increase the 


value of the data collected by adding comparisons to additional information, including 


avalanche risk levels and snowfall/snowpack data.  
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The Colorado Avalanche Information Center (CAIC) collects data during the winter and 


publishes an annual report on statewide snowfall patterns and avalanche and accidents. The 


Crested Butte Avalanche Center (CBAC) also collects local and regional avalanche data and 


reports on avalanche risk levels throughout the season. Data from these sources that can be 


used for comparison to winter travel to help answer the “why” question about patterns in 


backcountry use. For example, taking the snowfall patterns recorded in nearby Gothic that 


change month to month and comparing them with the change in number of total users month 


to month can supply a bigger picture to winter travel in the UGV (Table 5).  


 


 


In the coming months, Dr. Zachary Treisman, a mathematics professor and statistician at 


Western Colorado University, will assist with refining the data analysis process. With his 


oversight the data from all three years will be standardized and moved into the statistics 


software, “R”. This software will allow us to 1) run statistics-based tests on the current data to 


garner more significant conclusions and 2) merge data with environmental condition factors, 


illuminating new aspects of the dataset. Additionally, more complete data on daily, weekly, and 


monthly use could allow for randomized data collection and the ability to focus in on significant 


trends and occurrences.  
 


Recently, parking lot usage has been of interest to planners and decision makers, and although 


the cameras used in this study do not capture parking lot activity there are other aspects of the 


pictures taken that could be taken into consideration. For example, we are currently looking at 


details regarding length of time users are spending at the Slate River Trailhead which can assist 


decision makers working to determine trailhead and parking layout.  


Finally, additional information to better understand the data trends could come from visitation 


estimates from Gunnison County and more data about out-of-area visitation. Conclusions from 


the survey, discussed below, as they overlap with the data collection, could be informed by 


outreach to non-resident backcountry users 


 


Community Survey  


A survey about winter recreation was distributed through the Gunnison Valley in 2017 and 


2020 via Survey Monkey. By marketing the survey with stakeholders, community groups, 


backcountry user groups, and local news sources, we aim to reach as many winter backcountry

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participants as possible. The survey consists of 20 questions that cover types of backcountry 


use, amount of use, locations of use, trends in visitation, and perceptions of current use, 


current management, and future management. The survey also gathers some personal 


information including age brackets (under 18; 18-24; 25-30; 31-40; 40-60; 60+), and general 


location of primary residence (Gunnison, Crested Butte South, Crested Butte, Mount Crested 


Butte, other in Gunnison; other in Colorado, out of state). 


This season’s survey was open April-May 2020 and only garnered 39 participants. Due to the 


larger number of respondents (313) in 2017, comparison between the two surveys is not 


reliable. Limited public marketing and the timing after the winter season garnered more 


localized responses, largely from frequent backcountry users (i.e. likely members and 


supporters of recreation user groups who shared the survey with their constituents.) Moreover, 


the 2020 survey was available during a time when people’s daily patterns were likely altered 


due to the coronavirus pandemic. To amplify the dataset, we plan to administer the survey 


again in 2021, towards the end of the winter recreation season from mid-March to early-April, 


using a robust marketing plan targeting both locals and visitors to Gunnison County.
