MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
Between
HINSDALE COUNTY
and
PROWERS COUNTY

INTRODUCTION:

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is entered into by and between Prowers County,
Colorado body corporate and politic by and through its Board of County Commissioner (“Prowers
County’), and Hinsdale County, Colorado (“Hinsdale County™) a body corporate and politic by and
through the Hinsdale/Gunnison Board of Human Services. Prowers County and Hinsdale County shall
jointly be referred to as the “Parties.”

PURPOSE:

1. This MOU is developed in partnership between Prowers County and Hinsdale County, with
confirmation by the State of Colorado (“State”), for Prowers County to manage and administer calls to
the hotline regarding persons that reside in Hinsdale County, Colorado.

2. Prowers County, through its Hotline County Connection Center (“HCCC”), agrees to answer and
process Child Welfare (“CW?”) related and APS related hotline calls on behalf of Hinsdale County
(“Call Coverage Services”). Prowers County will perform the tasks outlined in this MOU as they relate
to Call Coverage Services. Hinsdale County will perform the tasks identified in the MOU to assist the
HCCC with successfully receiving the Hotline calls so Hinsdale County can complete the final
disposition of each call.

TERM, AMENDMENT, TERMINATION:

1. Term of MOU:

a. This MOU becomes effective January 1 2021 for the period of 12 months, ending December 31,
2021.

b. The parties shall notify each other at least 30 days prior to expiration of the MOU to execute an
extension.

2. Amendments:

a. The Parties may request changes to this MOU, which shall be effective only upon the written
agreement of the Parties.

b. Any changes, modifications, revisions, or amendments to this MOU shall be incorporated by written
instrument, executed and signed by the Parties, and will be effective in accordance with the terms
and conditions contained herein.

3. Termination:

a. Any party may, at its sole discretion, terminate or cancel the MOU upon 30 days’ written notice to

the other party.

RATE FOR SERVICES:

1. The calculations used to determine the rate of the Call Coverage Services are based on an annual
projection of the number of Child Protection Program Area 5, Program Area 4, and Institutional reports
taken and an equivalent number of Other Child Welfare (“Other CW”) Inquiry related call reports. For
purposes of this MOU, 10 “Other CW” calls will equal 1 report.

a. Projected numbers of Program area 5, Program area 4, Institutional, “Other CW”, and APS reports

will be based on a combination of information from the Results Oriented Management data base and
the actual numbers of calls received through the HCCC for the previous 12 months.
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2. Hinsdale County is allocated 4 free reports, child abuse/neglect or APS reports, each month for a total of

48 free reports of any type per year.

3. Prowers County has entered into agreements with other Colorado counties to provide the same services
as contemplated in this MOU. In the event the HCCC must expend additional funds to accommodate

adding additional positions to take calls on behalf of all of the other counties including Hinsdale

County, the cost of that expansion may be proportionately distributed amongst all of the counties that
receive HCCC Call Coverage Services. Should this situation arise, Hinsdale County will be notified 60
days in advance of any additional costs required for HCCC’s services so it can determine whether to

terminate the MOU.

4. Prowers County will invoice for the Call Coverage Services. Invoices shall include a description of the
services performed as Hinsdale County may request. Hinsdale County will submit payment for services

satisfactorily performed within 60 days of receipt.

Hinsdale County will be billed quarterly for actual number of reports taken, less the allotted reports of
12 reports of any type per quarter.

JOINT RESPONSIBILITIES SHARED BETWEEN HINSDALE COUNTY AND PROWERS COUNTY

HCCC:

Both Prowers County and Hinsdale County acknowledge that the State of Colorado Department of
Human Services must approve this MOU prior to final execution.

This MOU was preceded by an official request for Call Coverage Services from the Board of County
Commissioners for Hinsdale County.

Both parties understand that nothing in this MOU supersedes or replaces each party’s requirements and
responsibilities to follow and adhere to all requirements as set forth in state and federal statute, Volume
7 Rules and/or Division of Child Welfare Policy.

GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES OF HCCC:

1.

The Hotline County Connection Center (HCCC) will make the appropriate routing changes and take all
the after-hours calls for Hinsdale County. After-Hours is defined as any time outside of normal
business operating hours, including week-ends and holidays.

2. All next step decisions regarding Hotline call records will be left to the discretion of Hinsdale County.
Hinsdale County will be responsible to complete a review of all information in THA and Trails to
ensure appropriate disposition.

3. Reports, which can be referred to as Referrals, taken by the HCCC will be entered into the THA,

submitted, and transferred to Hinsdale County’s Trails Inbox. HCCC will notify Hinsdale County of a
referral via email during business hours and by personal contact during after-hours (pursuant to Volume

Page 2 of 4





7 Rules). It will be the responsibility of Hinsdale County to check the pending queue and manage the

final disposition of all records.

a. HCCC will provide the Hotline ID and/or Referral ID number (pursuant to Volume 7 Rules) to an
entity designated by Hinsdale County.

If the HCCC believes the report is of an immediate response nature, the HCCC will notify Hinsdale
County while information is being entered into the THA or CAPS.

Information and Referral (non-CW) calls will be sent to Hinsdale County’s Pending Incoming
Hotline Queue (pursuant to Volume 7 Rule). It will be the responsibility of Hinsdale County to check
the pending queue and manage the final disposition of all records. Call purpose will be included in the
comments. Callers will be redirected back to the Hinsdale County main Department of Human Services
number. Hinsdale County can request a brief synopsis.

If HCCC receives a call from law enforcement or medical personnel that requires immediate response

from Hinsdale County, HCCC will transfer the call to an Hinsdale County on-call designee. If the

Hinsdale County on-call designee is not available, HCCC will take a message and continue to make

attempts to notify the County. If appropriate, the HCCC will take a report while notifying the County.

APS reports will be documented in the Colorado Adult Protection System, (“CAPS”) and in the THA.

Once complete, the record will be transferred to the County’s Pending Incoming Hotline Queue.

Hinsdale County will confirm receipt and update in the THA.

a. If an APS call is regarding an adult over 70 years old, the HCCC will document the call in the THA
and advise the reporter to call local law enforcement. The HCCC will then notify the County of the
call.

b. Notification to Hinsdale County that an APS report has been taken by the HCCC will be made by
email during both open and after-hours.

GENERAL RESPONSIILITIES OF HINSDALE COUNTY

1.

Hinsdale County will provide an updated list of on-call Hinsdale County employees’ name(s) or
designees and telephone/cellphone numbers and email addresses at all times. The on-call list will
include backup contact name(s) and number(s) and email addresses in case the first employee is unable
to answer within the notification time frame as outlined in Volume 7 Rules. If the designee changes, it
is the Hinsdale County’s responsibility to immediately inform the HCCC of the change and to provide
the required contact information.

Hinsdale County will notify the HCCC of any special circumstances where Hinsdale County staff will
be unavailable by email (business hours) or voice telephone/cellphone (i.e. employees are in court,
meetings, training after-hours, etc.) Hinsdale County should make every attempt to identify another
entity that can receive notifications. This can be any entity designated by Hinsdale County.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.

This MOU is not intended to create any agency or employment relationships between the parties nor is
it intended to create any third-party rights or beneficiaries.

Nothing contained herein shall be construed as a waiver of any party or any immunity at law including
immunity granted under the Colorado Governmental immunities Act.

No modification or waiver of this MOU or of any covenant, condition, or provision herein contained
shall be valid unless in writing and duly executed by the party to be charged therewith.

This MOU and the parties conduct hereunder shall be subject to local, state and federal laws and
regulations, including requirements associated with confidentiality of information and HIPAA privacy
requirements.

The Parties to this MOU are subject to the provisions of Colorado Constitution, Article X, Section 20
(“TABOR?”) regarding multiple fiscal year obligations. Therefore, no obligation extending beyond
December 31, 2021 shall be enforceable unless and until County, acting through the Board, has adopted
a budget for 2022 providing for payment of such obligations. Hinsdale County shall immediately notify
Prowers County should funding under this MOU fail to be appropriated in such instance, Prowers
County may immediately terminate this MOU.

All three of the authorizing and confirming agencies listed below must agree to the conditions set forth
in the proceeding document before the MOU can be finalized.

All signatories have the appropriate delegation of authority to sign this MOU.

This MOU is subject to all applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations and rules, whether now in
force or hereafter enacted or promulgated. If any term or provision of this MOU is held to be invalid or
illegal, such term or provision shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining terms and
provisions. Meeting the terms of this MOU shall not excuse any failure to comply with all applicable
laws and regulations, whether or not these laws and regulations are specifically listed herein.

No third-Party Beneficiary. It is expressly understood and agreed that enforcement of the terms and
conditions of this MOU, and all rights of action relating to such enforcement, shall be strictly reserved
to the Parties, and nothing contained in this MOU shall give or allow any such claim or right of action
by any other or third person or entity on such MOU. It is the express intention of the parties hereto that
any person or entity, other than the Parties, receiving services or benefits under this MOU shall be
deemed to be incidental beneficiaries only.

Each Party agrees to be responsible for its own liability incurred as a result of its participation in this
MOU. In the event any claim is litigated, each Party will be responsible for its own expenses of
litigation or other costs associated with enforcing this MOU. No provision of this MOU shall be
deemed or construed to be a relinquishment or waiver of any kind of the applicable limitation of liability
provided to each Party by the Colorado governmental Immunity Act, C.R.S. 24-101-101 et seq. and
Article XI of the Colorado Constitution.

A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE GUNNISON COUNTY HOUSING
AUTHORITY BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2020 AND AMENDING THE
APPROPRIATION RESOLUTION.

WHEREAS, at the time of the adoption of the budget for the Gunnison County
Housing Authority for fiscal year 2020 certain revenues were unassured and certain
expenditures were not anticipated; and

WHEREAS, revenues can now be identified for such expenditures;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of the Gunnison County
Housing Authority, that a supplemental budget and appropriation resolution be adopted in the
following respects:

1. Gunnison County Housing Fund. The revenues are increased in the amount of

December 1, 2020 Work Session. The Board agreed to schedule a budget work session for this
morning.

COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORTS:

1.

Workforce Housing Update. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that one of the County-
owned units in the Estonian building at Stallion Park is being pulled off the market for the new
Deputy County Attorney’s use.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES: Deputy County Manager Marlene
Crosby was present for discussion.

1.

Somerset Snow Removal. DCM Crosby informed the Board that some residents in Somerset are
having plowing-related issues involving 9th and 10th Streets. She provided a couple of options for
Board consideration, and she requested that adoption of Option #1. CM Birnie noted that all
plowing is discretionary. Commissioner Mason stated that he has been in the discussed area and
agrees that a solution is warranted. Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner
Smith to approve Option #1 for the plowing between 9th and 10th Streets in Somerset, with the
condition that the water valve is put underground and, if the water valve has not been put
underground, then we approve Option #2 as the alternative. Motion carried unanimously.
Somerset Waterworks District Request. Oxbow Mine representative Mike Ludlow participated in
the conversation. DCM Crosby explained that the District cannot provide service outside of its
boundaries without Board approval. She also stated that the Oxbow mine needs water in order to
perform, as mandated by the State, so she asked for a motion to authorize the District to serve a
property outside the District boundaries, specifically the Oxbow mine. Mr. Ludlow indicated that
the mine has been working with the District for years, and that the mine needs water service to
the offices. County Attorney David Baumgarten noted that he has asked for the statutory citation
that would allow the Board to make this authorization, but he had not yet received the information
from the District’s legal counsel. Commissioner Houck expressed concern about not knowing what
the Board’s authority is in this matter. The Board supports this issue and the Oxbow mine, but this
will be scheduled on a future agenda to ensure that the Board stays within its authority.

Kebler Trailhead Permit Guidelines. DCM Crosby informed the Board that the County began issuing
permits last week, and that the process seems to be going smoothly. She has ordered additional
signage.
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4. Landfill Update. DCM Crosby stated that she normally recommends closing on Saturdays at this
time of year, but she would like to remain open on Saturdays until at least mid-December.

5. Plowing in Pitkin. DCM Crosby informed the Board that the County reduced the amount of plowing
provided, because Pitkin an incorporated municipality. She also stated that Pitkin normally pays a
portion of the related costs. A resident contractor had been plowing, but that person is not
available this winter, so Pitkin has asked the County to plow 6-8 sections, which would require 1-
1.5 hours of work with each plow. She noted that she would like to determine the hourly rate for
our plowing, and she requested permission to begin performing those calculations and draft an
agreement. Operations Manager Sparky Casebolt was present for discussion and said that the
County would use the motor grader for this work. In the past, the County has plowed at four
inches of accumulation, but part of this tradeoff has been the agreement that the County wouldn’t
plow until six inches of accumulation. The Board expressed general support of this planning. Pitkin
Mayor Eddy Balch participated in the discussion, and he expressed his appreciation for the Board’s
consideration and the staff time involved in this modification.

RESOLUTION; REPEALING STAGE 1 FIRE RESTRICTIONS; PORTION OF GUNNISON COUNTY
WITHIN THE SOPRIS RANGER DISTRICT OF THE WHITE RIVER NATIONAL FOREST: Emergency
Manager Scott Morrill was present for discussion. Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by
Commissioner Smith to approve Resolution #2020-37 Appealing Stage 1 Fire Restrictions. Motion carried
unanimously.

EASEMENT AGREEMENT; CEMENT CREEK CONDOMINIUMS ASSOCIATION: Mr. Mike O’Loughlin
was present as legal counsel for the applicant. County Attorney David Baumgarten explained that this
issue has historically involved a license agreement, and that this Easement Agreement will be more
permanent. Mr. O’Loughlin stated that there was a pond adjacent to a path that traversed the property
and into the right of way. He stated that this easement would solidify property access and enable care of
the lands, without limiting any residential access. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by
Commissioner Mason to authorize the Board Chairperson’s signature on the Easement Agreement, as
presented today. Motion carried unanimously.

UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS: There were no Unscheduled Citizens present for discussion.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This Contractor Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective thqur_c embed , 2020,
is by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison,
Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”)
and Couture cleaning LLC (“Contractor”).

RECITALS

Contractor provides services at the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport Terminal
building (‘the airport”), located at 519 Rio Grande Ave, Gunnison, CO (hereinafter
“Services”). Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to provide Services
according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set
forth on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. All
Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally
accepted standards for Contractor’'s profession and all applicable federal, state
and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof.
Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison
County may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or
similar services as it deems appropriate to do so.

2. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on December 14, 2020 and shall
terminate March 31% 2021, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

The airport shall work towards accomplishing and reporting result measure that
90% of departments report that they are “very satisfied” or “satisfied” with janitorial
services; as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.
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4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

In exchange for Contractors performance of the Services, during the Term,
Gunnison County shall pay Contractor the sum of $5,600.00 per month.
Those items on the attached Exhibit A identified as “extra services”, shall
not be completed until the Airport Manager has approved such services and
rate of compensation has been agreed upon in writing.

Invoices shall be prepared monthly by the contractor and delivered to the
airport. Payments shall be made by Gunnison County according to the
County’s regular payment schedule.

This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison
County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County
reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to Contractor
pursuant to paragraph 13 of this Agreement.

5. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that
Contractor shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and
expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution
of this Agreement, Contractor will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison
County, listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the coverage’s
required herein which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed
or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is
acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or
employee of Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind
Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: ()
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income
tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.

INDEMNIFICATION

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims,
liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable
attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost,
damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or
its employees, subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with
respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

This Memorandum of Agreement (‘MOA”) is made effective the 1st day of January, 2020, by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose
address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Midwestern Colorado
Mental Health Center, 2130 E. Main Street, Montrose, CO 81401 (“MCMHC”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, MCMHC has requested assistance from Gunnison County in financing a portion of
operational costs; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County is supportive of the objectives of MCMHC in terms of assisting
those in need of services in Gunnison County; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County feels it is in the public’s interest to provide financial assistance to
MCMHC.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this MOA shall commence on the 1%t day of January, 2020 and shall terminate on
December 31, 2020, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(a) Gunnison County agrees to provide $11,000 in funds to MCMHC. Itis understood and
recognized that these funds must be used for financing a portion of operational costs.

(b) The quarterly payments will be distributed by Gunnison County only upon submittal of
the appropriate documentation pursuant to paragraph 5.

(¢) MCMHC agrees to submit a final written project report by October 1, 2020 that shall
include, at a minimum, the information requested on the Funding Recipient Project
Report (Exhibit A).

(d) The County’s receipt of this final project report by the October 1, 2020 deadline will
serve as a condition for future funding eligibility.

(e) This MOA is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget appropriation in an
amount sufficient to fund this MOA. If Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such
an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this MOA pursuant
to paragraph 12 of this MOA.

() Gunnison County reserves the right to amend this agreement to reduce the
contribution stated herein if the 2019 Gunnison County audit should result in a
significantly lower fund balance than projected.
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3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this MOA will assist Gunnison County with its Promote Healthy Communities
strategy, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.

4. INDEMNIFICATION.

(@) MCMHC agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s
and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or
injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of MCMHC or its employees, sub-
contractors or agents in connection with this MOA.

(b) This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this MOA with respect to
any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

5. INSURANCE.

MCMHC agrees that at all times during the Term of this MOA that MCMHC shall carry and
maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following insurance policies.
Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this MOA, MCMHC will provide insurance certificates to
Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the coverage’s required
herein which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without
thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

(a) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal law in an
amount no less than One Million Ninety Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($1,093,000.00) to adequately protect all labor employed by Contractor during the term
of this Agreement.

(b) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to one
person in any single occurrence in an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty
Seven Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and For an injury to two or
more persons in any single occurrence in an amount no less than One Million Ninety
Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00).

(c) Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on any vehicles used in the Services, in
an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty Seven Thousand and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one person in any single occurrence and in an
amount no less than One Million Ninety Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($1,093,000.00) for any injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(@) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this MOA, MCMHC is acting as an
independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. MCMHC does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in
any manner whatsoever.





(b) MCMHC acknowledges and agrees that MCMHC is not entitled to: (i) unemployment
insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison County.
Further, MCMHC is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys paid
it related to the services.

7. AUTHORITY TO AUDIT RECORDS.

Gunnison County has the authority to audit MCMHC's financial records, said audit to be
performed by an employee, agent or designee of Gunnison County and at the expense of
MCMHC, upon seven days’ notice to MCMHC.

8. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with MCMHC and, therefore, MCMHC shall not delegate or
assign its duties under this MOA without the prior written consent of Gunnison County which
consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms,
covenants and conditions of this MOA shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either
party.

9. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

(@) MCMHC certifies that MCMHC does not and will not knowingly contract with or employ
illegal aliens to work under this MOA.

(b) MCMHC certifies that MCMHC has required its subcontractors to certify that they do
not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this MOA.

(¢) MCMHC will participate in either (i) the “E-Verify Program”, jointly administered by the
United States Department of Homeland Security and the Social Security
Administration, or (ii) the “Department Program” administered by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment in order to confirm the employment eligibility of
all MCMHC’s employees who are hired to perform work under this Agreement.

(d) MCMHC agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the course of an
investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor and
Employment.

(e) MCMHC agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et seq.
10.DISCRIMINATION.

MCMHC agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by reason of age,
race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual orientation or political affiliation
in providing any services or in the use of any facilities provided for the public in any manner
prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of Transportation. MCMHC
shall further comply with the letter and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as
amended, and any other laws and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment
practices. Additionally, MCMHC shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any
governmental authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying
with any such laws and regulations.






11. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to give to the
other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or rendered if delivered
personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

12. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this MOA at any time, with or without cause, upon
thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other.

13. MISCELLANEOUS.

(a) SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this MOA shall be held to be invalid in
whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions thereof, shall
nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

(b) AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this MOA shall
be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the parties to be bound
thereby.

(c) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this MOA is, or shall be
construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of governmental
immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

14. ATTORNEYS FEES.

If any party hereto shall bring any suit or action against another for relief, declaratory or otherwise,
arising out of this MOA, the prevailing party shall have and recover against the other party, in
addition to all court costs and disbursements, such sum as the court may adjudge to be
reasonable attorney’s fees and expert witness fees.





15. GOVERNING LAW.

This MOA shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to this MOA shall be
in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

16. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This MOA contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the subject
matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals, negotiations and
representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

17. COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This MOA may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts, any or all of which
my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which shall be construed together
as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the parties as though originally executed on
one originally executed document. All facsimile counterparts shall be promptly followed with
delivery of original executed counterparts.

This Contract is entered into by and between Contractor named on the Signature and Cover Pages
for this Contract (the “Contractor”), and the STATE OF COLORADO acting by and through the
Department of Human Services (the “State” or “CDHS”). Contractor and the State agree to the
terms and conditions in this Contract.

TERM AND EFFECTIVE DATE

A.

Effective Date

This Contract shall not be valid or enforceable until the “Effective Date”, which shall be
upon approval by the State Controller or designee and upon full execution of substantially
the same agreement with all counties listed in this Contract. The State shall not be bound by
any provision of this Contract before the Effective Date, and shall have no obligation to pay
Contractor for any Work performed or expense incurred before the Effective Date or after
the expiration or sooner termination of this Contract.

Initial Term

The Parties’ respective performances under this Contract shall commence on the Contract
Performance Beginning Date shown on the Signature and Cover Pages for this Contract and
shall terminate on the Initial Contract Expiration Date shown on the Signature and Cover
Pages for this Contract (the “Initial Term”) unless sooner terminated or further extended in
accordance with the terms of this Contract.

Extension Terms - State’s Option

If the Signature and Cover Pages for this Contract shows that the State has the Option to
Extend Term, then the State, at its discretion, shall have the option to extend the
performance under this Contract beyond the Initial Term for a period, or for successive
periods, at the same rates and under the same terms specified in the Contract (each such
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period an “Extension Term”). In order to exercise this option, the State shall provide written
notice to Contractor in a form substantially equivalent to 8§21 “Sample Option Letter.” The
State may include and incorporate a revised budget with the option letter, as long as the
revised budget does not unilaterally change rates or terms specified in the Contract.

This
subsection shall not apply to a termination of this Contract by the State for breach by
Contractor, which shall be governed by §12.A.i.

i. Method and Content

The State shall notify Contractor of such termination in accordance with 815. The
notice shall specify the effective date of the termination and whether it affects all or a
portion of this Contract, and shall include, to the extent practicable, the public interest
justification for the termination.

ii.  Obligations and Rights

Upon receipt of a termination notice for termination in the public interest, Contractor
shall be subject to the rights and obligations set forth in 812.A.i.a.

iii. Payments

If the State terminates this Contract in the public interest, the State shall pay
Contractor an amount equal to the percentage of the total reimbursement payable
under this Contract that corresponds to the percentage of Work satisfactorily
completed and accepted, as determined by the State, less payments previously made.
Additionally, if this Contract is less than 60% completed, as determined by the State,
the State may reimburse Contractor for a portion of actual out-of-pocket expenses, not
otherwise reimbursed under this Contract, incurred by Contractor which are directly
attributable to the uncompleted portion of Contractor’s obligations, provided that the
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sum of any and all reimbursement shall not exceed the maximum amount payable to
Contractor hereunder.

State Confidential Information shall not include information or data
concerning individuals that is not deemed confidential but nevertheless belongs to the State,
which has been communicated, furnished, or disclosed by the State to Contractor which (i)
is subject to disclosure pursuant to CORA; (ii) is already known to Contractor without
restrictions at the time of its disclosure to Contractor; (iii) is or subsequently becomes
publicly available without breach of any obligation owed by Contractor to the State; (iv) is
disclosed to Contractor, without confidentiality obligations, by a third party who has the
right to disclose such information; or (v) was independently developed without reliance on
any State Confidential Information.

T. “State Fiscal Rules” means that fiscal rules promulgated by the Colorado State Controller
pursuant to §24-30-202(13)(a), C.R.S.

U. “State Fiscal Year” means a 12 month period beginning on July 1 of each calendar year
and ending on June 30 of the following calendar year. If a single calendar year follows the
term, then it means the State Fiscal Year ending in that calendar year.

V. *“State Records” means any and all State data, information, and records, regardless of
physical form, including, but not limited to, information subject to disclosure under CORA.

W. *“Subcontractor” means third-parties, if any, engaged by Contractor to aid in performance
of the Work.

X. “Tax Information” means federal and State of Colorado tax information including,
without limitation, federal and State tax returns, return information, and such other tax-
related information as may be protected by federal and State law and regulation. Tax
Information includes, but is not limited to all information defined as federal tax information
in Internal Revenue Service Publication 1075.

Y. “Work” means the Goods delivered and Services performed pursuant to this Contract.

Z. *“Work Product” means the tangible and intangible results of the Work, whether finished
or unfinished, including drafts. Work Product includes, but is not limited to, documents,
text, software (including source code), research, reports, proposals, specifications, plans,
notes, studies, data, images, photographs, negatives, pictures, drawings, designs, models,
surveys, maps, materials, ideas, concepts, know-how, and any other results of the Work.
“Work Product” does not include any material that was developed prior to the Effective
Date that is used, without modification, in the performance of the Work.

Any other term used in this Contract that is defined in an Exhibit shall be construed and
interpreted as defined in that Exhibit.

4. STATEMENT OF WORK

Contractor shall complete the Work as described in this Contract and in accordance with the
provisions of the Exhibits. The State shall have no liability to compensate Contractor for the
delivery of any goods or the performance of any services that are not specifically set forth in this
Contract.

5. REPORTING - NOTIFICATION
A. Litigation Reporting
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If Contractor is served with a pleading or other document in connection with an action
before a court or other administrative decision making body, and such pleading or
document relates to this Contract or may affect Contractor’s ability to perform its
obligations under this Contract, Contractor shall, within 5 days after being served, notify
the State of such action and deliver copies of such pleading or document to the State’s
principal representative identified on the Signature and Cover Pages as provided in §15.

6. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-STATE RECORDS

A.

Confidentiality

Contractor shall keep confidential, and cause all Subcontractors to keep confidential, all
State Records, unless those State Records are publicly available. Contractor shall not,
without prior written approval of the State, use, publish, copy, disclose to any third party, or
permit the use by any third party of any State Records, except as otherwise stated in this
Contract, permitted by law, or approved in writing by the State. Other Entity Access and
Nondisclosure Agreements

Contractor may provide State Records to its agents, employees, assigns and Subcontractors
as necessary to perform the Work, but shall restrict access to State Confidential Information
to those agents, employees, assigns and Subcontractors who require access to perform their
obligations under this Contract. Contractor shall ensure all such agents, employees, assigns,
and Subcontractors sign agreements containing nondisclosure provisions at least as
protective as those in this Contract, and that the nondisclosure provisions are in force at all
times the agent, employee, assign or Subcontractor has access to any State Confidential
Information. Contractor shall provide copies of those signed nondisclosure provisions to the
State upon execution of the nondisclosure provisions.

Use, Security, and Retention

Contractor shall use, hold and maintain State Confidential Information in compliance with
any and all applicable laws and regulations in facilities located within the United States,
and shall maintain a secure environment that ensures confidentiality of all State
Confidential Information wherever located. Contractor shall provide the State with access,
subject to Contractor’s reasonable security requirements, for purposes of inspecting and
monitoring access and use of State Confidential Information and evaluating security control
effectiveness. Upon the expiration or termination of this Contract, Contractor shall return
State Records provided to Contractor or destroy such State Records and certify to the State
that it has done so, as directed by the State. If Contractor is prevented by law or regulation
from returning or destroying State Confidential Information, Contractor warrants it will
guarantee the confidentiality of, and cease to use, such State Confidential Information.

Data Protection and Handling

Contractor shall ensure that all State Records and Work Product in the possession of
Contractor or any Subcontractors are protected and handled in accordance with the
requirements of this Contract, including the requirements of any Exhibits hereto, at all
times.

7.  CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

A

Actual Conflicts of Interest

Contractor shall not engage in any business or activities, or maintain any relationships that
conflict in any way with the full performance of the obligations of Contractor under this
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Contract. Such a conflict of interest would arise when a Contractor or Subcontractor’s
employee, officer or agent were to offer or provide any tangible personal benefit to an
employee of the State, or any member of his or her immediate family or his or her partner,
related to the award of, entry into or management or oversight of this Contract.

Apparent Conflicts of Interest

Contractor acknowledges that, with respect to this Contract, even the appearance of a
conflict of interest shall be harmful to the State’s interests. Absent the State’s prior written
approval, Contractor shall refrain from any practices, activities or relationships that
reasonably appear to be in conflict with the full performance of Contractor’s obligations
under this Contract.

Disclosure to the State

If a conflict or the appearance of a conflict arises, or if Contractor is uncertain whether a
conflict or the appearance of a conflict has arisen, Contractor shall submit to the State a
disclosure statement setting forth the relevant details for the State’s consideration. Failure
to promptly submit a disclosure statement or to follow the State’s direction in regard to the
actual or apparent conflict constitutes a breach of this Contract.

Contractor shall maintain a written conflict of interest policy. Contractor shall provide the
written conflict of interest policy to the State upon request.

8.  INSURANCE

Contractor shall obtain and maintain, and ensure that each Subcontractor shall obtain and
maintain, insurance as specified in this section at all times during the term of this Contract to the
extent that such insurance policies are required as shown on the Signature and Cover Page for
this Contract. All insurance policies required by this Contract shall be issued by insurance
companies as approved by the State.

A

General Liability

Commercial general liability insurance covering premises operations, fire damage,
independent contractors, products and completed operations, blanket contractual liability,
personal injury, and advertising liability with minimum limits as follows:

I $1,000,000 each occurrence;

ii.  $1,000,000 general aggregate;

iii.  $1,000,000 products and completed operations aggregate; and
iv. $50,000 any 1 fire.

Automobile Liability

Automobile liability insurance covering any auto (including owned, hired and non-owned
autos) with a minimum limit of $1,000,000 each accident combined single limit.

Protected Information

Liability insurance covering all loss of State Confidential Information, such as PII, PHI,
PCI, Tax Information, and CJI, and claims based on alleged violations of privacy rights
through improper use or disclosure of protected information with minimum limits as
follows:

i. $1,000,000 each occurrence; and
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ii.  $2,000,000 general aggregate.

iii.  Notwithstanding sections D(i) and (ii) above, if Contractor has State Confidential
Information for 10 or fewer individuals or revenues of $250,000 or less, Contractor
shall maintain limits of not less than $50,000.

iv.  Notwithstanding sections D(i) and (ii) above, if Contractor has State Confidential
Information for 25 or fewer individuals or revenues of $500,000 or less, Contractor
shall maintain limits of not less than $100,000.

D. Professional Liability Insurance

Professional liability insurance covering any damages caused by an error, omission or any
negligent act with minimum limits as follows:

i.  $1,000,000 each occurrence; and
ii.  $1,000,000 general aggregate.
E. Crime Insurance
Crime insurance including employee dishonesty coverage with minimum limits as follows:
i.  $1,000,000 each occurrence; and
ii.  $1,000,000 general aggregate.
F.  Additional Insured

The State shall be named as additional insured on all commercial general liability policies
(leases and construction contracts require additional insured coverage for completed
operations) required of Contractor and Subcontractors.

G. Primacy of Coverage

Coverage required of Contractor and each Subcontractor shall be primary over any
insurance or self-insurance program carried by Contractor or the State.

H. Cancellation

The above insurance policies shall include provisions preventing cancellation or non-
renewal, except for cancellation based on non-payment of premiums, without at least 30
days prior notice to Contractor and Contractor shall forward such notice to the State in
accordance with §15 within 7 days of Contractor’s receipt of such notice.

I.  Subrogation Waiver

All insurance policies secured or maintained by Contractor or its Subcontractors in relation
to this Contract shall include clauses stating that each carrier shall waive all rights of
recovery under subrogation or otherwise against Contractor or the State, its agencies,
institutions, organizations, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers.

J.  Public Entities

If Contractor is a "public entity” within the meaning of the Colorado Governmental
Immunity Act, §24-10-101, et seq., C.R.S. (the “GIA”), Contractor shall maintain, in lieu of
the liability insurance requirements stated above, at all times during the term of this
Contract such liability insurance, by commercial policy or self-insurance, as is necessary to
meet its liabilities under the GIA. If a Subcontractor is a public entity within the meaning of
the GIA, Contractor shall ensure that the Subcontractor maintain at all times during the
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terms of this Contract, in lieu of the liability insurance requirements stated above, such
liability insurance, by commercial policy or self-insurance, as is necessary to meet the
Subcontractor’s obligations under the GIA.

Certificates

Contractor shall provide to the State certificates evidencing Contractor’s insurance
coverage required in this Contract within 7 Business Days following the Effective Date.
Contractor shall provide to the State certificates evidencing Subcontractor insurance
coverage required under this Contract within 7 Business Days following the Effective Date,
except that, if Contractor’s subcontract is not in effect as of the Effective Date, Contractor
shall provide to the State certificates showing Subcontractor insurance coverage required
under this Contract within 7 Business Days following Contractor’s execution of the
subcontract. No later than 15 days before the expiration date of Contractor’s or any
Subcontractor’s coverage, Contractor shall deliver to the State certificates of insurance
evidencing renewals of coverage. At any other time during the term of this Contract, upon
request by the State, Contractor shall, within 7 Business Days following the request by the
State, supply to the State evidence satisfactory to the State of compliance with the
provisions of this section.

9. BREACH OF CONTRACT

In the event of a Breach of Contract, the aggrieved Party shall give written notice of breach to
the other Party. If the notified Party does not cure the Breach of Contract, at its sole expense,
within 30 days after the delivery of written notice, the Party may exercise any of the remedies
as described in 812 for that Party. Notwithstanding any provision of this Contract to the
contrary, the State, in its discretion, need not provide notice or a cure period and may
immediately terminate this Contract in whole or in part or institute any other remedy in the
Contract in order to protect the public interest of the State; or if Contractor is debarred or
suspended under §24-109-105, C.R.S., the State, in its discretion, need not provide notice or
cure period and may terminate this Contract in whole or in part or institute any other remedy in
this Contract as of the date that the debarment or suspension takes effect.

10. REMEDIES

A

State’s Remedies

If Contractor is in breach under any provision of this Contract and fails to cure such breach,
the State, following the notice and cure period set forth in 811, shall have all of the
remedies listed in this section in addition to all other remedies set forth in this Contract or at
law. The State may exercise any or all of the remedies available to it, in its discretion,
concurrently or consecutively.

i. Termination for Breach

In the event of Contractor’s uncured breach, the State may terminate this entire
Contract or any part of this Contract. Contractor shall continue performance of this
Contract to the extent not terminated, if any.

a.  Obligations and Rights

To the extent specified in any termination notice, Contractor shall not incur
further obligations or render further performance past the effective date of such
notice, and shall terminate outstanding orders and subcontracts with third
parties. However, Contractor shall complete and deliver to the State all Work
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not cancelled by the termination notice, and may incur obligations as necessary
to do so within this Contract’s terms. At the request of the State, Contractor shall
assign to the State all of Contractor's rights, title, and interest in and to such
terminated orders or subcontracts. Upon termination, Contractor shall take
timely, reasonable and necessary action to protect and preserve property in the
possession of Contractor but in which the State has an interest. At the State’s
request, Contractor shall return materials owned by the State in Contractor’s
possession at the time of any termination. Contractor shall deliver all completed
Work Product and all Work Product that was in the process of completion to the
State at the State’s request.

b.  Damages and Withholding

Notwithstanding any other remedial action by the State, Contractor shall remain
liable to the State for any damages sustained by the State in connection with any
breach by Contractor, and the State may withhold payment to Contractor for the
purpose of mitigating the State’s damages until such time as the exact amount of
damages due to the State from Contractor is determined. The State may
withhold any amount that may be due Contractor as the State deems necessary
to protect the State against loss including, without limitation, loss as a result of
outstanding liens and excess costs incurred by the State in procuring from third
parties replacement Work as cover.

Contractor’s Remedies

If the State is in breach of any provision of this Contract and does not cure such breach,
Contractor, following the notice and cure period in 8§11 and the dispute resolution process
in 8§14, shall have all remedies available at law and equity.

11. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

A.

Initial Resolution

Except as herein specifically provided otherwise, disputes concerning the performance of
this Contract which cannot be resolved by the designated Contract representatives shall be
referred in writing to a senior departmental management staff member designated by the
State and a senior manager designated by Contractor for resolution.

Resolution of Controversies

If the initial resolution described in §814.A fails to resolve the dispute within 10 Business
Days, Contractor shall submit any alleged breach of this Contract by the State to the
Procurement Official of CDHS as described in §24-101-301(30), C.R.S. for resolution in
accordance with the provisions of 8824-106-109 and 24-109-101.1 through 24-109-505,
C.R.S., (the “Resolution Statutes™), except that if Contractor wishes to challenge any
decision rendered by the Procurement Official, Contractor’s challenge shall be an appeal to
the executive director of the Department of Personnel and Administration, or their delegate,
under the Resolution Statutes before Contractor pursues any further action as permitted by
such statutes. Except as otherwise stated in this Section, all requirements of the Resolution
Statutes shall apply including, without limitation, time limitations.

12. NOTICES AND REPRESENTATIVES

Each individual identified on the Signature and Cover Pages shall be the principal representative
of the designating Party. All notices required or permitted to be given under this Contract shall be
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in writing, and shall be delivered (A) by hand with receipt required, (B) by certified or registered
mail to such Party’s principal representative at the address set forth on the Signature and Cover
Pages for this Contract or (C) as an email with read receipt requested to the principal
representative at the email address, if any, set forth on the Signature and Cover Pages for this
Contract. If a Party delivers a notice to another through email and the email is undeliverable,
then, unless the Party has been provided with an alternate email contact, the Party delivering the
notice shall deliver the notice by hand with receipt required or by certified or registered mail to
such Party’s principal representative at the address set forth below. Either Party may change its
principal representative or principal representative contact information by notice submitted in
accordance with this section without a formal amendment to this Contract. Unless otherwise
provided in this Contract, notices shall be effective upon delivery of the written notice.

STATEWIDE CONTRACT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

If the maximum amount payable to Contractor under this Contract is $100,000 or greater, either
on the Effective Date or at any time thereafter, this section shall apply. Contractor agrees to be
governed by and comply with the provisions of §824-106-103, 24-102-206, 24-106-106, and 24-
106-107, C.R.S. regarding the monitoring of vendor performance and the reporting of contract
performance information in the State’s contract management system (“Contract Management
System” or “CMS”). Contractor’s performance shall be subject to evaluation and review in
accordance with the terms and conditions of this Contract, Colorado statutes governing CMS,
and State Fiscal Rules and State Controller policies.

GENERAL PROVISIONS
A. Assignment

Contractor’s rights and obligations under this Contract are personal and may not be
transferred or assigned without the prior, written consent of the State. Any attempt at
assignment or transfer without such consent shall be void. Any assignment or transfer of
Contractor’s rights and obligations approved by the State shall be subject to the provisions
of this Contract

B. Subcontracts

Unless other restrictions are required elsewhere in this Contract, Contractor shall not enter
into any subcontract in connection with its obligations under this Contract without
providing notice to the State. The State may reject any such subcontract, and Contractor
shall terminate any subcontract that is rejected by the State and shall not allow any
Subcontractor to perform any Work after that Subcontractor’s subcontract has been rejected
by the State. Contractor shall submit to the State a copy of each such subcontract upon
request by the State. All subcontracts entered into by Contractor in connection with this
Contract shall comply with all applicable federal and state laws and regulations, shall
provide that they are governed by the laws of the State of Colorado, and shall be subject to
all provisions of this Contract.

C. Binding Effect

Except as otherwise provided in 818.A., all provisions of this Contract, including the
benefits and burdens, shall extend to and be binding upon the Parties’ respective successors
and assigns.

D. Authority
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Each Party represents and warrants to the other that the execution and delivery of this
Contract and the performance of such Party’s obligations have been duly authorized.

E. Captions and References

The captions and headings in this Contract are for convenience of reference only, and shall
not be used to interpret, define, or limit its provisions. All references in this Contract to
sections (whether spelled out or using the § symbol), subsections, exhibits or other
attachments, are references to sections, subsections, exhibits or other attachments contained
herein or incorporated as a part hereof, unless otherwise noted.

F.  Counterparts

This Contract may be executed in multiple, identical, original counterparts, each of which
shall be deemed to be an original, but all of which, taken together, shall constitute one and
the same agreement.

G. Entire Understanding

This Contract represents the complete integration of all understandings between the Parties
related to the Work, and all prior representations and understandings related to the Work,
oral or written, are merged into this Contract. Prior or contemporaneous additions,
deletions, or other changes to this Contract shall not have any force or effect whatsoever,
unless embodied herein.

H. Digital Signatures

If any signatory signs this agreement using a digital signature in accordance with the
Colorado State Controller Contract, Grant and Purchase Order Policies regarding the use of
digital signatures issued under the State Fiscal Rules, then any agreement or consent to use
digital signatures within the electronic system through which that signatory signed shall be
incorporated into this Contract by reference.

l. Modification

Except as otherwise provided in this Contract, any modification to this Contract shall only
be effective if agreed to in a formal amendment to this Contract, properly executed and
approved in accordance with applicable Colorado State law and State Fiscal Rules.
Modifications permitted under this Contract, other than contract amendments, shall
conform to the policies issued by the Colorado State Controller.

J.  Statutes, Regulations, Fiscal Rules, and Other Authority.

Any reference in this Contract to a statute, regulation, State Fiscal Rule, fiscal policy or
other authority shall be interpreted to refer to such authority then current, as may have been
changed or amended since the Effective Date of this Contract.

K. Order of Precedence

In the event of a conflict or inconsistency between this Contract and any Exhibits or
attachments such conflict or inconsistency shall be resolved by reference to the documents
in the following order of priority:

i. HIPAA Business Associate Agreement (if any).
ii.  Colorado Special Provisions in §19 of the main body of this Contract.
iili.  The provisions of the other sections of the main body of this Contract.
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iv. Any other Exhibit(s) shall take precedence in alphabetical order.
L. External Terms and Conditions

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, the State shall not be subject to any
provision included in any terms, conditions, or agreements appearing on Contractor’s or a
Subcontractor’s website or any provision incorporated into any click-through or online
agreements related to the Work unless that provision is specifically referenced in this
Contract.

M. Severability

The invalidity or unenforceability of any provision of this Contract shall not affect the
validity or enforceability of any other provision of this Contract, which shall remain in full
force and effect, provided that the Parties can continue to perform their obligations under
this Contract in accordance with the intent of the Contract.

N. Survival of Certain Contract Terms

Any provision of this Contract that imposes an obligation on a Party after termination or
expiration of the Contract shall survive the termination or expiration of the Contract and
shall be enforceable by the other Party.

O. Taxes

The State is exempt from federal excise taxes under I.R.C. Chapter 32 (26 U.S.C., Subtitle
D, Ch. 32) (Federal Excise Tax Exemption Certificate of Registry No. 84-730123K) and
from State and local government sales and use taxes under §839-26-704(1), et seq. C.R.S.
(Colorado Sales Tax Exemption ldentification Number 98-02565). The State shall not be
liable for the payment of any excise, sales, or use taxes, regardless of whether any political
subdivision of the state imposes such taxes on Contractor. Contractor shall be solely
responsible for any exemptions from the collection of excise, sales or use taxes that
Contractor may wish to have in place in connection with this Contract.

P.  Third Party Beneficiaries

Except for the Parties’ respective successors and assigns described in §18.A., this Contract
does not and is not intended to confer any rights or remedies upon any person or entity
other than the Parties. Enforcement of this Contract and all rights and obligations hereunder
are reserved solely to the Parties. Any services or benefits which third parties receive as a
result of this Contract are incidental to the Contract, and do not create any rights for such
third parties.

Q. Waiver

A Party’s failure or delay in exercising any right, power, or privilege under this Contract,
whether explicit or by lack of enforcement, shall not operate as a waiver, nor shall any
single or partial exercise of any right, power, or privilege preclude any other or further
exercise of such right, power, or privilege.

R. CORA Disclosure

To the extent not prohibited by federal law, this Contract and the performance measures
and standards required under §24-106-107, C.R.S., if any, are subject to public release
through the CORA.

S.  Standard and Manner of Performance
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Contractor shall perform its obligations under this Contract in accordance with the highest
standards of care, skill and diligence in Contractor’s industry, trade, or profession.

Licenses, Permits, and Other Authorizations.

Contractor shall secure, prior to the Effective Date, and maintain at all times during the
term of this Contract, at its sole expense, all licenses, certifications, permits, and other
authorizations required to perform its obligations under this Contract, and shall ensure that
all employees, agents and Subcontractors secure and maintain at all times during the term
of their employment, agency or subcontract, all license, certifications, permits and other
authorizations required to perform their obligations in relation to this Contract.

15. COLORADO SPECIAL PROVISIONS (COLORADO FISCAL RULE 3-3)
These Special Provisions apply to all contracts except where noted in italics.

E.

STATUTORY APPROVAL. §24-30-202(1), C.R.S.

This Contract shall not be valid until it has been approved by the Colorado State Controller
or designee. If this Contract is for a Major Information Technology Project, as defined in
824-37.5-102(2.6), then this Contract shall not be valid until it has been approved by the
State’s Chief Information Officer or designee.

FUND AVAILABILITY. §24-30-202(5.5), C.R.S.

Financial obligations of the State payable after the current State Fiscal Year are contingent
upon funds for that purpose being appropriated, budgeted, and otherwise made available.

GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY.

Liability for claims for injuries to persons or property arising from the negligence of the
State, its departments, boards, commissions committees, bureaus, offices, employees and
officials shall be controlled and limited by the provisions of the Colorado Governmental
Immunity Act, §24-10-101, et seq., C.R.S.; the Federal Tort Claims Act, 28 U.S.C. Pt. VI,
Ch. 171 and 28 U.S.C. 1346(b), and the State’s risk management statutes, §824-30-1501, et
seg. C.R.S. No term or condition of this Contract shall be construed or interpreted as a
waiver, express or implied, of any of the immunities, rights, benefits, protections, or other
provisions, contained in these statutes.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

Contractor shall perform its duties hereunder as an independent contractor and not as an
employee. Neither Contractor nor any agent or employee of Contractor shall be deemed to
be an agent or employee of the State. Contractor shall not have authorization, express or
implied, to bind the State to any agreement, liability or understanding, except as expressly
set forth herein. Contractor and its employees and agents are not entitled to
unemployment insurance or workers compensation benefits through the State and the
State shall not pay for or otherwise provide such coverage for Contractor or any of its
agents or employees. Contractor shall pay when due all applicable employment taxes
and income taxes and local head taxes incurred pursuant to this Contract. Contractor
shall (i) provide and keep in force workers' compensation and unemployment
compensation insurance in the amounts required by law, (ii) provide proof thereof
when requested by the State, and (iii) be solely responsible for its acts and those of its
employees and agents.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAW.
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Contractor shall strictly comply with all applicable federal and State laws, rules, and
regulations in effect or hereafter established, including, without limitation, laws applicable
to discrimination and unfair employment practices.

F. CHOICE OF LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE.

Colorado law, and rules and regulations issued pursuant thereto, shall be applied in the
interpretation, execution, and enforcement of this Contract. Any provision included or
incorporated herein by reference which conflicts with said laws, rules, and regulations shall
be null and void. All suits or actions related to this Contract shall be filed and proceedings
held in the State of Colorado and exclusive venue shall be in the City and County of
Denver.

G. PROHIBITED TERMS.

Any term included in this Contract that requires the State to indemnify or hold Contractor
harmless; requires the State to agree to binding arbitration; limits Contractor’s liability for
damages resulting from death, bodily injury, or damage to tangible property; or that
conflicts with this provision in any way shall be void ab initio. Nothing in this Contract
shall be construed as a waiver of any provision of §24-106-109 C.R.S.

A. Background

For purposes of this Exhibit A, Contractor may also be referred to as “County.” The State has entered into a
contract (Exhibit B — Universal Membership Agreement - 16 IHEA 83111) with TALX Corporation, a provider
of Equifax Verification Services (“EVS”) and intends to execute an amendment Exhibit C — Amendment 7 - 21
IHGA 164987) to the Universal Membership Agreement (collectively “Work Number Agreement”). The Work
Number Agreement allows EVS to provide employment verification services directly to Colorado counties. The
State acts only as a pass-through entity, meaning that EVS will bill the State for fees incurred by the counties, and
the State will then bill the counties individually.

The Work Number Agreement is between the State and EVS with participating counties each signing
Participation Agreements (see Exhibit 1 to Universal Membership Agreement). The Work Number Agreement
obligates the counties collectively and Contractor individually to pay EVS via the State for services rendered so
the State and County are entering into this Contract to memorialize the State’s and County’s responsibilities as
they relate to the Work Number Agreement.

B. Payment
County shall pay the State for County’s use of services within the scope of the Work Number Agreement. The
State shall promptly pass through County’s payments to EVS in accordance with the Work Number Agreement.
Except within its role as a pass through entity, the State is not liable for County’s obligations incurred under this
Contract or the Work Number Agreement. The State shall provide each County an invoice at least 30 days prior
to the date the payment is due to EVS. The State shall ensure that any payment to the State is paid over to EVS
prior to the date that payment is due to EVS.

C. Annual Minimum
The Work Number Agreement by the terms of the Schedule A obligates each Participating County, through the
State as the pass-through entity, to pay the Participating County’s proportionate share of the Annual Minimum
Payment as set forth in this Contract and Exhibit 1 to the Schedule A. The Minimum Payment for the period of
December 1, 2020 to March 31, 2021 is $759,335, which is based upon an estimated 116,667 income verification
requests at $6.44 per income verification request, plus a $2,000 per month service fee. County’s responsibility
for its share of any deficiency survives termination of this Contract or the Work Number Agreement.
County is responsible for its percentage of the Annual Minimum Payment based upon the following formula:

D. Miscellaneous Provisions

1. State is acting as a fiscal agent for County, passing through payment of all costs from County to EVS,
including the Annual Minimum Payment. The State shall not be liable for any debt or payment
obligation, including the Annual Minimum Payment, incurred by County pursuant to this Contract or the
Work Number Agreement, provided, however, that any failure by the State to pass through such
payments from County shall constitute a breach of this Contract by the State. The State shall be
obligated to pay over to EVS any funds received from a County. Upon breach of this agreement by the
State, the County shall have the right to terminate this Contract upon written notice and at least thirty (30)
days in which the State may cure the breach or any other remedy allowed by law. If County fails to pay
the State for County’s costs incurred under this Contract or the Work Number Agreement, the State shall
have the right to terminate this Contract upon written notice and at least thirty (30) days in which County
may cure the breach.

(“Participation Agreement”) in the form of Exhibit 1 attached hereto (including Attachment 1 to Exhibit 1), along
with an applicable Schedule A. It is further acknowledged by the parties that while this Agrecment is with the
State of Colorado Department of Human Services, the use by the said counties will be done by each under its

Participating County may access, use and store the Data only at or from locations within the territorial
boundaries of the United States, Canada, and the United States territories of Puerto Rico, Guam and the Virgin
Islands (the “Permitted Territory”). Participating County may not access, use or store the Data or EVS
Confidential Information at or from, or send the Data or Confidential Information to, any location outside of
the Permitted Territory without Participating County first obtaining EVS’s written permission.

Participating County represents and warrants it (i) is administering a government funded benefit or program,
(i) has been given the legal authority to view the Data by the Consumer or by operation of law, and iii) is
requesting the Data in compliance with all laws.

Participating County acknowledges it shall employ decision making processes appropriate to the nature of the
transaction in accordance with commercially reasonable standards and will utilize the Data as part of its
process.

k. In order to ensure compliance with this Agreement, applicable law and EVS policies, EVS may conduct
reviews of Participating County activities, from time to time, during normal business hours, at all locations
containing relevant records, with respect to Participating County’s requests for Data and/or its use of Data.
Participating County shall provide documentation within a reasonable time to EVS as reasonably requested for
purposes of such review. Participating County (i) shall cooperate fully with any and all investigations by EVS
of allegations of abuse or misuse of the Services and allow EVS to access its premises, records, and personnel
for purposes of such investigations if EVS deems such access is necessary to complete such ihvestigation(s),
(ii) agrees that any failure to cooperate fully and promptly in the conduct of any audit constitutes grounds for
immediate suspension of the Service and/or termination of the Agreement, and (jii) shall promptly correct any
discrepancy revealed by such investigation(s).

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Foreword: Message from the Division and Emergency Management Director

County, Tribal and Municipal partners,

Enclosed please find guidance and the application kit for the 2021 Emergency Management
Performance Grant (EMPG), Local Emergency Management Support (LEMS) program. The
deadline for returning completed applications to your Colorado Division of Homeland Security
and Emergency Management (DHSEM) Regional Field Manager (RFM) with signatures is
January 15", 2021

EMPG is the primary source of Federal funding directed to State, Local and Tribal governments
to support all-hazard emergency management programs through personnel, planning, training
and exercises. Program objectives for each applicant jurisdiction include the capability to
perform crisis and consequence management tasks as indicated in the Emergency Management
Functions (EMF) at the Type 1V level for 24 to 72 hours. Nationally, approximately half of
EMPG funding to states is passed through to local and tribal jurisdictions. EMPG funds retained
at the State level are also used to support Local and Tribal programs through activities including
state-sponsored training and conferences, maintenance of field offices and staff, provision of
tools such as WebEOC, and staff that provide technical assistance focused on planning, resource
management, alert and warning, response coordination, hazard mitigation, public education,
community recovery, interoperable communications and exercises.

On May 11", 2020 the Homeland Security Advisory Committee voted and approved a new
funding formula that will impact future allocations of the EMPG grant awards beginning with the
2022 EMPG grant application. In addition, changes to grant eligibility will also be implemented.
During the 2021 grant application cycle, the Regional Field Managers will be working with
EMPG eligible jurisdictions to ensure work plans incorporate the necessary requirements to
ensure eligibility for 2022.

In 2021, each jurisdiction should plan to receive a Small Dollar Grant Award (SDGA) for
approximately the same amount as their 2020 contract award, barring any unforeseen changes in
funding at the Federal level. Changes to the EMPG funding allocations to local jurisdictions will
occur in the FY 2022 grant cycle. In order to be eligible to receive reimbursement for the full
award, each jurisdiction must perform the base program requirements and items in the work plan
selected from Table 2, Elective Planning Options. Requirements are listed on Table 1, Base
Program. DHSEM RFMs will meet with you during the 2021 application process and discuss
your program needs, develop an appropriate work plan, and potential funding implications for
the 2021 and 2022 grant years.

Please note that up to 75% of your total grant award is available for completing the base
requirements, reference Table 1 or Base Program. The base allocation percentages are identified
in the guidance for reference on how each requirement is valued.





During 2021, the program will select items for the work plan from Table 2, Elective Planning
Options. These projects must be completed or have measureable progress in order to receive
reimbursement for the remaining 25% of the award.

The state has an appeals process for jurisdictions who disagree with any final ruling of the
EMPG Program Manager on work plan progress. The first level appeal is to the DHSEM Office
of Emergency Management (OEM) Director; the final appeal level is to the DHSEM Division
Director. The local agency administrator/lead and the Emergency Manager must participate in
the appeals process.

We believe this funding formula will provide local governments the flexibility to focus on local
priorities while meeting State and Federal grant requirements. In addition, this funding allocation
model will enable Emergency Managers to better serve the citizens of Colorado through the
development of critical capabilities. The RFMs will send a letter to each program which did not
fully complete or demonstrate measurable progress on projects from their 2021EMPG Work
Plan. This letter will identify where the program could be at risk of losing funding in 2021.

Unexpended funds will be de-obligated 90 days after the contract period. The State may use
these funds for special or alternative projects during the final nine months of the performance
period. The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has informed States that Federal
guidance for the 2021 EMPG program will continue to emphasize the “Whole Community”
emergency management philosophy; encouraging State, Local and Tribal organizations to
undertake activities that further support objectives for comprehensive planning, training,
exercising, and assessment of hazards, risks and capabilities. The 2021 work plan template is
based on the Emergency Management Function (EMF) format and is consistent with the 2020
program.

We value our strong relationships with local and tribal partners in Colorado and look forward to
working collaboratively to strengthen program capabilities. If you have questions or concerns,
please don’t hesitate to contact us or members of the OEM staff involved in EMPG management,
including Trevor Denney, EMPG Program Manager (trevor.denney@state.co.us) or your RFM.

EMPG-LEMS Program Guidance

Statutory Requirement

According to the Colorado Disaster Emergency Act (Title 24, Article 33.5, Part 7 section 707), the
Mayor, Chair of the Board of County Commissioners, or other principal Executive Officer of each
county in the state or any city designated by the Governor to have an emergency management agency
is required to; (1) notify the Colorado Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management
(DHSEM) of the manner in which the political subdivision is providing or securing disaster planning
and emergency services, (2) prepare and maintain a current disaster emergency plan, (3) identify the
person who heads the agency from which services are obtained, and (4) furnish additional
information relating to program activities as requested by DHSEM.

To satisfy this statutory requirement, Counties and designated Municipalities shall complete Part Il
of the EMPG-LEMS Application Kit. Part Il requires signature by the Mayor, Chairman of the Board
of County Commissioners or other Chief Executive Official as designated by the jurisdiction.
Completion of Part 11 alone does not constitute a request for EMPG-LEMS funding support.
Applicants for FFY 2021 EMPG-LEMS funds must submit a complete application package

The Colorado Disaster Emergency Act, C.R.S 24-33.5-705(3), requires the Colorado Office of
Emergency Management (OEM) to take part in the development and revision of local and inter-
jurisdictional disaster plans; consult with political subdivisions and disaster agencies regarding the
status of their disaster plans and make field examinations.

Purpose of EMPG-LEMS Program

The purpose of the Emergency Management Performance Grant program is to assist in the
development of comprehensive, risk-based, all-hazard emergency management programs at the State,
Local, and Tribal government levels and to improve emergency preparedness through integrated
planning, training and exercising while addressing prevention, protection, mitigation, response, and
recovery capabilities. EMPG funds are authorized by Congress on an annual basis and passed to the
States through the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). These EMPG-LEMS funds are
intended to reimburse programs for up to 50 percent of local/tribal costs for staff, travel, training,
office maintenance, Emergency Operations Center (EOC) enhancements and other eligible costs.
Common uses of the funds are to support activities in the areas of emergency management personnel,
planning, training, exercises and public education. EMPG-LEMS funding may not be utilized for
response operations.

Delayed Nature of EMPG Funding

As a result of the Federal budget cycle, the annual allocation of funds to States does not typically
occur until the third quarter of the federal fiscal year which begins on October 01 of each year (well
after local government budgets have been approved). Most local partners have become accustomed
to this staggered schedule and, like the state, have adapted by using general funds to cover the first
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half of the federal fiscal year until federal funds are available to cover costs over the final two
quarters. While a reduction in future allocations cannot be ruled out, EMPG has strong, broad-based
support both in Washington and nationwide, and will continue to be the primary program for
sustaining State, Local, and Tribal emergency management programs in the foreseeable future. This
grant is made available to local programs on a calendar year basis. The grant period is January 01
through December 31, 2021.

Program Funding Award and Reimbursement

Subrecipients for 2021 EMPG-LEMS grant awards may receive funding based upon their 2020
allocation. Reimbursement will be via a two tier funding model. Each subrecipient will receive
reimbursement for up to 75% of their annual award for completion of the minimum base program
requirements and State supported initiatives. The other 25% will be reimbursed based on progress
towards completion of work plan products submitted to and approved by RFMs assigned to the 10
service areas from the Colorado Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management, Office
of Emergency Management.

e Base funding allocation (75%)

To be eligible to receive the base portion of the grant, each Subrecipient must complete the minimum
program requirements as included in the Planned Activities template (work plan) located with
supplemental documents of this guidance. Additionally, each jurisdiction shall submit the job
description of the individual(s) responsible for emergency management program development and
maintenance. This document shall indicate that it is valid January 01, 2021 through December 31,
2021 and specify responsibility for maintenance of the emergency management program.

e Performance allocation reimbursement (25%)

The remaining 25% of a sub-recipient’s reimbursement will be dependent on submission and
approval of products that meet recognized standards, criteria and guidance. Table 2 Elective Planning
Options, identifies the products and applicable evaluation criteria. Emergency Managers may pick
from a selection of the elective items that best meets the needs of their planning efforts in support of
their program. EMPG reimbursement cannot exceed 100% of the contract award amount. As part of
the application process, the applicant will pick the product (s) it wants to work on from Table 2.
Program priorities not included in Table 2 may be negotiated with the RFM for work plan approval
individually or by Region. The base funding, plus the elective product/activity selected from Table 2,
will equate to 100% contract funding. The RFM will provide technical assistance and guidance
regarding all work plan products as requested.

Management programs. The Emergency Management Standard defines an Emergency Management
Program as a system that “encompasses all organizations, agencies, departments, and individuals
having responsibilities” in management and coordination, prevention, mitigation, preparedness,
response and recovery activities for the jurisdiction.

Emergency Management Functions (EMFs)

Planned activities identified in local and tribal work plans should be based on the 15 Emergency
Management Functions (EMFs) identified in this guidance. The 15 EMFs provide program elements
or activities for strategic planning and for measuring local/tribal emergency management program
progress and effectiveness. The EMF standards have been traditionally utilized by the State, are
derived from FEMA guidance documents and the Emergency Management Standard as defined
through the Emergency Management Accreditation Program (EMAP), and are consistent with
National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 1600 standards. The Colorado Division of Homeland
Security and Emergency Management utilizes these EMF standards as categories for its annual
EMPG state work plan and quarterly state work plan reporting to FEMA.

Supporting National Preparedness Initiatives

In addition to enhancing comprehensive all-hazards emergency management capabilities, EMPG
funds provide an opportunity to support state and national homeland security strategies and
strengthen national preparedness. Presidential Policy Directive 8: National Preparedness (PPD-8),
signed on March 30, 2011, describes the Nation’s approach and preparation efforts for the threats and
hazards that pose the greatest risk to the security of the United States.

The EMPG Program plays an important role in the implementation of Presidential Policy Directive 8
(PPD-8) by supporting the development and sustainment of “core capabilities”. The core capabilities
represent an evolution from the Target Capabilities List (TCL). EMPG guidance requires States and
local/tribal partners to tie EMPG activities more closely to enhancing core capabilities. DHSEM has
determined that, for FFY 2021, LEMS participants will fulfill the obligation to support core
capabilities by meeting the FFY 2021 Program Requirements below. Files and information on PPD-8
and core capabilities can be found at http://www.fema.gov/ppd8.

Program Requirements

Jurisdictions receiving EMPG-LEMS program funds are required to work toward completion in
current or multiyear program cycle as supported by RFMs of all tasks and planned activities
identified, submitted and approved in their annual work plan. Applicants for 2021 EMPG-LEMS
support must conform to the program requirements as follows:

1. Development and maintenance of a formally adopted current Emergency Operations
Plan; and a Local alert and warning plan. (Federal and State requirement, base
requirement equates to 25% of the 75% base allocation)

CRS 24-33.5, 88 707 requires all Colorado Counties to have a current Emergency Operations
Plan (EOP) which serves the entire County. All EMPG program recipients and subrecipients
must implement, maintain, and revise as necessary a jurisdiction-wide all hazard EOP that is
consistent with CPG-101 v.2 (November 2010), which serves as the foundation for State,
Local and Tribal emergency planning. CPG-101 v.2 can be found at:

Subrecipients are required to submit new and revised EOP elements to their RFMs in order to
be eligible for FFY 2021 EMPG Program funds (FEMA required). In order to fulfill this
statutory requirement, for program year 2021, all EMPG funded jurisdictions will complete
the 2021 Colorado EOP Review Tool no later than March 31st, 2021. Measures contained in
the review tool are derived from Federal guidance to include: The National Preparedness
Goal as amended and revised, Core Capabilities as amended and revised, and the Federal
Emergency Management Agency CPG-101 and CPG-201 as amended and revised. EMPG
funded jurisdictions will demonstrate satisfactory submission of the measures by noting the
page and section in their plan where each measure is contained with the provided review tool.

2. Development of critical components in support of resource management processes
and planning. (State requirement, base requirement equates to 15% of the 75% base
allocation)

In order to meet the requirements of the Colorado Disaster Emergency Act CRS 24-33.5, 8§
707, a Colorado priority for the 2021 EMPG program is the development and implementation
of identified critical resource management components aimed at aiding in response and
development of a comprehensive resource mobilization plan(s). These systems will include a
management plan for jurisdictionally-owned resources, mutual aid resources, private and
public sector resources, non-governmental and volunteer resources, and the policies and
procedures for each. For the 2021 grant year, Colorado DHSEM requires local and tribal
jurisdictions to focus on the following specific measurable outcomes:

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i. Develop and maintain a system for maintaining, mobilizing, and tracking of local
resources.
ii. Annual meeting with the jurisdiction’s mutual aid partners to review and validate
mutual aid terms and agreements, and build understandings around mobilization.
iii.  Submit a plan for the integration of Local ordering processes into State ordering
system(s).

3. Conduct at least two local “whole community” stakeholder/partner meetings with
the agencies who represent the capabilities in the jurisdiction. (State requirement,
base requirement equates to 5% of the 75% base allocation)

These are the agencies who are required to establish and implement processes and procedures
for consequence management during disaster emergencies. Whole Community
stakeholder/partners include: law enforcement, fire, emergency medical service, public works,
health and medical, behavioral health, mass care (human services, Red Cross, VOAD), school
districts, public utilities, public information, and other relevant stakeholders. These agencies
and entities constitute your partners during an Emergency Operations Center and/or Incident
Management Team activation for any significant incident response. Working with RFMs in
preparation of an agenda for these meetings is encouraged. The agenda should address
emergency management planning, operations, as well as processes and procedures. Maintain a
sign in sheet and a record of discussion items and/or issues.

4. Development and maintenance of a Multi-Year Training and Exercise Plan
(MYTEP) (Federal and State requirement, base requirement equates to 10% of the 75%
base allocation)

All Subrecipients are required to develop a MYTEP updated annually that incorporates and
addresses identified capability gaps or sustainment of capabilities identified in the
Subrecipient’s THIRA or Colorado Emergency Preparedness Assessment (CEPA).
Subrecipients must use the DHSEM State MYTEP template and submit the MYTEP to the
DHSEM by October 30th, 2021. Participation in a regional MYTEP will meet this
requirement with pre-approval of the Regional Field Manager.

5. All EMPG program funded personnel (State/Tribal/Local) must participate in at least
three exercises in a 12-month period. (Federal requirement, base requirement 15% of the
75% base allocations)

i.  Sponsor at least one exercise (tabletop, functional or full scale) which
demonstrates the emergency management functions of situational assessment,
resource management, alert and warning, and public information within the Local
Emergency Operations Center (EOC) or equivalent support location.

ii.  Participate in another jurisdiction’s exercise in an Emergency Management
capacity.
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iii.  Conduct a resource management drill with EOC personnel, local resource
management personnel from jurisdictional agencies, and your DHSEM RFM. The
drill will document the capability to use the resource management process and
tools including State ordering integration.

EMPG jurisdictions must submit an After Action Report (AAR) and an Improvement Plan
(IP) to their RFM for the exercise they sponsor. Real events and actual incidents are
allowable substitutes for exercise participation, but will have the same requirement for an
AAR and IP to be submitted.

6. Targeted Training of EMPG-Funded Personnel. (Federal requirement, base
requirement equates to 5% of the 75% base allocation)

All EMPG program funded personnel (State/Local/Tribal) must complete the following
National Incident Management System (NIMS) training courses and record proof of
completion by providing certificate copies to the RFM: IS 100c; IS 200b; IS 700b; and IS
800c; FEMA Professional Development Series: 1S 120.c; IS 230.d; IS 235.c; IS 240.b; IS
241.b; IS 242.b; and IS 244.b. Submission of a list of EMPG program funded personnel along
with the training completed will be included in quarterly performance reports. EM Staff
personnel with no role in program activations only need 1S 100, 200, 700 and 800.

7. Timely Submission of Application, Quarterly Reports and Quarterly Requests for
Reimbursement. (Federal and State requirement, base requirement with no percentage
assigned, all reimbursement contingent upon completion)

All EMPG-LEMS applicants are responsible for submitting a complete application package
and four quarterly progress reports and requests for reimbursement in a timely manner. A
complete application package includes:

i. Partl, FFY 2021 EMPG-LEMS Grant Activities/Work Plan Template

ii. Part Il, Jurisdiction Information and Signatures

iii. Part 11, Staffing Pattern and Funding Request (Note: Please remember to complete
both the staffing pattern and budget tabs)

iv. Current position description for all personnel that are listed on the Staffing Pattern.
This document must include the emergency manager and related responsibilities for
each employee claimed under EMPG (if there are no changes from the previous
year, then there is no need to submit a copy of an employee’s job description).

v. Completed Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) form
(required for all federal grant programs except American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act grants).

vi. W9 and Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT)

8. Beginning in calendar year 2021, DHSEM is requiring all EMPG subrecipients to
participate in the National Cyber Security Review (NCSR) to be eligible for EMPG
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funding. Any subrecipients not participating in the 2021 NCSR will not be eligible for funding
in the FY22 process. The NCSR opens for reporting annually beginning on October 1st, 2020.

The hard deadline to complete the NCSR is December 31st, 2021. DHSEM requires that the
completed survey be emailed to Esther.son@state.co.us, when finished for evidence of
completion and eligibility for 2021 funding.

The NCSR is a no-cost, anonymous, annual self-assessment, designed to measure gaps and
capabilities of state, local, tribal and territorial (SLTT) governments’ cybersecurity programs.
Based on the National Institute of Standards and Technology Cybersecurity Framework
(NISTCSF), the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and the Multi-State Information
Sharing and Analysis Center® (MS-ISAC®) sponsors the NCSR.

DHS uses the results of the NCSR to deliver a bi-yearly, anonymous summary report to
Congress, providing a broad picture of cybersecurity maturity across the SLTT communities.

The NCSR aligns to the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) Cybersecurity
Framework (CSF). The CSF provides a common language for understanding, managing, and
expressing cybersecurity risk, and used to help identify and prioritize actions for reducing
cybersecurity risk, and align policy, business, and technological approaches to managing risk.

Program and Financial Monitoring

Per Federal grant guidance, DHSEM has implemented a formal monitoring process that will be
conducted with each subrecipient at least every two (2) years. The schedule and monitoring visit
process will be coordinated through the Subrecipient monitoring team and RFM. The monitoring
program is intended to ensure that all Subrecipients are performing and administering the EMPG
Grant in compliance with all of the required federal and DHSEM grant terms and conditions, and
have the proper financial and programmatic documentation in the grant files ready for future Federal
audits. Given recent requests to the State for substantiating documentation of match funding,
applicants can expect greater scrutiny of grant match documentation during monitoring visits.

Quarterly Reports and Reimbursement Requests

Quarterly Part | Progress Reports must be submitted to your DHSEM RFM 10 days following the
end of each quarter. The timely submission of quarterly progress reports and products is a
requirement for approval of quarterly requests for reimbursement. If an extension is needed, a written
request to your DHSEM RFM must be made before the deadline. RFMs will then have an additional
10 days to report the regional information to DHSEM for the State report.

Quarterly reports should identify the status of each activity planned for that quarter:
Completed/accomplished, in-process, postponed/canceled, or not completed or not accomplished.
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Please indicate a reason when activities are postponed, canceled or not completed. For reporting
purposes, please include dates and identify scenario and type of exercises conducted. Also identify
specific plans/annexes or updates to EOPs or other plans. See final for bullets

Quarterly Requests for Reimbursement and supporting financial reports must be submitted to your
DHSEM RFM 30 days following the end of each quarter

All EMPG programs will be required to submit a certified time card for all EMPG funded staff
regardless of claimed percentage. Programs will also be required to submit a copy of the
general ledger for each quarter.

Electronic/Digital Signatures
Electronic/digital signatures will be accepted on the 2021 EMPG application.

Signatures should be readable by the Adobe Reader program and must be created by the signer and
show a verified/unchanged status when the form arrives via email to the DHSEM RFM. The Chief
Financial Officer (CFO) is still the primary person expected to affix their signature to the quarterly
reimbursement request/financial report, as they are certifying that the expenses shown on the report
are eligible for the EMPG program and the DHSEM LEMS award under the EMPG program and
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match the jurisdiction’s General Ledger reports for the period. Any variance from the general ledger
report should be noted and explained either on the report itself or in documentation maintained by the

sub-recipient. The CFO or the Governing Body (Board of County Commissioners), City Council,

C. CURRENT COVID-19 WORKFORCE ACTIVITIES

C.1. Describe your recent/current COVID-19 contact tracing and testing, and vaccine administration activities. (Max
300 Words)

Case Investigation, Contact Tracing and testing: Gunnison County HHS has been putting enormous effort into case
investigation, contact tracing and case investigation. Every case is investigated within 24 hours of result to identify
areas of risk for the community, potential outbreaks and isolation procedures for the case. Contacts of the positive
case are notified and scheduled for testing, as well as put in quarantine within 48 hours of the result. This effort
takes a significant amount of time. It takes one experienced nurse 8 hours to investigate 10 cases including
reaching out to all their contacts. Gunnison County partners with the hospital to do testing and the current goal is
at least 20 tests offered per day. Testing includes people tested for illness, contacts, and surgery. We offer rapid
PCR tests and send out PCR tests (processed by Mayo or Curative labs). Our goal is to expand testing capacity for
any person who wants to be tested. A mass testing site is planned for the middle of December that would be open
for any person to be tested.

Vaccine Administration: We are in the planning stages for vaccine administration and have participated in state
planning grants. We have purchased supplies and are holding local planning meetings, anticipating being a regional
redistribution point for the western slope of Colorado. We have ultracold freezers in place. We have 4 coolers
with the ability to lock for security. We’re planning for real time data entry into Colorado’s Immunization
Information System (CIIS). We are preparing a location for a closed Point of Distribution (POD) clinic and are
completing the final planning for local vaccine administration for Phase I.

C.2. Describe your efforts to ensure adequate staffing and to train your workforce to engage in COVID-19 contact
tracing and testing, and vaccine administration activities. Please include information on workforce structure, hiring
processes (including for contact tracers), and all virtual and in-person training activities. (Max 300 Words)

Staffing: Gunnison County has hired additional staff including: Public Health nurses, including one Clinical Nurse
Manager, administrative, health educator and increased several other part-time staff member’s hours to respond
to COVID. For nurses, we (ideally) have a minimum of two COVID designated RNs per day, Monday through Friday.
It would be better to have three nurses, especially during surges in cases. We have one nurse on call on the

weekend to call positive cases and their contacts. We also have health educators and administrative staff working
on COVID 19 response. They manage data, education, technology, supply ordering to support these activities. The
hospital has expanded staffing to meet testing needs and is the primary agency for testing, though Gunnison
County HHS staff have offered testing as needed.

Training: This occurs online and onsite. Online is via the State of Colorado system, Dr. Justina. Onsite we offer
educational updates via email and clinical meetings weekly. We also do in person, “watch one, do one, teach one”,
often called “over the shoulder” training for clinical staff. This includes vaccine administration as well as case
investigation and testing. We are also training volunteer contact tracers and case investigators with online Zoom
trainings. They also do Dr. Justina training. This starts with weekly trainings as they are onboarded.

Vaccine administration training is in development including recruitment and training for additional data entry
within the CIIS, vaccine clinic support and vaccine administration with community provider support.

D. COVID-19 WORKFORCE CHALLENGES

Please describe challenges that you have encountered in your COVID-19 response that affect your workforce
capacity and ability to implement COVID-19 programs and initiatives. (Max 400 Words)

Hiring new workforce is challenging and putting systems into place to be both effective and efficient while
responding to an emergency is also difficult. Quality and consistency with novice workers is very problematic.
There are many different aspects that need to be managed consistently (e.g. case investigations, contact tracing,
vaccination) ongoing. There are rapidly changing documentation standards, as well as changing of guidance and
standards on quarantine and isolation. Double documentation is also a challenge, as we are tracking data locally
as well as reporting to the state.

Onboarding and training enough people is time intensive in a normal time. During COVID, we add to that the
challenge of a changing situation weekly. Surges in the number of cases means that we need to quickly reassign
people to tasks based on what’s necessary in the moment. Sometimes there is a surge and nurses are needed for
a duty they haven’t had to do in a month. It’s difficult for them to stay up to date on skills they don’t need every
day. Our nurses and other staff are being pulled from other duties that they still are responsible for. Other
challenges related to training:

e Data entry related to contact tracing and case investigation into our local database is also a challenge.
There is often human error with so much data to manage.

e Not being able to meet in person for training, especially with the use of volunteers.

e Getting enough people trained to do testing who are willing to do it.

= please provide additional details about your workforce needs, capacity and capabilities,
which may include staffing, training, and retention, among others Our LPHA has hired
several new staff (clinical and non-clinical) to respond to COVID 19, which increased our
capacity quickly. There is good capability, however training and delegation of duties to
other staff is a need. We need help developing a good onboarding system and clear
understanding of roles a nd responsibilities. As vaccine distribution is added to the
duties on top of case investigation, contact tracing and testing, our staff will be strained
to keep up, especially if cases continue to surge.

We have a Spanish speaking
Multicultural Resource Coordinator who is helping to link individuals to resources, but
again the public education part of this is lacking.

Gunnison Valley Health is our local hospital system. This organization has been providing leadership for testing and
assistance with vaccine distribution. A GVH Staff person has been servings as the Operations Chief and another as
Co-Incident Commander for the COVID 19 response in close partnership with HHS.

Hispanic Affairs Project (HAP) and Immigrantes Unidos have both been partners in the communication efforts
aimed at the Spanish speaking community. They have helped us host Facebook live events in Spanish related to
COVID 19 and we see that continuing.

There will be a direct effect by having better communications in place for priority populations, which will mean
more people disparately affected by COVID 19 will be seeking testing, participating in contact tracing, and
preventing the spread of the disease. Also through staff who have more time, the ability to offer clients good
information on resources will be improved. Currently staff doing case investigation and contact tracing provide
information on community resources. However with a better system, this will free up more time to be spent
helping people with health disparities access the resources necessary to isolate, access testing, and prevent spread
of disease.

(d)  Allinsurance policies issued ar affected by this Section shall be so written or endorsed such that the Obligee and its assignees are named additional insureds and loss payees and that all
losses are payable to Obligor and Obligee or its assignees as their interests may appear. Each policy issued or affected by this Section shall contain a provision that the insurance company
shall not cancel or materially modify the policy without first giving thirty (30) days advance notice to Obligee or its assignees. Obligor shall furnish to Obligee certificates evidencing such
coverage throughout the Contract Term,

Section 5.02 Damage to or Destruction of Equipment. Obligor assumes the risk of loss or damage to the Equipment. If the Equipment or any portion thereof is lost, stolen, damaged, or

destroyed by fire or other casualty, Obligor will immediately report all such losses ta all possible insurers and take the proper procedures to obtain all insurance proceeds. At the option of

Obligee, Obligor shall either (1) apply the Net Proceeds to replace, repair or restore the Equipment or (2) apply the Net Proceeds to the applicable Purchase Option Price. For purposes of this

Section and Section 5.03, the term Net Proceeds shall mean the amount of insurance proceeds collected from all applicable insurance policies after deducting all expenses incurred in the

collection thereof.

Section 5,03 Insufficiency of Net Proceeds. If there are no Net Proceeds for whatever reason or if the Net Proceeds are insufficient to pay in full the cost of any replacement, repair, restoration,

maodification or improvement of the Equipment, then Obligor shall, at the option of Obligee, either (1) complete such replacement, repair, restoration, modification or improvement and pay

any costs thereof in excess of the amount of the Net Praceeds or (2) apply the Net Proceeds to the Purchase Option Price and pay the deficiency, if any, to the Obligee.

Section 5,04 Obligor Negligence. Obligor assumes all risks and liabilitles, whether or not covered by insurance, for loss or damage to the Equipment and for injury to or death of any person

or damage to any property whether such injury or death be with respect to agents or employees of Obligor or of third parties, and whether such property damage be to Obligor's property or

the property of others {including, without limitation, liabilities for loss or damage related to the release or threatened release of hazardous substances under the Comprehensive Environmental

Response, Compensation and Liability Act, the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act or similar or successor law or any State or local equivalent now existing or hereinafter enacted which

in any manner arise out of or are incident to any possession, use, operation, condition or storage of any Equipment by Obligor), which is proximately caused by the negligent conduct of Obligor,

its officers, employees and agents.

Section 5.05 Reimbursement. Obligor hereby assumes responsibility for and agrees to reimburse Obligee for all liabilities, obligations, losses, damages, penalties, claims, actions, costs and

expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) of whatsoever kind and nature, imposed on, incurred by or asserted against Obligee that in any way relate to or arise out of a claim, suit or

proceeding, based in whole or in part upon the negligent conduct of Obligor, its officers, employees and agents, or arose out of installation, operation, possession, starage or use of any item

of the Equi 1, to the maximum extent permitted by law.

VI Title and Security Interest

Section 6.01 Title. Title to the Equipment shall vest in Obligar when Obligor acquires and accepts the Equipment. Title to the Equipment will automatically transfer to the Obliges in the event
Obligor choases to not renew under Section 4.01 or in the event Obligor defaults under Section 9.01. In such event, Obligor shall execute and deliver to Obligee such documents as Obligee
may request to evidence the passage of legal title to the Equipment to Obligee.

To secure the payment of all Obligor's obligations under this Contract, as well as all other obligations, debts and liabilities, plus interest thereon, whether now
existing or subsequently created, Obligor hereby grants to Obligee a security interest under the Uniform Commercial Code canstituting a first lien on the Equipment described more fully on
Exhibit A, Furthermore, Obligor agrees that any other collateral securing any other obligation(s] to Obligee, whether offered prior to or subsequent hereto, also secures this obligation. The
security interest ectablished by this section includes not only all additions, attachments, repairs and replacements to the Equipment but also all proceeds therefrom. Obligar autharizes Obligee
to prepare and record any Financing Statement required under the Uniferm Cammercial Code to perfect the security interest created heceunder. Obligor agrees that any Equipment listed an
Exhibit A'ls and will remain personal property and will not bie considered a fixture even if attached to real property.





VIL. Assignment

Section 7.01 Ascignment by Obligee. All of Obligee's rights, title and/or interest in and ta this Contract may be assigned and reassigned in whole or in part to one or more assignees ar sub-
assignees by Obligee at any time without the consent of Obligor. No such assignment shall be effective as against Obligor until the assignor shall have filed with Obligor written notice of
assignment identifying the assignee. Obligor shall pay all Contract Payments due hereunder relating to such Equipment to or at the direction of Obligee or the assignee named in the notice of
assignment. Obligor shall keep a complete and accurate recard of all such assignments,

Section 7.02_Assignment by Obliger, None of Obligor's right, title and interest under this Contract and in the Equipment may be assigned by Obligor unless Obligee approves of such assignment
in writing before such assignment occurs and only after Obligor first obtains an apinion from nationally recognized counsel stating that such assignment will not jecpardize the tax-exempt
status of the obligation.

Section 8.01 Equipment. Obligor shall keep the Equipment in good repair and working order, and as required by manufacturer’s and warranty specifications. If Equipment consists of copiers,
Obligor is required to enter inta a copier maintenance/service agreement. Obligee shall have no obligation to inspect, test, service, maintain, repair or make improvements or additions to the
Equipment under any circumstances. Obligor will be liable for all damage to the Equipment, other than normal wear and tear, caused by Obligor, its employees or its agents. Obligor shall pay
for and obtain all permits, licenses and taxes related to the ownership, installation, operation, possession, storage or use of the Equipment. If the Equipment includes any titled vehicle(s), then
Obligor is responsible for obtaining such title(s) from the State and also for ensuring that Obligee is listed as First Lienholder on all of the title{s). Obligor shall not use the Equipment to haul,
convey or transport hazardous waste as defined in the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U,5.C. 6901 et, seq. Obligor agrees that Gbligee or its Assignee may execute any additional
documents including financing statements, affidavits, notices, and similar instruments, for and on behalf of Obligor which Obligee deems necessary or appropriate to protect Obligee’s interest
in the Equipment and in this Contract.

If Obligor cantinues to fail to pay any payment after such period, then Obligee may, but will not be obligated to, make such payments
and charge Obligor for all costs incurred plus interest at the highest lawful rate.

(c)  Failure by Obligar to observe and perform any warranty, covenant, condition, promise or duty under this Contract for a period of thirty (30) days after written notice specifying such
failure is given to Obligor by Obligee, uniess Obligee agrees in writing to an extension of time. Obligee will not unreasonably withhold its consent to an extenslon of time if corrective
action is instituted by Obligor. Subsection {c) does not apply to Contract Payments and other payments discussed above.

{d)  Any statement, material omission, representation or warranty made by Obligor in or pursuant to this Contract which proves to be false, incorrect or misleading on the date when made
regardless of Obligor's intent and which materially adversely affects the rights or security of Obligee under this Contract,

(e)  Any provisian of this Contract which ceases to be valid for whatever reason and the loss of such provision would materially adversely affect the rights or security of Obligee.

(f) Except as provided in Section 4,01 above, Obligor admits in writing its inability to pay its obligations.

{g)  Obligor defaults on ane or mare of its other obligations.

(h)  Obligor becomes insolvent, is unable to pay its debts as they become due, makes an assighment for the benefit of creditors, applies for or consents to the appointment of a receiver,
trustee, conservator, custodian, or liquidator of Obligor, or all or substantially all of its assets, or a petition for relief is filed by Obligor under federal bankruptcy, insolvency or similar
laws, or is filed against Obligor and is not dismissed within thirty (30) days thereafter.

Section 9.02 Remedies on Default . Whenever any Event of Default exists, Obligee shall have the right to take one or any combination of the following remedial steps:

(a)  With or without terminating this Contract, Obligee may declare all Contract Payments and other amounts payable by Obligor hereunder to the end of the then current Budget Year to
be immediately due and payable.

{b)  With or without terminating this Contract, Obligee may require Obligor at Obligor's expense to redeliver any or all of the Equipment and any additional collateral to Obligee as provided
below in Section 9.04. Such delivery shall take place within fifteen {15) days after the Event of Default occurs. If Obligor fails to deliver the Equipment and any additional collateral,
Obligee may enter the premises where the Equipment and any additional collateral Is located and take possession of the Equipment and any additional collateral and charge Obligor for
costs incurred. Notwithstanding that Obligee has taken possession of the Equipment and any additional collateral, Obligor shall still be obligated to pay the remaining Contract Payments
due up until the end of the then current Original Term or Renewal Term. Obligor will be liable for any damage to the Equipment and any additional collateral caused by Obligor or its
employees or agents.

(c)  Obligee may take whatever action at law or in equity that may appear necessary or desirable to enforce its rights. Obligor shall be responsible to Obligee for ali costs incurred by Obligee
in the enforcement of its rights under this Contract including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney fees.

Section 9.03 No Remedy Exclusive. No remedy herein conferred upon or reserved to Obligee is intended to be exclusive and every such remedy shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to

every other remedy given under this Contract now or hereafter existing at law or in equity. No delay or omission to exercise any right or power accruing upon any default shall impair any such

right or shall be construed to be a waiver thereof.

Section 9.04 Return of Equipment and Storage.

(a)  Surrender: The Obligor shall, at its own expense, surrender the Equipment, any additional collateral and all required documentation to evidence transfer of title from Obligor to the
Obligee in the event of a default or a non-renewal by delivering the Equipment and any addltional collaterai to the Obligee to a location accessible by cammon carrier and designated by
Obligee. In the case that any of the Equipment and any additional collateral consists of software, Obligor shall destroy all intangible items constituting such software and shall deliver to
Obligee all tangible items constltuting such software. At Obligee’s request, Obligor shall also certify in a form acceptable to Obligee that Obligor has complied with the above software
return provisions and that they will Inmediately cease using the saftware and that they shall permit Obligee and/or the vendor of the software to inspect Obligor’s locatians to verify
compliance with the terms hereto.

(b)  Delivery: The Equipment and any additional collateral shall be delivered to the location designated by the Obligee by a common carrier unless the Obligee agrees in writing that a common
carrier is not needed. When the Equipment and any addItional collateral is delivered into the custody of a commaon carrier, the Obligor shall arrange for the shipping of the item and its
insurance in transit in accordance with the Obligee’s instructions and at the Obligor’s sole expense. Obligor at its expense shall completely sever and disconnect the Equipment and any
additional collateral or its component parts from the Obligor's property all without liability to the Obligee. Obligor shall pack or crate the Equipment and any additional collateral and
all of the companent parts of the Equipment and any additional collateral carefully and in accordance with any recommendatians of the manufacturer. The Obligor shalt deliver to the
Obligee the plans, specifications, operation manuals or other warranties and documents furnished by the manufacturer or vendor on the Equipment and any additional collateral and
such other documents in the Obligor’s possession relating to the maintenance and methods of operation of such Equipment and any additional collateral.

{c)  Condition: When the Equipment is surrendered to the Obligee it shall be in the condition and repair required to be maintained under this Contract. It will also meet all legal regulatory
conditions necessary for the Obligee to sell or lease it to a third party and be free of all liens. If Obligee reasonably determines that the Equipment or an item of the Equipment, once it
is returned, is not in the condition required hiereby, Obligee may cause the repair, service, upgrade, modification or overhaul of the Equipment or an item of the Equipment to achieve
such condition and upen demand, Obligor shall promptly reimburse Obligee for all amounts reasonably expended in connection with the foregaing,

(d)  Storage: Upon written request by the Obligee, the Obligor shall provide free storage for the Equipment and any additional collateral for a period not to exceed 60 days after the expiration
of the Contract Term before returning it to the Obligee. The Obligor shall arrange for the insurance described to continue in full force and effect with respect to such item during its
storage period and the Obligee shall reimburse the Obligor on demand for the incremental premium cost of providing such insurance.





X. Misceilaneous

Section 10.01 Natices. All natices shall be sufficiently given and shall be deemed given when delivered or mailed by registered mail, postage prepaid, to the parties at their respective places
of business as first set forth herein or as the parties shall designate hereafter in writing.

Section 10.02 Binding Effect. Obligor acknowledges this Contract is not binding upon the Obligee or its assignees unless the Conditions to Funding listed on the Documentation Instructions
have been met to Obligee's satisfaction, and Obligee has executed the Contract. Thereafter, this Contract shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding upon Obligee and Obligor and thelr
respective successors and assigns.

Section 10.03 Severability. In the event any pravision of this Contract shall be held invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render
unenforceable any other pravision hereof.

Section 10.04 Amendments, Addenda, Changes or Modifications. This Contract may be amended, added to, changed or modified by written agreement duly executed by Obligee and Obligor.
Furthermore, Obligee reserves the right to directly charge or amortize into the remaining balance due from Obligor, a reasonable fee, to be determined at that time, as compensation to
Obligee for the additional administrative expense resulting from such amendment, addenda, change or modification requested by Obligor.

Section 10.05 Execution in Counterparts. This Contract may be simultaneously executed in several counterparts, each of which shall be an original and all of which shall canstitute but one and
the same instrument.

Section 10.06 Captions. The captians or headings in this Contract do not define, limit or describe the scope or intent of any provisions or sections of this Cantract.

Section 10.07 Master Contract. This Contract can be utilized as a Master Contract. This means that the Obligee and the Obligor may agree to the financing of additional Equipment under this
Contract at some point in the future by executing one or mare Additional Schedules to Exhibit A and Exhibit B, as well as other exhibits or documents that may be required by Obligee. Additional
Schedules will be consecutively numbered on each of the exhibits which make up the Additional Schedule and all the terms and conditions of the Contract shall govern each Additional Schedule.

There
are no understandings, agreements, representations, conditions, or warranties, express or implied, which are not specified herein regarding this Contract, the Equipment or any additional
callateral, financed hereunder. Any terms and conditions of any purchase order or other documents submitted by Obligor in connection with this Canttact which are in addition to, or
inconsistent with the terms and conditions of this Cantract will not be binding on Obligee and will not apply to this Contract.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
FOR WINTER ROAD MAINTENANCE

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT made effective on this
day of , 2020, between the COUNTY OF MONTROSE, STATE OF
COLORADO, who shall hereinafter be referred to as “Montrose” and the COUNTY OF
GUNNISON, STATE OF COLORADO, who shall hereinafter be referred to as
“Gunnison,” both of which entities are political subdivision of the State of Colorado.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Colorado Constitution, Article X1V, Section 18(2.a.)
and C.R.S. 29-1-201, et seq., any political subdivision of the State of Colorado may
cooperate or contract with one another to provide any function, service or facility
lawfully authorized to each of the cooperating or contracting units, provided that such
cooperation or contracts are authorized by each party thereto with the approval of its
legislative body; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental
Agreement to provide for the performance by Montrose of winter snow removal and/or
plowing on a certain segment of Big Cimarron Road located within Gunnison County;
and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental
Agreement to provide for non-winter performance road grading by Gunnison on certain
segments of county Road 864A and 084 Rd located within Montrose County; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental
Agreement for gravel crushing services by Montrose within certain Montrose County
gravel pits for the benefit of Gunnison to use on Gunnison County roads; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison deem such Intergovernmental Agreement
to be in the best interests of each of their inhabitants;

NOW, THEREFORE, Montrose and Gunnison in consideration of the
agreements and covenants set forth herein, do hereby enter into this Agreement for the
provisions of winter and non-winter road maintenance services along with gravel
crushing services.

SECTION |
TERM OF AGREEMENT

THE TERM of this Agreement shall be for a period of twelve months from
January 1, 2021 to December 31, 2021 unless otherwise terminated in accordance with
Section 111 below.





SECTION I
MONTROSE WINTER MAINTENANCE
OF GUNNISON COUNTY ROADS

1. Montrose shall perform winter snow removal and/or plowing maintenance for
Gunnison on Big Cimarron Road as follows:

a. Montrose County Road & Bridge will provide basic “Road Grader” or
“Maintainer” snow removal service for Gunnison on the Big Cimarron Road
from the current end of Montrose winter maintenance at the Youth with a
Mission entrance, south up the road to a convenient turnaround at the Forest
Boundary just past the Bear Claw Subdivision. A distance of about 4 miles.

b. The snow removal will be provided only in process as an extension of
Montrose plowing on the lower portion of the road. Montrose will not plow
the 4 mile section of Big Cimarron Road in Gunnison unless the lower portion
also needs to be plowed. The intention of this provision is that Montrose shall
not be obligated to mobilize its equipment just for this upper 4 mile section.

2. Gunnison shall perform non-winter road grading maintenance services on County

Road 864A and 084 Rd as an extension of Gunnison County grading

maintenance as follows:

a.

C.

Gunnison County will provide “road grader” or “maintainer” grading
services for Montrose on County Road 864A that lies within Montrose
County but is accessed by Gunnison County roads. Grading services will
consist of grading the road and pulling ditches if necessary on 3.69 miles
of road.

Gunnison County will provide “road grader” or “maintainer” grading
services for Montrose on 082 Rd for the portion that lies within Montrose
County off of Highway 92 and provides access to Gunnison County.
Grading services will consist of grading the road and pulling ditches if
necessary, on 1.1 miles of road.

Grading services shall be in conjunction with Gunnison’s normal grading
schedule and is not intended to be done on a special basis.

3. Montrose operates the Soderquist gravel pit located on the Big Cimarron Road in
Montrose County. Montrose will provide crushed gravel to Gunnison from the
Soderquist gravel pit as follows:

a.

Gunnison has paid for 2,052 tons of gravel in the Montrose owned Cedar
Pit to be hauled in 2021. Montrose hereby agrees to allow Gunnison to
haul the 2,052 tons of gravel from the Soderquist Pit because it is closer
and more convenient to Gunnison County.

Gunnison County may haul gravel from the Soderquist pit in excess of the
initial 2,052 tons. The cost of this gravel will be based on crushing costs
plus fifty (50) cents/ton for loading the gravel and pit administration,
maintenance and reclamation.

Montrose issued an RFP and received bids for crushing in the Soderquist
pit in 2020. The 2020 crushing cost was $3.31 per ton, which includes the
crusher mobilization cost. Adding the $0.50 cost for loading and pit
administration costs, the total cost is $3,81 per ton. This will be the price
for any gravel hauled by Gunnison in excess of the 2,052 tons already paid
for.





d. All gravel shall be loaded using Montrose loaders equipped with a scale.
e. Gunnison shall receive the same class of gravel as that already crushed by
Montrose to the specifications of Montrose.

SECTION Il1
PAYMENT

Montrose and Gunnison shall charge on a time and materials basis for the services
to be provided under this IGA, with gravel charged as provided in Section Il, above.
Each entity shall submit invoices specifying the services rendered and the amount of
dollars expended. Invoices for all services and gravel shall be provided by each County
by December 1, 2021 and payments shall be made respectively not later than December
31, 2021.

SECTION IV
RESPONSIBILITY FOR ROAD MAINTENANCE
AND DAMAGES

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this
Agreement shall be interpreted to require Montrose to perform any general road
maintenance other than the snow removal and/or plowing on Big Cimarron Road in
Gunnison County. Furthermore, it is understood and agreed that Montrose shall not be
held liable for any roadbed or roadside damages that occur as a result of such snow
removal and/or plowing, and that Gunnison shall be solely responsible for any such road
repair or maintenance required as a result of the snow removal and/or plowing performed
under this Agreement.

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this
Agreement shall be interpreted to require Gunnison to perform any road maintenance
other than grading and pulling ditches on County Road 864A or O84 Rd. Montrose shall
be responsible for culverts and graveling on said roads. Furthermore, it is understood and
agreed that Gunnison shall not be held liable for any road infrastructure damages that
occur as a result of such grading, and that Montrose shall be solely responsible for any
such road infrastructure repair or maintenance required as a result of road grading
performed under this Agreement.

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that contracting for
gravel crushing services shall be the responsibility of Montrose. Gunnison shall
communicate gravel type and quantity 30 days prior to the issuance of bids for crushing
each year.

Nothing in this agreement is or shall be construed to be a waiver by either party of
governmental immunity.

SECTION V
RECORDS





Montrose and Gunnison shall maintain records of the time and materials spent
performing the services described in this Agreement. Such records shall be available
upon request.

SECTION VI
WORKER’S COMPENSATION AND DAMAGES TO EQUIPMENT

Each party shall be responsible for its own employees and equipment while performing
services under this Agreement. Any and all injuries to employees and/or damages to
equipment shall be subject to the respective party’s insurance coverages, and the other
party is expressly held harmless as to the injuries and/or damages suffered by the
employees and/or equipment.

SECTION VII
NON-ASSIGNABILITY

Neither party hereto shall assign, sublet or transfer this Agreement or any interest
therein to any other party without the prior written consent of both parties to this
Agreement, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

SECTION VIl
BINDING EFFECT

Each and every clause and covenant of this Agreement shall extend to, benefit,
and bind the successors and assigns of the parties hereto respectively.

SECTION IX
AMENDMENTS

Any and all modifications or alterations of or additions to or changes in any term,
condition, or agreement contained herein shall be void and non-binding unless set forth in
writing and signed by both parties hereto.

SECTION X
TERMINATION

It is understood and agreed by and between Montrose and Gunnison that this
Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days advance written
notice to the other party.

(4) Sick Leave Transfers. The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) allows for donation of accrued
sick leave without negative tax consequences to the donor in instances of medical
emergency, defined by the Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA) as a serious health
condition of the employee or an immediate family member (spouse, child or parent) that
prevents the employee from performing the functions of the employee’s essential job duties,
and will require the prolonged/extended absence of the employee from duty resulting in a
substantial loss of income to the employee due to the exhaustion of all paid leave available,
apart from the leave-sharing plan. Family and Medical Leave should run concurrently with
an approved Sick Leave Transfer. An employee may request a sick leave transfer for
extended time off following the loss of a spouse, child or parent. A leave transfer application
for pregnancy or maternity leave will not be considered unless the pregnancy and/or birth
of a child resulted in a medical emergency.

Currently, any benefit-eligible County employee may make voluntary donations of
accumulated sick leave to the Sick Leave Bank to assist employees who are in need of
additional sick leave time over and above their vacation, sick leave, holiday and comp time
balances. This practice does not constitute a change to Section 4-3(i), but is a method of
assisting employees experiencing a medical emergency, as defined by the IRS, or
bereavement following the death of a spouse, child or parent. All paid leave granted to the
recipient employee is considered wages and is subject to Federal Insurance Contributions Act
(FICA) withholding, Federal Unemployment Tax Act (FUTA) withholding and other required
tax holdings. Donor employees may not claim an expense, a tax deduction or a charitable
contribution for any of the leave that they donated to the Sick Leave Bank.
a. Donations. Each January, Human Resources may request donation of sick leave
from eligible employees, and donations will be accepted until January 31%t. Upon
separation, employees may donate any portion or all of their accumulated sick time
to the Sick Leave Bank, limited to the number of hours the employee is eligible to
receive cash payment (see Section 7 for more information). In the event that the
Sick Leave Bank balance falls below an adequate level at any given time during the
year, the Sick Leave Bank Board may request that Human Resources issue additional
donation requests. Donors may not request transfer of their donated hours to
specific employees, all donated hours are immediately transferred to the Sick Leave
Bank, and donor employees forfeit their right to reclaim the hours for any reason.
Donation Limitations. County employees should strive to maintain a sick leave
balance capable of meeting the demands of expected absences (i.e., general
illnesses, routine medical needs, vacations, pregnancy, etc.). Thus, only
employees with sick leave balances of at least 160 hours (equivalent to 20 standard
eight-hour shifts) and separating employees may donate to this program according
to the below limitations:

3. Actual transfer of sick leave hours to an eligible employee may be less than
the full amount authorized, if less is taken or if the Sick Leave Bank

donations are received. If the Sick Leave Bank is insufficient to cover
authorized transfers, the receiving employee will need to take leave
without pay for the duration of their absence.
d. Criteria for Determination of Authorization for Transfer.

An employee should have made a conscientious effort to accumulate
leave time balances that are sufficient, in the Sick Leave Bank Board's
opinion, to meet the demands of expected absences.

An employee's request for additional sick-leave time beyond the initial
173.33 hours should, in the opinion of the Sick Leave Bank Board, reflect
an unexpected circumstance, extended recovery or life-threatening
situation.

The Sick Leave Bank Board may, it its sole discretion, provide additional
hours if needed.





While an employee may apply for a transfer prior to the use of all of
his/her combined available accumulated compensatory time, holiday
time, sick leave, personal leave and vacation time, all of those combined
hours must be exhausted prior to the final transfer and utilization of
donated hours made possible by this program.

Narrative for Bywater Abatement Hearing

History of Taxable Status

Petitioner purchased seven deed restricted lots in Paradise Park subdivision from Town of
Crested Butte on April 37, 2019.

While owned by Town of Crested Butte, lots were statutorily exempt from property taxation.
By statute, lots became taxable from date of conveyance to petitioner.

Deeds were not processed by Assessor’s Office in time for 2019 final certification, and were
therefore added to the 2019 tax roll retroactively as omitted property.

2019 Special Notices of Valuation were mailed to petitioner on March 25%, 2020.

Petitioner did not appeal, and properties were added to 2019 tax roll on August 5%, 2020.
Shortly thereafter, Treasurer mailed 2019 tax notices to petitioner.

Petitioner filed attached abatement petition for 2019 taxes on August 25%, 2020.

Valuation of Lots

Assessor originally valued lots at $10 per square foot, based on sales of similar deed restricted
lots in Paradise Park that occurred through June 30%", 2018.

Petitioner claims that lots have no value, because they were deeded from the Town for nominal
consideration.

Conveyance from Town to petitioner was subject to contract to build affordable housing units
and irrevocable repurchase option. Assessor contends that property has significant market
value, and this value was taken into consideration within overall terms of agreement between
Town and petitioner.

To place no value on property would effectively exempt it from taxation, which is specifically
prohibited by statute unless property is owned by an exempt entity or granted exemption by
the Division of Property Taxation.

On reviewing petition, Assessor noted that vacant lots in Paradise Park would have been eligible
for subdivider discounting in 2019. This factor had not previously been calculated, because all
vacant lots had historically been owned by the Town of Crested Butte and were therefore
exempt. Applying subdivider discount to petitioners lots reduces 2019 value to $5.81 per square
foot. Assessor recommends making this adjustment.

Street in townsite of Tincup, County of Gunnison, State of Colorado, described as follows:

Washington Street: That portion of Washington Street adjacent to Lots 1-3, Block 33;
Lots 18-20, Block 24; All of Blocks 34 and 25 and that section half way into the Alder
Street intersection adjacent to Block 25 and 34.

Alder Street: Half of that portion of Alder Street adjacent to Lot 20, Block 25.

WHEREAS, this is a unique roadway that is not anticipated by the Board to have any other public
use other than as a public trail and the vacation shall be subject to a reservation by the Board of
County Commissioners of Gunnison County of a public trail; and

WHEREAS, the vacation of the above described portion of Washington Street and Alder Street
will not hinder any property owners from having access to their respective land, nor disrupt
existing travel modes or anticipated conditions in traffic or development patterns, nor adversely
affect health and safety; and

WHEREAS, the Board believes under these unique circumstances that it is in the best interest of
the public to vacate those portions of the roadway described below but reserving a public trail as
described below; and

WHEREAS, the notices required by Colorado law for such vacation have been given and a public
hearing on such vacation has been conducted; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County
of Gunnison, Colorado, that the following described portion of Washington Street and Alder Street
shall be and hereby is vacated subject to the easement as set forth below:





Washington Street: That portion of Washington Street adjacent to Lots 1-3, Block 33;
Lots 18-20, Block 24; All of Blocks 34 and 25 and that section half way into the Alder
Street intersection.

Alder Street: Half of that portion of Alder Street adjacent to Lot 20, Block 25.

RESERVING, HOWEVER, a permanent, irrevocable easement to be held by the Board
of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado for public, non-motorized use
over and across all portions of Washington Street and Alder Street vacated herein. This
reservation for public, non-motorized use specifically includes without limitation: (i) the
right for members of the public to use the easement for public, non-motorized ingress and
egress over and across the easement area, (ii) the right of Gunnison County to develop
and install a public, non-motorized trail on, over and through the easement area,
including such erecting signage and performing site improvement as may be appropriate
in the sole discretion of the Board, (iii) the right of Gunnison County to use such
machinery, equipment and vehicles in the easement area as may be appropriate in the sole
discretion of the Board for the purposes of installing, maintaining and replacing any
pedestrian trail within the easement area.

FURTHERMORE, this Resolution is made with the following conditions:
1. It is the specific intent of the Board that the vacation of the above described streets and
alleys shall accrue to and vest in the record owner(s) pursuant to the provisions of C.R.S.
8§ 43-2-302; and

Re: Hunter Ridge Preliminary Plan Extension Request

During your December 8t, 2020 regular meeting the extension request for Hunter Ridge subdivision application
was discussed. At that time the Board decided to hold off on making a decision on the request until the applicant
received a decision from the Mt. Crested Butte Water and Sanitation District (the District) on Hunter Ridge’s request
for inclusion into the District. The District Board met on December 16, 2020 and held a public hearing on the
inclusion application. The District Board heard public testimony, a staff recommendation of support for the
application, and guidance from their District attorney, Marcus Lock. The District Board decided 2-1 to deny the

Hunter Ridge request for inclusion into the Sanitation District.

| followed up with Marcus Lock after the meeting and he confirmed that the applicant has no additional opportunity
to appeal the District Board decision. Mr. Watt may seek relief through the courts but there is no other option with
the district for this application. However, Mr. Watt is not precluded from submitting a new or modified application in
the future for inclusion into the District, Lock stated, “There is nothing that precludes him from submitting another
petition in accordance with Colorado law and the District's rules.” However, the District Board did not indicate that

modifications or any changed conditions would alter their decision.

The BOCC approved the Hunter Ridge Sketch Plan on January 7, 2020, the decision is attached for your reference.

The Gunnison County Land Use Resolution states:
“Section 7-202: Q. Extension of Submittal Deadline. The Board may extend the deadline to submit a
Preliminary Plan application for good cause shown, provided the applicant requests the extension in writing
no less than 30 days before the deadline, and provided the Board finds that there has been no substantial

change in circumstances of neighborhood land uses, in the capability or willingness to serve the

development of proposed service providers, or to the site on which it is proposed since Sketch Plan

approval. Should the Board determine that such findings are not supportable, the review process shall be

required to begin anew with the submittal of a Sketch Plan.
1. REFERRAL TO PLANNING COMMISSION FOR RECOMMENDATION. The Board may request

a recommendation from the Planning Commission on the request for extension before taking
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action.

2. MAXIMUM PERIOD OF EXTENSION. In no case shall the deadline for submittal of a Preliminary
Plan application be extended for more than 12 months beyond the date of the 12-month expiration,
and only one extension may be granted.

3. FEE FOR REQUEST FOR EXTENSION. In order to compensate the County for the cost of
reviewing and processing the requested extension, each applicant shall pay the required fee, as
shown in a schedule of fees issued by the Community Development Department that is adopted
and amended from time to time by the Board. The fee schedule is designed to make the amount of
the fee proportional to the amount of expense likely to be “incurred by the County in reviewing and

processing the application.”

The request for extension has been submitted more than 30 days before the deadline and the applicant states that
no significant changes to neighborhood land uses since the Sketch Plan approval. There has been a change in the
willingness of the Mt. Crested Butte Sanitation District to serve the proposed development with central water and
sewer services. This change is significant to the application and does not meet the above criteria of Section 7-202:
Q. Extension of Submittal Deadline. Staff has requested the applicant submit a narrative response by 4pm on
12/17/20 to the District’s decision and describe their plan for water and sewer service; the applicant’s response is

attached for your review.

The applicant has proposed the development of sixteen residential units on an approximately 10-acre parcel. Four
triplex units (twelve units) and four single-family residential lots are proposed. Lot sizes range from 0.65 to 0.97
acres. If the applicant were to modify the application and seek individual and/or shared wells and onsite wastewater
treatment systems (OWTS) or a package plant that would be a significant change from the Sketch Plan approval
and proposal. OWTS are allowed on parcels that are a minimum of one acre and staff has concerns about the
potential water loading on the unstable slopes that exist on the Hunter Ridge parcel. Central water and sewer
service is an integral component to the application and without it other standards, including locational standards
and residential density standards, are impacted and compliance may be difficult or impossible. Modifications to the
application to the achieve compliance with the required standards would likely require significant changes to the

proposed development which would warrant a new sketch plan review.

Staff recommends that the Board of County Commissioners deny the request for extension and find that there has
been a change in the willingness of the Mt. Crested Butte Water and Sanitation District to serve the Hunter Ridge
parcel and due to this change the application process must begin again as described in Section 7-202: Q. Extension

of Submittal Deadline of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

At a regularly scheduled meeting on January 7, 2020, the Board of County Commissioners
unanimously approved the Sketch Plan application in Resolution 2020-1.

At a regularly scheduled meeting on November 15, 2019 Commissioner Rogalski made a motion
to approve the recommendation, Commissioner Diani seconded the motion. The motion passed
unanimously.

SKETCH PLAN IS EXPLORATORY. Sketch Plan review provides an opportunity for the
County, the applicant, and the public to engage in an exploratory discussion of a proposed
land use change, to examine alternative approaches to development of the property, to
participate in a process of joint planning and negotiation between the County and the
applicant to promote development and land use change which is consistent with the intent
and purposes of this Resolution.

SKETCH PLAN EXPECTED TO EVOLVE. Requirements of Sketch Plan direct the
applicant to review specific sections of this Resolution and submit a plan that has
addressed issues important to the County. It is expected that the proposal will evolve
during Sketch Plan review.

ENGINEERED DESIGNS AND DETAILED PLANS NOT REQUIRED NOR ACCEPTED
AT SKETCH PLAN. To encourage the consideration of alternatives and to allow the
Sketch Plan to evolve, detailed engineering plans and other overly detailed information
shall not be required nor accepted by the County.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The applicant proposes the development of sixteen residential units on an approximately 10-acre
parcel. Four triplex units (twelve units) and four single-family residential lots are proposed. The
applicant proposes that the units will be served by the Mt. Crested Butte Water and Sanitation
District for central water and sewer services.

Lot sizes range from 0.65 to 0.97 acres. Single family homes are proposed to be no greater than

8,500 sq. ft. Triplex buildings are proposed to be no greater than 8,500 sq. ft. Two of the triplex
units are proposed to be deed restricted as workforce housing.
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The subject parcel is legally described at 45 Hunter Hill Road. It is adjacent to the Town of Mt.
Crested Butte. The parcel is legally described as a parcel of land in the SW1/4SE1/4, Section
26, Township 13 South, Range 86 West, 6th p.m.

Applicable, the proposed development and submitted evidence demonstrate compliance with this
standard.

7-102: B. Compatibility with Community Character

Applicable, the applicant shall demonstrate that the project is compatible with community
character, or an enhancement of the character of existing land uses in the development area, and
shall not adversely impact the future development of the development area. The proposed
development is adjacent to the Town of Mt. Crested Butte and multi-family and single-family
residential development adjoin the subject parcel.

Section 7-103: C. Phases Required to “Stand Alone” in Providing Services.

Applicable, each phase shall contain the required roads, bridges, utilities, landscaping, and other
improvements that are necessary and desirable for residents of the project. If the Land Use
Change incorporates any amenities for the benefit of the County, such as trail connections, these
shall be constructed within the first phase of the Project, or, if this is not possible, then at a time
defined and agreed upon as part of the Development Improvement Agreement at Final Plan
approval.

Not applicable, no secondary residences are proposed as part of this application.

Not applicable, no special residential uses proposed as part of this application.

Section 9-300: Commercial and Industrial Uses.
Not applicable, no commercial or industrial uses are proposed as part of this application.

Section 9-400: Exploration, Extraction and Processing of Minerals and Construction
Materials.
Not applicable, no exploration, extraction or processing of materials proposed as part of this
application.

Section 9-500: Miscellaneous Uses and Activities.
Not applicable, no miscellaneous uses and/or activities are proposed as part of this application.

Section 9-600: Essential Housing.

Applicable, two workforce housing units are proposed as part of this application. The subject
proposal includes 12% of the proposed units as workforce housing, in compliance with the
definition of workforce housing in the Land Use Resolution.

The application is not eligible for the incentives of Section 9-604: A. Required Incentives because
it proposes less than 40% of the units as essential housing. The applicant does not propose
construction of the workforce housing units, only that a covenant or restriction be placed on the
parcel requiring that two of the units are developed as such. A copy of the application has been
sent to the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority.

Section 10-102: Locational Standards for Residential Development.

Applicable, the standards of this Section are applicable. The standards of this Section require that
an application for a new residential development shall initially be reviewed for its location relative
to existing development and shall be located adjacent to existing population centers, within a
municipal three mile plan area or “to a subdivision that is served by a central wastewater treatment
system that was platted and approved pursuant to the requirements of the former Gunnison
County Land Use Resolution.”

The proposed development is adjacent to the Town of Mt. Crested Butte and within the municipal
three-mile plan areas of Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte. The application complies with this
Section.

Section 10-103: Residential Density.

Applicable, the subject parcel is within the Town of Mt. Crested Butte’s three mile plan area and
the Town of Crested Butte’s three mile plan area, however there is no intergovernmental
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agreement between the County and either Town regarding the three mile planning area. If there
is a conflict between the three mile plan and the LUR, the County standards apply.

The subject parcel is within three miles of the Towns of Mt. Crested Butte and Crested Butte.
Neither town has adopted an intergovernmental agreement related to a three mile plan with
Gunnison County. Where there may be conflicts between County and Town standards, County
standards apply.

Comments from the Town of Mt. Crested Butte in a memorandum from Carlos Velado, Community
Development Director dated June 11, 2019 include:

“‘On June 19, 2018 The Mt Crested Butte Town Council denied the Subdivision Plan
Sketch Plan Application submitted by Hunter Ridge, LLC by a vote of 6-1. There also was
an annexation application submitted to the Town but since annexation approval was
contingent upon subdivision approval, the Annexation Application was essentially
terminated by the Council’s denial of the subdivision sketch plan. The Councils concerns
that led to the denial included slope stability, the lack of demonstrated need for the
additional lots given the current inventory, and compliance with specific aspects of the
Town’s Community Plan. It was stated that the proposed development did not address the
following requirements of the Community Plan:

1) Foster a distinctive, attractive community with a strong sense of place.

2) Foster a well-balanced community through integrated design that promotes economic
diversity, transit, and pedestrian-friendly lifestyles, and the mixing of people from different
backgrounds.

3) Encourage land use to occur in such a way that it protects and enhances the existing
physical and natural environment.

4) Provided for a “critical mass” of permanent local residents by providing quality
community housing integrated into the larger community and by creating a range of
housing opportunities and choices.

The plan submitted to the County is also materially different than the one that was denied
by the Town. The new application has more than double the density than was proposed
to the Town. The new plan has 16 units which is comprised of 4 multi-family (triplexes)
and 4 single family units. The plan submitted to the Town was for 7 single family units.
The access has also changed. The Plan submitted to the Town had access from Castle
Rd while the new plan comes from Hunter Hill Rd. | have attached the land use plan that
was submitted to the Town for reference. The Mt. Crested Butte Town Council has
reviewed the subdivision sketch plan and voted 5-0 to have the following comments
forwarded to the Gunnison County Planning Commission:

The Mt. Crested Butte Town Council requests that the Hunter Ridge Major Impact Land
Use Sketch Plan Application Located at 45 Hunter Hill Road Submitted by Hunter Ridge,
LLC to be denied by the County for the following reasons:

* The project is within our 3 Mile Plan and if the property were developed, the Town would
prefer it to be within our Town Boundaries;
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» The previous plan did not demonstrate need due to the current inventory in Town and
the current proposed development does not either;

» The proposed application does not meet the principals of the continuity of the Town;
» Reasons for the Town Council's denial of the previous project were well documented;
» Concerns still persist about the geology at the project;

» The proposed sizes of the structures are inconsistent with Mt. Crested Butte's permitted
maximum square footage; and

» The previous Town Council denied the previous sketch plan 6-1.”
The June 20, 2019, applicant’s response to the Town of Mt. CB states:

“One of the main reasons for recommendation for denial by the Mt Crested Butte Town
Council was the lack of “‘need”. Economic viability or need is not a consideration under
the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution or the Mt. Crested Butte Town Code.

-The Hunter Ridge project does ‘meet the principals of the continuity of the Town.’

-The proposed development preserves the character of the neighborhood by being similar
or less in density. The existing neighborhood to the North is comprised of High Density
Multi-Family buildings of 32, 30 and 15 units, Low Density Multi-Family buildings of 3, 4,
5, 6 and 8 units and Single Family. The existing neighborhood to the East is comprised of
a Fourplex and Single Family.

Our proposal blends in well by graduating down to our proposed less dense Triplex and
then Single Family.

The topography and slope of the building sites is a continuation of the bordering land to
the North being a moderate (24%) and typical for much of Mt. CB building sites. In addition,
covenants for setback, open space, height, bulk, landscaping and footprint requirements
will be substantially the same as for Mt. CB.

-Concerns about geology should be alleviated by the positive, extensive soils report
produced by the respected firm of Lambert & Associates. Even though 3-4 drill holes would
have been sufficient for this size property, we instructed them to drill 7 holes just to provide
an extra measure of safety. The holes were drilled down to as much as 45 feet. In their
Slope Stability Analysis, they found that ‘...the slopes within and adjacent to the proposed
site improvements are stable at their present condition...’

Further, their scientific analysis calculated the driving forces of the soil related to the
resisting forces and found that in three cross sections the lot had Minimum Factor of Safety
factors of 1.530, 1.517 and 1.722. A calculated Factor of Safety of 1.5 is considered by
the geotechnical engineering industry as a minimum factor of safety for a slope to be
considered as stable.

-The concern about the maximum square footage of the structures being inconsistent with
Town of Mt Crested Butte’s regulations can be easily alleviated simply by us increasing
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the size of the lots. This would however decrease the size of the Open Space which we
believe would not be a desirable option.”

Comments from the Town of Crested Butte in a letter from Bob Nevins, Town Planner, dated June
11, 2019 state:

“Density: The current sketch plan proposal that includes 8 lots/16 residential units on 10.28
acres (1.6 units/ acre) appears to be too dense based on the natural site
features/constraints and neighborhood context. The previous proposal that was reviewed
and denied by the Town of Mt. Crested Butte contained a total of 7 single-family lots/7
residential units (0.7 units/acre).

» Mass and Scale: The proposed maximum building size of 8,600 square feet seems to
be larger and potentially more massive than the existing, adjacent single-family residences
and low density multi-family buildings.

» Access: The proposed private access drive from Hunter Hill Road requires considerable
engineering and it is not easily negotiable, especially during the winter months. There is a
large amount of fill material and a substantial retaining wall required on the upper 600
lineal feet of roadway that is a dead-end which is over 1,300 feet in length. Road B that
accesses the four (4) tri-plex lots results in a 200-feet long cut-bank. The prior submittal
accessed the site from Castle Road with a 750 feet long access drive that had a straight
alignment and more balanced cut/fill slopes.

» Open Space: The proposed dedicated open space is reasonable as it includes 5.28 acres
or 51% of the site that will be retained as natural open space. The proposed open areas
generally include the lower portions of the property that have slopes greater than 30% and
are identified as avalanche zones per the Town of Mt. Crested Butte. It may be
appropriate to consider providing increased buffer/landscaped areas between the four (4)
tri-plexes and the existing low density multi-family units immediately to the north.

» Workforce Housing: This development should generate the need for additional employee
housing beyond the proposed two (2) deed-restricted workforce housing units: from the
need for construction workers to install utilities and construct homes, to servers and lift
operators, and including teachers, police officers and others who will provide services to
the future residents of this development. Therefore, to mitigate the increased density of
sixteen (16) units and the generation of additional employees, the owner/developer should
consider providing a minimum of forty percent (40%) or 6.4 units of Essential Housing in
accordance with LUR Section 9-604 Incentives to provide Essential Housing.

* Visual Impacts: The site is visible from the Town of Crested Butte and especially from
Gothic Road. As such, careful consideration needs to be given to the mass, scale and
height of the proposed buildings, architectural-character and use of non-glare materials,
site grading (minimizing cuts/fills and retaining walls), landscaping and lighting.

» Other Public Impacts: The impacts to public services and facilities such as schools,
parks, trails and emergency services should also be analyzed to ensure proper mitigation
measures are required to provide adequate compensation for the ‘change in use.’

The Town of Mt. Crested Butte adopted its amended 3-Mile Plan on September 4, 2018.
Section 2. Annexation of the Plan includes future development areas and specifically
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identifies the Hunter Ridge parcel, “the 10.28 acre parcel of land below Hunter Hill Rd.
between Timberline and Overlook Condos (shown on Exhibit A as ‘Area A’ in white shaded
area.)” The annexation of this parcel by the Town of Mt. Crested Butte would be consistent
and comport with the Town of Crested Butte Area Plan.

In summary, it seems prudent for Hunter Ridge, LLC to withdraw the County Sketch Plan
application and to re-submit the Hunter Ridge Sketch Plan proposal to the Town of Mt.
Crested Butte for consideration of annexation and the extension of municipal services
including sewer and water in accordance with the Town’s duly adopted 3-Mile Plan.”

On June 20, 2019 the applicant responded via letter:

“Density. The proposed development preserves the character of the neighborhood by
being similar or less in density. The existing neighborhood to the North is comprised of
High Density Multi-Family buildings of 32, 30 and 15 units, Low Density Multi-Family
buildings of 3, 4, 5, 6 and 8 units and Single Family. The existing neighborhood to the East
is comprised of a Fourplex and Single Family.

Our proposal blends in well by graduating down to our proposed less dense Triplex and
then Single Family.

The topography and slope of the building sites is a continuation of the bordering land to
the North being a moderate (24%) and typical for much of Mt. CB building sites. In addition,
covenants for setback, open space, height, bulk, landscaping and footprint requirements
will be substantially the same as for Mt. CB. Taken from Crested Butte’s own Three Mile
Plan:

‘The intent of this Plan is to encourage development to take place in an orderly fashion by
encouraging new development to expand upon existing urban services and to avoid
patterns of leapfrog, noncontiguous, scattered development within the MSRV’ pg.18

‘For purposes of this policy, if a subdivision is located adjacent to the parcel proposed for
subdivision, the density of the whole subdivision, including streets, parks and open space,
will be considered the density of that parcel.’ pg.16

‘Higher density is directed to areas near existing development’ pg.3

‘The density should not exceed the average density per acre for the parcels surrounding
the land proposed to be subdivided or the density of areas described in Policy LU 7,
whichever is applicable’ pg.16

Mass and Scale. The neighborhood has several huge Multi-Family structures and large
Single Family homes

Access. The private road has been planned by a licensed engineer and has been
approved by the Crested Butte Fire Dept. The grade is substantially less than the
Gunnison County allowed maximum and is typical of many roads in Mt. Crested Bultte.

Open Space. Buffering landscaping can be added to the covenants.

Workforce Housing. The two proposed units exceeds the County requirements.
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Visual Impacts. We mitigate visual impact by substantially duplicating the Mt. CB
requirements for setback, open space, height, bulk, landscaping and footprint
requirements.

Possible annexation into town of Mt. Crested Butte. We feel that Mt. CB has made it clear
they do not want this parcel developed. They rejected a simple low density, 7-lot Single
Family proposal and now reject a slightly higher density that would provide some much
needed lower cost and workforce housing.”

The applicant states on page 6 of the Sketch Plan application that “we are proposing lot sizes and
densities that are substantially similar to neighborhood parcels. Our goal in mind in designing the
lot layout and density was to provide a compatible transition from the high density multi-family
and low density multi-family existing projects to the north down to low density multi-family and
single-family projects to the south. Our proposed three triplexes bordering Castle Road are a
transition down from the various mixture of existing multi-unit buildings. The single-family lots are
a transition down from the low density multi-family on the south border.”

The Mt. Crested Butte master plan identifies the subject parcel as an area of potential growth for
single-family residences, however the Town of Mt. Crested Butte denied Hunter Ridge LLC’s
previous development proposal to the Town for seven single-family residences.

The Planning Commission determined that the proposed density of the project is substantially
similar to neighborhood parcels. The neighborhood includes existing multi-family residential
(Treasury Point Townhomes, Castle Creek condominiums) development and single-family
residential development (the Summit, the Overlook, Chalet Village Addition).

The subdivision is proposed to be served by central water and wastewater treatment. Mountain
Express provides bus service in the Mt. Crested Butte area.

Section 10-104: Locational Standards for Commercial, Industrial, and other Non-
Residential Uses.
Not applicable, no commercial, industrial or other non-residential uses are proposed.

Section 11-103: Development In Areas Subject to Flood Hazards.
Not applicable, the subject parcel is not within the 100-year floodplain.

Section 11-104: Development in Areas Subject to Geologic Hazards.

Applicable, the subject parcel is an area of mapped geologic hazards (unstable slopes). Areas of
avalanche hazard have also been identified on the subject parcel (see Development Layout Plan,
dated April 9, 2019). Portions of the parcel are also on slopes greater than 30%.

The applicant has submitted a report prepared by Lambert and Associates, dated December 27,
2018 titled, “Theoretical Slope Stability Analysis for the Proposed Hunter Ridge Subdivision,
Crested Butte, Colorado.” The applicant shall comply with the recommendations in the Lambert
and Associates report dated December 27, 2018.

Section 11-104: D. requires that a plan identifying avoidance or mitigation is required to be
submitted. The applicant submitted a narrative dated May 6, 2019 in response to this Section.
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The development shall also comply with the standards of Section 11-104: G.7. Unstable or
Potentially Unstable Slopes. Additional detailed geologic engineering reports have not been
requested at this time, in compliance with Section 7-103: B.2. Engineered Designs and Detailed
Plans Not Required Nor Accepted at Sketch Plan. A copy of the application has been referred to
the Colorado Geological Survey for review and comment.

Jill Carlson, of Colorado Geological Survey (CGS), in a letter dated June 19, 2019 stated:

“CGS recommends the following, in addition to the recommendations in Lambert’s
Theoretical Slope Stability Analysis:

1. A more detailed geologic hazard analysis and specific hazard mitigation
recommendations should be developed based on the currently proposed development
plans and building locations relative to the steep slopes in the southwestern portion of the
site.

2. Structures and driveways should be located such that grading requirements, and the
need for retaining walls, will be minimized to the extent possible. Building setbacks from
slopes steeper than 3H:1V (33%) must adhere to Section R403.1.7, Footings on or
adjacent to slopes, as described in the 2015 International Residential Code (or Section
1808.7 of the 2015 International Building Code) currently adopted by Gunnison County.

3. Site-specific, maximum allowable temporary and permanent cut and fill heights and
slope angles should be determined by a qualified geotechnical professional familiar with
slope stability concerns, and adhered to throughout design and construction.

4. Special care should be taken to maintain (not interrupt or alter) existing surface drainage
patterns. Drainage improvements must be designed and maintained to channel all surface
runoff away from structures and roads and off of slopes as efficiently as possible. If the
soils on, near, or above any part of the development become saturated through rainfall,
snowmelt, a water or sewer pipeline failure, unchanneled runoff or other means, the soils
could lose strength and fail slowly or catastrophically. It is imperative that water is allowed
to drain quickly and NOT pond anywhere within or near developed areas in the vicinity of
the proposed subdivision.

5. Site grading and drainage plans should be prepared and stamped by a qualified,
licensed engineer who is familiar with slope stability concerns.

6. Existing vegetative cover should be left intact to the extent possible, and every effort
should be made to restore native vegetation within disturbed areas as quickly as possible.
However, irrigation beyond the bare minimum required to reestablish native vegetation
should not be permitted.

Provided these recommendations are incorporated into the development plans and are
strictly adhered to throughout design, construction, and the life of the development, risks
associated with localized potential slope movement may be reduced to an acceptable
level.”

Numerous public comments indicated concerns related to geologic hazards, existing failures of

developments and scars on the hillsides related to retaining walls and retaining wall failures.
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A detailed geotechnical analysis in compliance with the standards of this Section and addressing
the recommendations of CGS shall be required to be submitted as part of the Preliminary Plan
application.

Section 11-105: Development In Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards.

Applicable, the subject parcel is in an area of moderate fire hazards and also includes some
slopes greater than 30%. A copy of the application has been referred to the Crested Butte Fire
Protection District and Colorado State Forest Service (CSFS) for review and comment.

Comments from the CSFS state, “| was pleased to see ‘wildfire defensible space’ included in the
Covenants attachment. | did not see any specifics in the landscape plan in regards to proposed
tree/shrub species for the development. We would encourage some consideration for Fire Wise
plant material to be used for landscaping as much of the wildfire risk for this community may come
from adjacent wildfire ember showers.”

The applicant responded on June 5, 2019, “The landscape plan on page 63 shows the plant
species. At just the subdivision stage there is not much proposed, just some around the entrance
and some bordering the buildings next door. We will be writing in our covenants that as people
build on their properties that they will have to follow the landscape guidelines for Mt. Crested Butte
which is very comprehensive. | like your idea about using some Fire Wise plant material. We'll
work that into the landscape guidelines.”

Detailed protective covenants that address wildfire hazard, defensible space, and landscaping in
accordance with Fire Wise guidelines shall be included as part of the Preliminary Plan application.

Section 11-106: Protection of Wildlife Habitat Areas.

Applicable, a copy of the application has been sent to Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) for
review and comment. Comments from CPW include, “This type of development—expanding
outward from a core population hub—is the preferred method for minimizing the negative impacts
to wildlife and their habitats...To avoid human/bear encounters, the storage and handling of trash
must be a high priority. The use of bear-proof trash containers has proven the safest and best
technique to avoid human/bear conflicts...Household pets such as cats and dogs perhaps present
the greatest threat to native wildlife with a new development.”

Section 11-107: Protection of Water Quality.

Not applicable, the subject parcel appears to be greater than 125 feet from a water body. There
do appear to be some wetlands plant species on the subject parcel and a certified wetlands
delineation or documentation that there are no wetlands shall be required to be submitted as part
of the Preliminary Plan application.

Section 11-108: Standards For Development On Ridgelines.
Not applicable, there are no ridgelines, as defined in the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution,
on the subject parcel.

Section 11-109: Development That Affects Agricultural Lands.
Applicable, the subject parcel is adjacent to an agricultural operations, as defined in the Gunnison
County Land Use Resolution.

Section 11-110: Development Of Land Beyond Snowplowed Access.
Not applicable, the subject parcel is not beyond snowplowed access.
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Section 11-111: Development On Inholdings In The National Wilderness.
Not applicable, the subject parcel is not an inholding in a national wilderness.

Section 11-112: Development On Property Above Timberline.
Not applicable, the subject parcel is not above timberline.

Section 12-103: Road System.

Applicable, the development of the road system shall comply with this Section. A copy of the
application has been referred to Gunnison County Public Works Department. Engineered road
plans and a traffic study are not required at the Sketch Plan stage of a Major Impact project; those
elements are required at Preliminary Plan. A copy of the application has been referred to
Gunnison County Public Works and the Town of Mt. Crested Butte for review and comment.

Comments from Marlene Crosby, Director of Public Works, in an email dated June 11, 2019
included:

“The width of the roads is not clearly defined, but it appears that Road A and Road B are
not wide enough to allow two 11’ lanes and 4’ shoulders. The width of Road C may need
to be adjusted to accommodate traffic and grade;

Road surfacing is not shown, but roads should be paved,;

The emergency access turn-around for Lot 6 and Lot 7 appears to be beyond the 150’
required by our Standards;

The location of Road A directly under Hunter Hill Road could cause some issues during
the winter as the snow from Hunter Hill Road will be deposited over the edge and
potentially ending up on Road A. If that is the case, the snow would either be plowed
onto the multi-family lots or have to be carried to the snow storage area.

Due to the density of the development and the complexity of defining impacts of the
development on roads that are not County maintained or under County jurisdiction our
department will request an outside review by a professional traffic engineer selected by
our department.”

The applicant provided the following written response on June 20, 2019:
“The width of roads A and B are initially designed by Norm Whitehead to be 22’ wide with
2’ shoulders. Road C was designed to be 16’ to comply with guidelines for ADT of 40. The
majority of the grade of Road C is very flat ranging from 0 to 3 %.
-Roads shall be paved

-The need for an emergency turn-around by Lots 6 and 7 has not yet been determined.
There is ample room for one if needed based on final design.

-Hunter Hill road has a 60°'ROW which allows for ample snow from road plowing. Visually
confirmed this last winter.

-We do not agree that Hunter Hill Rd. is not under Gunnison County jurisdiction.”
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On September 12, 2019, Cathie Pagano, Director of Community Development sent a letter to the
Town of Mt. Crested Butte regarding access on the subject parcel and requested, “clarification
from the Town on whether Hunter Ridge, LLC has permission from the Town to access the subject
parcel for the proposed development.”

Janet Farmer, Mayor of the Town of Mt. Crested Butte responded in a letter dated October 2,
2019 and stated:

“Legal access to a landlocked parcel of land has never been in dispute. The question is
more related to the impact on Town roads, most notably Hunter Hill Rd, and surrounding
hillside that may occur as a result of development activities and resulting continuing use
of the road as homes are built.

The portion of Hunter Hill Road in question has never been legally dedicated nor accepted
as a public road, however, it is in fact serving as a public road and is described as a portion
of the right of way on the bargain and sale deed. The road is located within the County
and the land proposed for development is also within the County. Therefore, while the
Town cannot deny access over a public road, we do believe that the impact of the
proposed development as it relates to the road must be evaluated under the County’s
Land Use Resolution. This would include application of the LUR development standards
relating to roadways: Article 12, Sections 101, 102 and 103. Further, the Town requests
that any Town road standards which are more stringent be applied to analysis of the
application (Chapter 18, Article IlI, Divisions 2 & 3 Code of the Town of Mt. Crested Bultte,
Colorado).

Application of the Article 12 standards will require a traffic study, as well as potential
mitigation of impacts, if such can mitigated.”

A detailed road plan, traffic study and summary addressing compliance with the Town of Mt.
Crested Butte’s road standards shall be included as part of the Preliminary Plan application.

Section 12-104: Public Trails.
Not applicable, no trails are proposed or impacted as part of this application.

Section 12-105: Water Supply.

Applicable, the applicant has provided a letter from Michael Fabbre of the Mt. Crested Butte Water
and Sanitation District dated February 14, 2019 stating “the Mt. Crested Butte Water and
Sanitation District is capable of supplying water and sewer services to the Hunter Hill Road
property, parcel number: 3177-264-00-053, if it is annexed into the Mt. Crested Butte Water and
Sanitation district.”

The application complies with Section 12-105: B. Connection to Existing Systems.

Section 12-106: Sewage Disposal/Wastewater Treatment.

Applicable, the applicant has provided a letter from Michael Fabbre of the Mt. Crested Butte Water
and Sanitation District dated February 14, 2019 stating “the Mt. Crested Butte Water and
Sanitation District is capable of supplying water and sewer services to the Hunter Hill Road
property, parcel number: 3177-264-00-053, if it is annexed into the Mt. Crested Butte Water and
Sanitation district.”

The application complies with Section 12-106: B. Connection to Existing Systems.
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Section 12-107: Fire Protection.

Applicable, the subject parcel is within the Crested Butte Fire Protection District (CBFPD) and a
copy of the application has been referred to CBFPD and Colorado State Forest Service for review
and comment.

Comments from the Colorado State Forest Service are noted above in Section 11-105.
Comments from the CBFPD state:

“Access as shown on the site plan submitted December 6, 2018 is approved with the following
conditions:
1. Proposed road names cannot be duplicated. Water supply as shown on the site plan
submitted December 6, 2018 is approved with the following conditions:
a. Fire flows must meet the requirements for the size of the proposed homes.”

Section 13-102: Location with a Municipal Three Mile Plan

The subject parcel is within three miles of the Towns of Mt. Crested Butte and Crested Butte.
Neither town has adopted an intergovernmental agreement related to a three mile plan with
Gunnison County. Where there may be conflicts between County and Town standards, County
standards apply.

Comments from the Town of Mt. Crested Butte from Carlos Velado, Community Development
Director in a letter dated June 11, 2019 include:

“‘On June 19, 2018 The Mt Crested Butte Town Council denied the Subdivision Plan
Sketch Plan Application submitted by Hunter Ridge, LLC by a vote of 6-1. There also was
an annexation application submitted to the Town but since annexation approval was
contingent upon subdivision approval, the Annexation Application was essentially
terminated by the Council’s denial of the subdivision sketch plan. The Councils concerns
that led to the denial included slope stability, the lack of demonstrated need for the
additional lots given the current inventory, and compliance with specific aspects of the
Town’s Community Plan. It was stated that the proposed development did not address the
following requirements of the Community Plan:

1) Foster a distinctive, attractive community with a strong sense of place.

2) Foster a well-balanced community through integrated design that promotes economic
diversity, transit, and pedestrian-friendly lifestyles, and the mixing of people from different
backgrounds.

3) Encourage land use to occur in such a way that it protects and enhances the existing
physical and natural environment.

4) Provided for a “critical mass” of permanent local residents by providing quality
community housing integrated into the larger community and by creating a range of
housing opportunities and choices.

The plan submitted to the County is also materially different than the one that was denied
by the Town. The new application has more than double the density than was proposed
to the Town. The new plan has 16 units which is comprised of 4 multi-family (triplexes)
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and 4 single family units. The plan submitted to the Town was for 7 single family units.
The access has also changed. The Plan submitted to the Town had access from Castle
Rd while the new plan comes from Hunter Hill Rd. | have attached the land use plan that
was submitted to the Town for reference. The Mt. Crested Butte Town Council has
reviewed the subdivision sketch plan and voted 5-0 to have the following comments
forwarded to the Gunnison County Planning Commission:

The Mt. Crested Butte Town Council requests that the Hunter Ridge Major Impact Land
Use Sketch Plan Application Located at 45 Hunter Hill Road Submitted by Hunter Ridge,
LLC to be denied by the County for the following reasons:

* The project is within our 3 Mile Plan and if the property were developed, the Town would
prefer it to be within our Town Boundaries;

» The previous plan did not demonstrate need due to the current inventory in Town and
the current proposed development does not either;

» The proposed application does not meet the principals of the continuity of the Town;
» Reasons for the Town Council's denial of the previous project were well documented,;
» Concerns still persist about the geology at the project;

» The proposed sizes of the structures are inconsistent with Mt. Crested Butte's permitted
maximum square footage; and

* The previous Town Council denied the previous sketch plan 6-1.”
The applicant’s response dated June 20, 2019 to the Town of Mt. Crested Bultte letter stated:

“One of the main reasons for recommendation for denial by the Mt Crested Butte Town
Council was the lack of “‘need”. Economic viability or need is not a consideration under
the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution or the Mt. Crested Butte Town Code.

-The Hunter Ridge project does ‘meet the principals of the continuity of the Town.’

-The proposed development preserves the character of the neighborhood by being similar
or less in density. The existing neighborhood to the North is comprised of High Density
Multi-Family buildings of 32, 30 and 15 units, Low Density Multi-Family buildings of 3, 4,
5, 6 and 8 units and Single Family. The existing neighborhood to the East is comprised of
a Fourplex and Single Family.

Our proposal blends in well by graduating down to our proposed less dense Triplex and
then Single Family.

The topography and slope of the building sites is a continuation of the bordering land to
the North being a moderate (24%) and typical for much of Mt. CB building sites. In addition,
covenants for setback, open space, height, bulk, landscaping and footprint requirements
will be substantially the same as for Mt. CB.

-Concerns about geology should be alleviated by the positive, extensive soils report
produced by the respected firm of Lambert & Associates. Even though 3-4 drill holes would
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have been sufficient for this size property, we instructed them to drill 7 holes just to provide
an extra measure of safety. The holes were drilled down to as much as 45 feet. In their
Slope Stability Analysis, they found that ‘...the slopes within and adjacent to the proposed
site improvements are stable at their present condition...’

Further, their scientific analysis calculated the driving forces of the soil related to the
resisting forces and found that in three cross sections the lot had Minimum Factor of Safety
factors of 1.530, 1.517 and 1.722. A calculated Factor of Safety of 1.5 is considered by
the geotechnical engineering industry as a minimum factor of safety for a slope to be
considered as stable.

-The concern about the maximum square footage of the structures being inconsistent with
Town of Mt Crested Butte’s regulations can be easily alleviated simply by us increasing
the size of the lots. This would however decrease the size of the Open Space which we
believe would not be a desirable option.”

Comments from Town of Crested Butte, Town Planner Bob Nevins in a letter dated June 11, 2019
stated:

“Density: The current sketch plan proposal that includes 8 lots/16 residential units on 10.28
acres (1.6 units/ acre) appears to be too dense based on the natural site
features/constraints and neighborhood context. The previous proposal that was reviewed
and denied by the Town of Mt. Crested Butte contained a total of 7 single-family lots/7
residential units (0.7 units/acre).

» Mass and Scale: The proposed maximum building size of 8,600 square feet seems to
be larger and potentially more massive than the existing, adjacent single-family residences
and low density multi-family buildings.

» Access: The proposed private access drive from Hunter Hill Road requires considerable
engineering and it is not easily negotiable, especially during the winter months. There is a
large amount of fill material and a substantial retaining wall required on the upper 600
lineal feet of roadway that is a dead-end which is over 1,300 feet in length. Road B that
accesses the four (4) tri-plex lots results in a 200-feet long cut-bank. The prior submittal
accessed the site from Castle Road with a 750 feet long access drive that had a straight
alignment and more balanced cut/fill slopes.

» Open Space: The proposed dedicated open space is reasonable as it includes 5.28 acres
or 51% of the site that will be retained as natural open space. The proposed open areas
generally include the lower portions of the property that have slopes greater than 30% and
are identified as avalanche zones per the Town of Mt. Crested Butte. It may be
appropriate to consider providing increased buffer/landscaped areas between the four (4)
tri-plexes and the existing low density multi-family units immediately to the north.

» Workforce Housing: This development should generate the need for additional employee
housing beyond the proposed two (2) deed-restricted workforce housing units: from the
need for construction workers to install utilities and construct homes, to servers and lift
operators, and including teachers, police officers and others who will provide services to
the future residents of this development. Therefore, to mitigate the increased density of
sixteen (16) units and the generation of additional employees, the owner/developer should
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consider providing a minimum of forty percent (40%) or 6.4 units of Essential Housing in
accordance with LUR Section 9-604 Incentives to provide Essential Housing.

* Visual Impacts: The site is visible from the Town of Crested Butte and especially from
Gothic Road. As such, careful consideration needs to be given to the mass, scale and
height of the proposed buildings, architectural-character and use of non-glare materials,
site grading (minimizing cuts/fills and retaining walls), landscaping and lighting.

» Other Public Impacts: The impacts to public services and facilities such as schools,
parks, trails and emergency services should also be analyzed to ensure proper mitigation
measures are required to provide adequate compensation for the ‘change in use.’

The Town of Mt. Crested Butte adopted its amended 3-Mile Plan on September 4, 2018.
Section 2. Annexation of the Plan includes future development areas and specifically
identifies the Hunter Ridge parcel, “the 10.28 acre parcel of land below Hunter Hill Rd.
between Timberline and Overlook Condos (shown on Exhibit A as ‘Area A’ in white shaded
area.)” The annexation of this parcel by the Town of Mt. Crested Butte would be consistent
and comport with the Town of Crested Butte Area Plan.

In summary, it seems prudent for Hunter Ridge, LLC to withdraw the County Sketch Plan
application and to re-submit the Hunter Ridge Sketch Plan proposal to the Town of Mt.
Crested Butte for consideration of annexation and the extension of municipal services
including sewer and water in accordance with the Town’s duly adopted 3-Mile Plan.”

The applicant responded in a letter dated June 20, 2019:

“Density. The proposed development preserves the character of the neighborhood by
being similar or less in density. The existing neighborhood to the North is comprised of
High Density Multi-Family buildings of 32, 30 and 15 units, Low Density Multi-Family
buildings of 3, 4, 5, 6 and 8 units and Single Family. The existing neighborhood to the East
is comprised of a Fourplex and Single Family.

Our proposal blends in well by graduating down to our proposed less dense Triplex and
then Single Family.

The topography and slope of the building sites is a continuation of the bordering land to
the North being a moderate (24%) and typical for much of Mt. CB building sites. In addition,
covenants for setback, open space, height, bulk, landscaping and footprint requirements
will be substantially the same as for Mt. CB.Taken from Crested Butte’s own Three Mile
Plan:

‘The intent of this Plan is to encourage development to take place in an orderly fashion by
encouraging new development to expand upon existing urban services and to avoid
patterns of leapfrog, noncontiguous, scattered development within the MSRV’ pg.18

‘For purposes of this policy, if a subdivision is located adjacent to the parcel proposed for
subdivision, the density of the whole subdivision, including streets, parks and open space,
will be considered the density of that parcel.’ pg.16

‘Higher density is directed to areas near existing development’ pg.3
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‘The density should not exceed the average density per acre for the parcels surrounding
the land proposed to be subdivided or the density of areas described in Policy LU 7,
whichever is applicable’ pg.16

Mass and Scale. The neighborhood has several huge Multi-Family structures and large
Single Family homes

Access. The private road has been planned by a licensed engineer and has been
approved by the Crested Butte Fire Dept. The grade is substantially less than the
Gunnison County allowed maximum and is typical of many roads in Mt. Crested Butte.

Open Space. Buffering landscaping can be added to the covenants.
Workforce Housing. The two proposed units exceeds the County requirements.

Visual Impacts. We mitigate visual impact by substantially duplicating the Mt. CB
requirements for setback, open space, height, bulk, landscaping and footprint
requirements.

Possible annexation into town of Mt. Crested Butte. We feel that Mt. CB has made it clear
they do not want this parcel developed. They rejected a simple low density, 7-lot Single
Family proposal and now reject a slightly higher density that would provide some much
needed lower cost and workforce housing.”

When there are conflicts between a three mile plan and County standards, County standards shall
apply.

Section 13-103: General Site Plan Standards And Lot Measurements.

Applicable, the site plan for this proposed development must meet the site plan criteria of this
section, including proposed and existing roads, driveways, lot lines, building sites, and natural
features of the site. The “Development Layout Plan,” of the Sketch Plan submittal dated August
29, 2019 complies with the requirements of this Section.

Section 13-104: Setbacks from Property Lines and Road Rights-of-Way.

Applicable, the application generally complies with the standards of this Section for property line
setbacks. The “Development Layout Plan,” of the Sketch Plan submittal dated August 29, 2019
complies with the requirements of this Section.

Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages.

Applicable, the applicant proposes that the four single-family residences be no greater than 8,500
square feet and the triplex buildings are no larger than 8,500 square feet. The applicant did
increase the lot size of the proposed parcels to demonstrate compliance with the Town of Mt.
Crested Butte’s floor area ratio standards.

Section 13-107: Installation of Solid Fuel-Burning Devices
Applicable, the standards of this Section shall be applied at the time of building permit application.

Section 13-108: Open Space And Recreation Areas

Applicable, a major impact residential project is required to provide 30% open space. The
“Development Layout Plan,” dated August 29, 2019 shows 4.12 acres (40%) of open space; the
total parcel size is 10.28 acres.
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Section 13-109: Signs.
Applicable, any proposed sign(s) shall meet the requirements of this Section. The applicant may
submit designs for any proposed signs at the Preliminary Plan stage.

Section 13-110: Off-Road Parking And Loading.
Applicable, parking in compliance with this Section shall be required. Specific detail and location
shall be demonstrated as part of the Preliminary Plan application.

Section 13-111: Landscaping And Buffering.

Applicable, this Section requires that a Major Impact application “shall integrate the elements of
the site plan and design, so that the land use change preserves and enhances the unique identity
of the site. Landscaping may include plant materials including trees, shrubs, ground covers,
perennials and annuals, and other materials including rocks, walls, fences, planters and paving
materials.”

Applicable, a “Landscape Plan,” dated March 12, 2019 was submitted on page 60 of the Sketch
Plan submittal and show that there will be two bushes, eight aspen trees, and four coniferous
trees installed. A landscaping plan integrating the recommendations of the Colorado State Forest
Service shall be included as part of the Preliminary Plan application.

Section 13-112: Snow storage.

Applicable, the “Development Layout Plan,” of the Sketch Plan submittal dated August 29, 2019
shows the proposed snow storage location. A copy of the application has been referred to
Gunnison County Public Works and comments dated June 11, 2019 state:

“The location of Road A directly under Hunter Hill Road could cause some issues during
the winter as the snow from Hunter Hill Road will be deposited over the edge and
potentially ending up on Road A. If that is the case, the snow would either be plowed
onto the multi-family lots or have to be carried to the snow storage area.

Due to the density of the development and the complexity of defining impacts of the
development on roads that are not County maintained or under County jurisdiction our
department will request an outside review by a professional traffic engineer selected by
our department.”

A detailed snow storage plan that addresses the concerns of Gunnison County Public Works, the
Town of Mt. Crested Butte and the general public shall be included as part of the Preliminary Plan
application.

Section 13-113: Fencing

Applicable, the proposed development is adjacent to agricultural operations, as defined in the
Gunnison County Land Use Resolution. Any fencing installed at the subject parcel shall comply
with the requirements of this Section.

Section 13-114: Exterior Lighting.
Applicable, the standards of this Section shall be applied at the time of building permit application.
All lighting proposed on the parcel shall comply with this Section.

Section 13-115: Reclamation And Noxious Weed Control.
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Applicable, the applicant has acknowledged that a reclamation plan, prepared in compliance with
this Section, shall be required at Preliminary Plan. A reclamation permit is required for road cutting
and/or construction, homesite clearing and berm construction.

Section 13-116: Grading And Erosion Control.
Applicable, the applicant has submitted a “Drainage Plan” dated March 15, 2019 on page 61 of
the Sketch Plan application.

Details of grading and erosion control are appropriately required at Preliminary Plan level of
review as elements of detailed engineered plans.

Section 13-117: Drainage, Construction And Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff.
Applicable, this is a Major Impact subdivision, which may create more than 10,000 square feet of
impervious surface area created by road and driveway improvements. A plan pursuant to this
Section is required to be submitted in the Preliminary Plan, certified by a qualified professional
engineer licensed in the State of Colorado, indicating that this project meets the standards of this
Section including methods to ensure that drainage will not injure adjacent lands. Documentation
of whether a Stormwater Discharge Permit is required for this project by the Colorado Department
of Public Health and Environment is also required to be submitted as part of Preliminary Plan.

Subject to State standards, storm water runoff is required to be managed onsite, to direct runoff
to stable, vegetated areas capable of maintaining sheet flow for infiltration, or to discharge to a
storm water conveyance structure, designed to accommodate the projected additional flows from
the proposed project.

Section 13-118: Water Impoundments.
Not applicable, no water impoundments, as defined in this Section, are proposed as part of this
application.

Section 13-119: Standards to Ensure Compatible Uses.

Applicable, this Section notes that, “Proposed land use changes shall be designed, constructed,
and maintained in a manner that will not adversely affect the character and tranquility of nearby
residential or public use areas, as well as the following:

1. Hazards or Nuisances. Land use changes shall not subject other uses to undue noise,
dust, fumes, odor, explosion, aircraft flight patterns, or other hazards or nuisances,
whether the result of design, location, basic character, or of planned or reasonably
expected growth.

2. Adverse Impacts to Adjoining Land. Land use changes shall eliminate or minimize
or mitigate conflicts between adjoining land uses and to the maximum extent feasible,
avoid changes that will result in significant net adverse impact to adjoining land.

“Significant net adverse effect” is defined in the Land Use Resolution as, “...an impact of an action,
after mitigation, which is considerable or substantial, and unfavorable or harmful; includes social,
economic, physical, health, aesthetic and historical impacts, and biological impacts including but
not limited to, effects on natural resources or the structure or function of affected ecosystems.”

Further, this Section notes that, “...the applicable review body may recommend and the decision-
making body shall be authorized to impose conditions that are necessary to minimize any
potentially adverse impacts” as conditions of approval of a Permit, but does not require that those
conditions be devised in actions taken on plans submitted in the phases of review that precede
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recommendation and/or action on a Permit (in this case, Sketch or Preliminary Plans for a Major
Impact project).

Conditions that may be imposed upon the Permit may include: Limitation on hours of operation
and deliveries; relocation on a site of activities that generate potential adverse impacts on
adjacent uses including noises and glare; appropriate placement of trash receptacles;
appropriate location of loading and delivery areas; appropriate lighting location, intensity, and
hours of illumination; appropriate placement and illumination of outdoor vending machines,
telephones, and similar outdoor services and activities; the requirement of additional landscaping
and buffering; the imposition of height and size restrictions to preserve light, privacy, views of
significant features from public property and rights-of-way, and to ensure reasonable compatibility
of structure sizes; preservation of natural lighting and solar access; ventilation and control of odors
and fumes; and the imposition of paving or other means as a dust control measure.

Article 15: Right-to-Ranch Policy.
Applicable, the standards of this Section shall apply to the proposed development.

FINDINGS:

a. This Sketch Plan application is generally consistent with the standards and requirements
of the Resolution, pursuant to Section 7-103, i.e., compliance of the proposed land use
change with the standards of the Resolution are required to be determined broadly and
conceptually during Sketch Plan review. This application has broadly addressed, and the
Commission has broadly evaluated this submittal for its integration of the standards of
the Resolution within its conceptual presentation of the proposed development. The
burden in the Preliminary Plan review is on the applicant to provide detailed information
and mitigation proposals for evaluation.

b. A determination of whether or not the proposed land use change would result in a
significant adverse net effect to adjacent land uses can occur only after the applicant has
designed mitigations in response to conflicts and general issues raised during this Sketch
Plan review process. While the applicant has proffered conceptual mitigations to
elements that have been raised as issues by the public and by the Planning Commission,

c. Phasing has not been proposed by the applicant within this Sketch Plan submittal.

There appear to wetland plant species on the subject parcel and a wetlands delineation
certified by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers or documentation that no wetlands exist shall
be submitted as part of the Preliminary Plan application.

Colorado Parks and Wildlife identified recommendations for protection of wildlife and wildlife
habitat in their comment letter which shall be integrated in the Preliminary Plan application.

Colorado State Forest Service included recommendations for mitigation of wildlife risk in their
comment letter which shall be incorporated as part of the Preliminary Plan application.

Conflicts exist between the Town of Mt. Crested Butte’s community plan and the County’s
standards. County standards shall apply where there are conflicts.

The proposed development and density is substantially similar to the neighborhood parcels.

The Mt. Crested Butte Water and Sanitation District has indicated a willingness to serve the
proposed development.

The subject parcel is in an area of mapped geologic hazards. The applicant submitted a report
from Lambert and Associates, dated December 27, 2018 titled, “Theoretical Slope Stability
Analysis for the Proposed Hunter Ridge Subdivision, Crested Butte, Colorado.”

Concerns related to traffic, access, and safety have been expressed by Gunnison County

a. Client/Client-Property data will be treated as Confidential Information by Inntopia, not to be
published or distributed unless aggregated with other similar data and indistinguishable as a
result. Inntopia will retain all data in its secure web portal, produce and distribute agreed upon
reports for Client and Client-Properties and retain exclusive rights to the data and various
reports, provided that no individual Client-Property data is disclosed, nor any aggregated data
made public, nor will Inntopia disclose aggregated destination data, unless with Client approval.
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For example, Client and Client-Property data might be combined with other similar data as part
of a broader regional or industry-wide report set.

b. As part of the Separate-but related Client-Property Subscription Agreement (Attachment C),
Client Properties and their respective Subscribers, acknowledge and agree that all information,
reports and related data posted within Inntopia’s DestiMetrics web portal and/or otherwise
provided by Inntopia is CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION, to which access is restricted, and
reproduction, distribution or sharing of this CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION is STRICTLY
PROHIBITED and enforceable by law excepting only when specific written agreement provides
otherwise.

c. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in this Section shall restrict Client or Client Property
regarding any Confidential Information which (i) You can prove You rightfully possessed before
You received such information from another party; (ii) subsequently becomes publicly available
through no fault of Yours; (iii) You can prove You develop independently; or (iv) is subsequently
furnished rightfully to You by a third party without restrictions on use or disclosure; or (v) is
required to be disclosed in response to a valid order of a court or other official governmental
body, provided however that You shall first give notice to Inntopia of such disclosure and shall
allow Inntopia to try to obtain a protective order requiring that the information and/or
documents so disclosed be used only for the purposes required by law.

3. Inherent Limitations and Restrictions: Notwithstanding the reasonable and best efforts undertaken
by the parties to fully perform their respective obligations as provided for herein, the parties
acknowledge and agree that there are inherent limitations and/or restrictions which may alter,
influence and otherwise affect the results and the success of this Agreement and may thereby provide
justifiable cause and reason for inability to perform certain obligations by a given party. These
limitations and restrictions include, without limitation, the following:

a. Client-Property Subscribers submission of timely and accurate data is vital to the performance of
this Agreement, but beyond the control or direction of either Inntopia or the Client, and could
result in a failure to start or maintain the minimum thresholds of sufficient quantity or quality of
data (Data Integrity) to publish viable reports in which case:

b. Immediately by Client if Inntopia commits a material breach of any term of this Agreement
which (in the case of a breach capable of being remedied) is not remedied within thirty (30)
days of written notice of breach.

c. Immediately by either party if one party files for protection from creditors pursuant to the
Bankruptcy Act, has a petition of bankruptcy filed with respect to the party, is declared
insolvent or makes an assignment for the benefit of creditors.

d. Client acknowledges and agrees that the provisions set forth in this Agreement are based
upon a commitment by Client to the initial term of one year. Client further acknowledges
and agrees that if Client terminates this Agreement prior to the expiration of the initial term
set forth above or any renewal term, Inntopia will suffer substantial damages, which would
be difficult to quantify. Client therefore acknowledges and agrees that if it should terminate
this Agreement prior to the end of the initial term set forth above or any renewal term, for
any reason other than a failure of Inntopia to complete the Services as described in this
Agreement, in addition to all other amounts which Client may owe Inntopia pursuant to the
provisions of this Agreement, Client shall pay to Inntopia the balance of the monthly Fees
remaining in the Term or any renewal Term.

6. Independent Contractor: Inntopia and the Client shall be considered independent contractors.
Neither Inntopia nor the Client is an employee, agent, joint venturer or partner of the other entity.
Nothing shall be interpreted as creating an employment relationship between or among Inntopia
and the Client. Inntopia shall have control of the manner and means by which its services are
provided to the Client subject to the terms and provisions of this Agreement.

7. Limitation of Liability: IN NO EVENT SHALL INNTOPIA, OR ITS OFFICERS’, EMPLOYEES’, DIRECTORS’,
PARENT’S, OR SUBSIDIARIES’ LIABILITY TO YOU ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT,
WHETHER BASED ON AN ACTION OR CLAIM IN CONTRACT OR TORT, INCLUDING NEGLIGENCE, STRICT
LIABILITY OR WARRANTY, EXCEED THE FEES PAID BY YOU TO INNTOPIA HEREUNDER IN THE TWELVE
MONTH PERIOD PRECEDING THE DATE OF FILING ANY CLAIM. IN ALLOCATING THE RISKS UNDER
THIS AGREEMENT, THE PARTIES AGREE THAT THE LIMITATION ON DAMAGES IN THIS SECTION
SHOULD SPECIFICALLY APPLY TO ANY ALTERNATIVE REMEDY ORDERED BY A COURT IF SUCH COURT
DETERMINES THAT THE SOLE AND EXCLUSIVE REMEDIES PROVIDED IN SECTION 5 FAIL IN THEIR
ESSENTIAL PURPOSE. IN NO EVENT WHATSOEVER SHALL INNTOPIA OR ITS OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES
DIRECTORS, PARENTS, OR SUBSIDIARIES BE LIABLE FOR CONSEQUENTIAL, INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT, OR
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SPECIAL DAMAGES, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, LOST PROFITS, LOST REVENUE, LOST DATA,
LOSS OF USE, FAILURE TO REALIZE EXPECTED SAVINGS, OR OTHER COMMERCIAL OR ECONOMIC LOSS
OF ANY KIND OR FOR ANY CLAIM AGAINST CUSTOMER BY ANY THIRD PARTY ARISING OUT OF OR IN
CONNECTION WITH THE DELIVERY, USE, PERFORMANCE OR LICENSING OF THE SYSTEM OR SERVICES
PERFORMED UNDER THIS AGREEMENT OR ANY BREACH OF THIS AGREEMENT, EVEN IF INNTOPIA HAS
BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES.

General This Agreement is the entire agreement between Inntopia and Client and supersedes any
prior agreements or understandings between the parties. It shall not be amended, varied, or modified
unless in writing executed by both parties hereto. This Agreement shall be governed by and
construed under the laws of the State of Vermont without consideration of choice of law provisions.
Customer hereby consents to jurisdiction of the courts of the State of Vermont or the United States
District Court located in Burlington, Vermont for the purpose of enforcing the provisions of this
Agreement, or resolving any dispute arising out of this Agreement. Nothing contained in this
Agreement shall be construed to create a partnership or joint venture between the parties hereto or
their successors in interest. Inntopia is acting solely as an independent contractor and not as an agent
of Customer. The parties signing this agreement represent and warrant that they are authorized to
sign on behalf of and bind their respective companies to this Agreement. By executing this
Agreement, each signatory confirms that he or she is acting as principal or has the requisite corporate
authority to execute this Agreement on behalf of his or her employer or Inntopia. Neither the
acceptance of any partial or delinquent payment by Inntopia or Inntopia’s failure to exercise any of its
rights or remedies on default of Customer shall be a waiver of the default, a modification of this
Agreement or Customer’s obligations under this Agreement, or a waiver of any subsequent default by
Customer. A waiver will be valid only if it is in writing and signed by Inntopia. Customer agrees not to
export, directly or indirectly, any U.S. source technical data acquired from Inntopia or any products
utilizing such data to countries outside the United States, which export may be in violation of the
United States export laws or regulations. This Agreement will bind and benefit the successors and
assignees of the parties, but Customer may not assign Customer’s rights and obligations under the
Agreement without Inntopia’s prior written consent. Should any litigation be commenced between
the parties hereto concerning this Agreement, the System or the rights and duties of either in relation
thereto, the party prevailing in such litigation shall be entitled, in addition to such other relief as may
be granted, to a reasonable sum for its expenses and attorney’s fees in such litigation which shall be
determined by the court in such litigation. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement
or by law, any and all notices or other communications required or permitted by this Agreement or by
law to be served on, given to, or delivered to either party hereto by the other party to this Agreement
shall be in writing and shall be deemed duly served, given, delivered, and received when personally
delivered to the party to whom it is directed, or in lieu of such personal delivery, when deposited in
the United States mail, first-class postage prepaid, to the address set forth on the first page of this
agreement, or to such address as a party may from time to time communicate in writing to the other
party. The headings in this Agreement are for convenience only and shall have no legal significance.
In case this Agreement is found to contain any mistake, including any error, ambiguity, illegality or
omission, then it shall be interpreted as if such mistake were rectified in a manner which implements
the intent of the parties as nearly as possible and effects substantial fairness under all circumstances.
This Agreement may be executed simultaneously in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same Agreement.

e 1.1 The Economy: A collection of national and local economic and travel indicators as well as comparative
sales/lodging tax and airport enplanement data, collected and updated monthly from publicly available
sources and presented on Inntopia’s DestiMetrics secure web portal.

e 1.2 Monthly Briefing: A monthly narrative summary of Inntopia Travel News Talker, The Economy and
Inntopia “industry-wide” econometric data, with expert interpretation and supporting economic indicator
dashboard graphics.

e 1.3 Travel News Talker: A synopsis of current economic and destination travel news, aggregated from
various 3" party sources and selected for the destination travel industry marketing and management
professionals, and updated regularly and posted on Inntopia’s DestiMetrics secure web portal.

The number of available units, room nights and related
revenue are collected, from which Occupancy average daily rate (ADR), and revenue per available room night

In addition to our direct marketing spend which makes up about $1.1 million in spending, there
are six additional avenues TAPP uses to reach potential travelers to the valley: Buttery, our
creative agency. Blister, a mountain enthusiasts media company. Matchstick, the producer of
mountain movies. TerraQuest, serving competitive mountain athletes. Social Media, targeted to
mountain travelers and athletes. And Unpaid Media, leveraging sports writers’ work across the
globe.

There are three ways TAPP measures the effectiveness of the six avenues: Colvita, which
measures engagement. Arrivalist, which measures actual movement in the travel industry. And
Cision, which places a dollar value on unpaid media as if it were paid for.

The reasons TAPP has been so successful in driving business to the Gunnison Valley are these:

1. We have found the target audience that is most likely to visit the valley, and return.
“Temporary locals” who share our passion for the outdoors. The valley experience
delivers on the promise of our marketing campaigns.

2. We target those temporary locals.

3. Our measuring tools—Colvita, Arrivalist, and Cision—are relentlessly employed in
sorting and discarding efforts that produce below average results for efforts that
produce stronger results.

Buttery Agency, ~$200,000

Buttery is a creative agency that produces branded videos, designs ads, and keeps a consistent
voice for TAPP’s seasonal marketing campaigns. High-quality creative material, especially video,
is imperative to generate clicks on social ads (see Article 1 and Article 2 for statistics and more

details). Some of the Buttery staff are local to Crested Butte, so they know the trails, work with
local models, and understand the valley’s sustainable tourism goals. This winter’s spend with
Buttery totals about $56,000 for social media ad design, 5 videos, 27 digital ads, copy for
advertisements and 1 print ad (for a delayed summer campaign). This year’s contract is larger
than a normal year because it also includes a TAPP brand guide at $50,000. The brand guide will
be a recipe book for all future content including our planned website redevelopments this
summer. The brand book will put institutional knowledge down on paper so we won't lose it
should we have staff or contractor turnover. The summer campaign is similar to winter, but
with more videos and ads. Please see Example 1 and Example 2 for samples of ads we have

used this year. Example 3 and Example 4 show what videos look like for summer and winter

campaigns. TAPP also sponsored Buttery’s short film, Born from Junk. Born from Junk Part 1

chronicles the origins of mountain biking in the Gunnison Valley. The film has already won
several awards and has been accepted into film festivals in the U.S. and internationally. Part 2
was filmed this summer and will be released next year.

Blister Gear Review, $127,000

Blister Gear Review is an outdoor recreation equipment review website located in Mt. Crested

Butte. TAPP's campaign with Blister is focused on raising awareness of the valley as a tourism
destination amongst a serious mountain outdoor audience. This audience is 18-55-year-old
outdoor enthusiasts, especially mountain bikers and skiers, who have higher-than-average
incomes. Our media buy with Blister is unique due to the many different platforms through
which they promote our message. Each year, our website is linked and the valley is mentioned
in 200 new gear reviews (see Example 5 and Example 6). The valley is responsibly geotagged in

600 social media posts (Example 7). We sponsor 100 podcast episodes (some of our favorites
are with Cody Townsend, Eoin Comerford and Andy Sovick). Our banner ad appears in 24 email

newsletters to an audience of 47,000 subscribers. The valley is highlighted in the cover photo
and throughout Blister’s Winter Buyer’s Guide which sees 4.65 million website page views and

10,000 print copies are distributed across the globe. We purchased 5 million homepage banner

ad impressions, too. Each month, Blister sends us a report (Example 8) with data on pageviews,
podcast downloads, etc. Blister gives us at least 50 seasonal outdoor recreation photos per
month with full usage rights. We’re currently using one of their photos on our homepage, and
we use them on our social media posts, too (Example 9). This upcoming year, our contract with
Blister included sponsorship of the Blister Summit, a winter sports gear convention in Mt.
Crested Butte. Our media buy with Blister does not only help with our mission to grow lodging
revenues with marketing. Blister relocated to the valley based on the partnership that we
worked out with them. They are exporting their product around the globe and bringing money
and jobs back to the valley. The Blister Speaker Series @ Western brings top Outdoor Industry
influencers to the Gunnison Valley. By attracting top outdoor industry professionals to the
valley we have built a reputation for Western that they are the place for the Outdoor Industry.
This has helped the Outdoor Industry MBA gain credibility.

Matchstick Productions, $100,000

Matchstick is an extreme sports movie production company located in Crested Butte. This year
TAPP partnered with them to sponsor a full-length mountain biking film. Over 75% of the film
will be shot in the Gunnison Valley, and the Gunnison-Crested Butte logo will appear in the
beginning credits. Matchstick has guaranteed 40 million impressions of ads, email newsletters

and social media posts that promote TAPP’s website and social media channels. TAPP will also

receive video and images with full usage rights.
Colvita Creative, ~$75,000

Colvita is a media buying agency based in Eagle, Colorado. Colvita staff work with vendors on
pricing, placement and geo-targeting of TAPP’s ads. They design, test, run and optimize social
media ads targeted to our desired audience. They created a Google data studio with real-time

data for this winter’s campaign performance. We meet weekly to analyze campaign
performance and modify the campaign on the fly. Colvita also provides seasonal campaign
reports to us. This is the first year we’ve worked with Colvita, so we don’t have a seasonal
report from them yet. Here’s a slide from our 2020 summer campaign report, which was put

together by our former media buying agency, Hill Aevium.
Arrivalist $60,000
Arrivalist is a digital platform that helps TAPP analyze the behavior of visitors to the Gunnison

Valley. Arrivalist is a unique tool that helps us understand correlations between ad engagement
and actual arrivals in-market. Through Arrivalist, we assess ad conversions (arrival in market

after seeing an ad). We observe travel patterns, including length of stay, origin markets and the

relative popularity of various points of interest across the valley. This tool has given us insight
that is useful across many of our missions. Beyond driving where, when and how we market, it
also gives us a sense of how many annual visitors we have. This has been an instrumental tool
for us to offer data when speaking to new businesses that are considering relocation. We have
also shared this data with Western students who have worked on various research projects
including things like backcountry use which can drive some stewardship decision making.

Social Media Content, $42,000

TAPP has two social media accounts: @visitgcb (Gunnison-Crested Butte on Facebook) and

@chgtrails (CBGTrails on Facebook). Our organic, or unpaid, social media presence is an

important part of establishing the brand identity of the valley. It’s also an effective platform by
which to educate followers about sustainability issues and to encourage public land users to
behave responsibly. Our social media coordinator, Danica Bona, is based in Crested Butte and
takes new photos as trails open and seasons change to ensure timely content. TAPP has full
usage rights to all photos and videos posted to the account. In addition, Danica helps up to
organize our extensive content libraries. We coordinate social media posts with email
newsletters to promote new blog posts on gunnisoncrestedbutte.com.

Cision, $14,000

Cision is a Public Relations platform that is the gold standard of PR agencies. Cision allows us to
track editorial content over time and put an “ad value” to this content. Editorial content, or
earned media, is a very effective way of showcasing the valley without paying for the content.
Cision has other functionality beyond reporting, it allows us to push out press releases to the
media as well as has an extensive database of journalists and their contact info.

TerraQuest, $5,000

TerraQuest is the local company behind the CBGTrails map app. CBGTrails has been a crucial

tool in helping TAPP understand our summer product--the valley’s trails. It spreads out trail
users by giving them more options. It keeps users on the trail (rather than bushwhacking) by
helping them navigate. Last winter, TerraQuest partnered with CB Nordic, Share the Slate,

CBAC, and others to promote the new winter layer of the app. The winter layer shows groomed
and ungroomed trails north and south valley and delineates usage from motorized, non
motorized, fat bike, nordic only etc. it also shows downhill ski trails at CBMR, . Turn-by-turn
navigation for routes is now available on both the summer and winter layers. As of last year,
our major investment in the app development is over. Moving forward, we will just pay for
maintenance. This initiative touches on multiple legs of our mission. By better understanding
our trails product, we can better market to visitors and give them the best experience. By
spreading out users and getting a sense of where folks are traveling in the backcountry, we can
drive stewardship decision making. TerraQuest has hired Western graduates and looks to
partner with the Paul Rady Computer Science and Engineering department. We have also
supported the development and growth of a local tech company that is exporting their product
out of the valley.

TAPP Marketing During a Pandemic
December 2020

The pandemic has caused many challenges across the globe. Gunnison County has done a good
job of threading the needle between economic and health risk. While some are frustrated over
the conflicting messaging, we are telling locals to avoid travel and to isolate if they do travel
and at the same time we are marketing for tourists to come here. There are also serious
challenges the valley will face if we experience a serious decline in tourism which will result in
business closures and the health ramifications of unemployment, depression, alcoholism, that
would follow closing down our economy.

Andrew Sandstrom, TAPP’s Marketing Director, has also been serving as Public Information
Officer in Gunnison County’s COVID-19 response. This has allowed for continued
communication between public health and outside marketing. TAPP has a completely digital ad
buy this winter season and didn’t sign any contracts that cannot be backed out of should
COVID-19 restrictions need to be implemented. In addition, TAPP’s messaging has been focused
on outdoor recreation, which arguably is one of the safest activities during the pandemic.
Andrew has communicated to Joni Reynolds that TAPP can turn off marketing in a day’s notice
should Joni deem it necessary to do so to protect the health of the community.

While it is an ever-evolving situation, Incident Command has thus far deemed the economic risk
of shutting out tourists too great in comparison to the gains in health outcomes. We are asking
locals to make personal sacrifices by not traveling to save our local economy. What do we have
to lose if tourists don’t come? Based on the 4% Local Marketing Tax, lodging spend alone by
tourists in 2019 was $54.7 million which is on track to be even bigger in 2020. Generally,
lodging makes up about 30% of the spend for a tourist. That means that tourists in 2019
brought in $182.4 million to our local economy. By shutting out visitors, we risk losing many
more businesses.

Considering the global pandemic, Gunnison County has fared better than most. Local Marketing
District Tax Collections are up 8.7% through the month of October. July and then September
were our largest lodging revenue months in the LMD’s history. Our unemployment rate is lower
than other comparable CO mountain towns and the state at 3.9% as of September. While not
all business sectors have had gains this year, we are an outlier in our success. According to

Forbes, nearly half of all small businesses are at risk of closing for good. Among the worst
impacted is travel and hospitality at nearly 62% expecting to close. For us to have a record
summer under these circumstances is a testament to the balancing act that Joni and the
Incident Command team have done to protect both the economy and the health of our citizens.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“Agreement”), is made effective this day of
December, 2020, by and between the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District
(“LMD”) and the Tourism and Prosperity Partnership, known as the Gunnison-Crested Butte
Tourism Association (“GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA”), a Colorado non-profit
corporation, and provides that:

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the public purposes and powers of the LMD, declared pursuant to C.R.S. §29-25-
102, are that it “will promote the health, safety, prosperity, security, and general welfare of the
inhabitants thereof, the property owners therein, and all the people of the state; will promote the
continued vitality of commercial business areas within local governments; and will be of special
benefit to the property within the boundaries of any district created pursuant to this article. and is
essential to the continued economic growth of the state.”;

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. 829-25-111(e), the provision of services within the LMD, are:

A. Organization, promotion, marketing, and management of public events;
B. Activities in support of business recruitment, management, and development; and
C. Coordinating tourism promotion activities.

WHEREAS, the LMD is responsible for the administration of funds collected from the LMD
lodging tax and is supportive of the objectives of the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA;

WHEREAS, the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA has been working with the Crested Butte-
Mt. Crested Butte Chamber of Commerce, Gunnison County Chamber of Commerce, local elected
officials and the private sector to coordinate the marketing efforts of the Gunnison County
community;

WHEREAS, in May 2019 the LMD and the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA amended the
then-existing Memorandum of Agreement to provide for the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA
to administer the ICELab located at Western Colorado University in Gunnison, Colorado;

WHEREAS, the LMD feels that it is in the public interest and meets the goals of the LMD to enter
into this Agreement with the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA to support the implementation
of its 2021 Work Program.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, the LMD and the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA, in consideration of
the recitals above and the obligations and mutual covenants contained herein below, agree as
follows:

1. TERM





This Agreement replaces in full all previous Memoranda of Agreement between the parties.
The term of the Agreement shall begin on January 1, 2021 and end on December 31, 2021,
unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. CONSIDERATION.

During the Term of this Agreement,
A. The LMD shall:

Provide support funds to the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA, according to the
2021 Budget attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A”, in
the amount of $2,040,590.51 (Two million, forty thousand, five-hundred and ninety
dollars, and fifty-one cents).

It is expressly agreed that these funds must be used exclusively for costs identified in
the 2021 Budget attached as Appendix “A”. Adjustments among budget line items may
be at the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA’s discretion as appropriate to achieve
the overall marketing goals represented by the budget. The approved 2021 Gunnison
County budget identifies the support funds and expenditures. The funds will be
provided via monthly payments as follows:

B. The GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA shall:
1. Implement the 2021 Work Plan reflected by the budget in Appendix A.

2. During the Term of this Agreement, enter into individual funding agreements
with:
a. Gunnison County Chamber of Commerce to provide funding for
tourism services during the year 2021 in an amount no less than $25,000
(Twenty-five thousand dollars); and





b.

Mt. Crested Butte/Crested Butte Chamber of Commerce to provide
funding for tourism services during the year 2021 in an amount no less
than $25,000 (Twenty-five thousand dollars).

3. Create and utilize a comprehensive grant application process to ensure that the
funds provided during the term and by this contract are strategically and
equitably applied to diverse tourism efforts in the Gunnison Valley, pursuant
to C.R.S. §29-25-111 with particular emphasis on the following funding
structure and reporting:

a.

Events. Support of existing independent and organization sponsored
events, with a clear formula for deciding which events to support,
metrics for determining positive impacts to the economy and
community vitality, and total dollars spent to support each event.
Economic Development. Support of programs, events and opportunities
with a focus toward developing and maintaining a diverse economic
base in the valley.

Marketing. Support of all marketing efforts that support the
GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA’s mission, in addition to the
following categories:

i. Sustainable Tourism. Work closely with the Sustainable
Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee (STORC) to
consider and support resolution of issues related to infrastructure
and signage necessary to promote and sustain recreational uses
of areas throughout the valley.

ii. Co-Marketing with Western State Colorado University
(WSCU). Work closely with WSCU marketing professionals to
consider and support cooperative efforts to recruit and retain
students at the institution.

1ii. Seasonal Expenditures. Equitably support winter and summer
seasons to maintain balance in the diverse types of visitors to
and uses of our valley.

4. Provide biannual reports to the LMD to minimally include:

a.

b.

C.

Performance information and metrics related to the funding structure
outlined in Section 3 above;

Performance of the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA’s adopted
strategic business plan for 2021, including the plan's specific metrics
and trend data that illustrate performance levels being achieved; and
Accompanying budget for the current year and of the previous six
months showing alignment between the expenditures and the authorized
spending categories outlined in Paragraph 3 above.

5. Pursuant to the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA bylaws, no later than
October 1, submit a tentatively adopted strategic business plan and
accompanying budget for the 2021 calendar year that, at a minimum, addresses
the following:





a. Proposed results and measurements for those results consistent with the
purpose of the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA;

b. Proposed strategies and associated budgets to achieve the proposed
results;

c. Strategies for creation, maintenance and coordination of an effective
digital presence for the County;

d. Strategies for marketing in-valley experiences and fulfillment;

e. Proposed performance-based contracts with vendors and subcontractors
that contract with the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA,; and

f. Coordination with strategic partners including, but not limited to,
Crested Butte Mountain Resort, Western State Colorado University;
Gunnison County Chamber of Commerce, Mt. Crested Butte/Crested
Butte Chamber of Commerce, major businesses and employers,
municipalities, public land agencies, and event promoters.

6. Permit auditing by the LMD of all the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA’s
books, accounts, and financial transactions.

7. Administer the ICELab

It is further recognized and understood by the parties to this Agreement that the financial
obligations under this Agreement are contingent upon the receipt of tax revenues by
Gunnison County from the lodging tax and, if there are insufficient revenues to support the
estimated expenditures for 2021, the financial obligation will be reduced accordingly.

3. DESIGNATION OF COUNTY MANAGER

The parties hereto designate the Gunnison County Manager as the Administrator for this
Agreement, and all questions in regard to this Agreement shall be referred to the Gunnison County
Manager.

4. INDEMNIFICATION

The GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the LMD
of Gunnison County, Colorado and Gunnison County, its elected officials, agents and employees,
of and from any and all liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever
(including reasonable attorney's and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss,
cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused
by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE
TA or its employees, subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect to any
liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

5. RELATIONSHIP AMONG PARTIES






The relationship of THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA to the Board of the LMD is that of
an independent contractor, performing marketing functions pursuant to this Agreement. The
GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA is not an agent of the LMD, and the LMD is not responsible
for the acts or omissions of the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA, its officers, employees or
agents.

6. MEETING REQUIREMENTS AND PROJECT REPORTING

The GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA agrees to meet biannually with the LMD to discuss
progress with the implementation of a 2021 Work Plan and 2021 Budget, as outlined in Section
2B.

The GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA agrees to submit a final project report in a form and
format as prescribed by the Administrator of this Agreement on or before December 1, 2021.

7. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to give to the
other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or rendered if delivered
personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different address to
which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

8. TERMINATION.

This Agreement may be terminated for non-compliance with the terms and conditions of the
Agreement or the inability of THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA to implement a 2021
Work Plan and the 2021 Budget.

9. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

A. By its signature on this Agreement, THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA
certifies that, as of the time of its signature, it does not knowingly employ or contract
with an illegal alien and that, in order to confirm the employment eligibility of all
employees who are newly hired for employment in the United States, THE
GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA has participated or attempted to participate in the





E-Verify program (“E-Verify Program”) created in Public Law 208, 104th Congress,
as amended, and expanded in Public Law 156, 108th Congress, as amended,
administered by the United States Department of Homeland Security, and the Social
Security Administration or the Department Program (“Department Program”)
established pursuant to §8-17.5-102(5)(c), C.R.S.

. THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA agrees that it shall not knowingly employ

or contract with an illegal alien to perform work under this Agreement; and that it shall

not enter into a contract with a subcontractor that fails to certify to THE GUNNISON-

CRESTED BUTTE TA that the subcontractor shall not knowingly employ or contract
with an illegal alien to perform work under this contract.

. THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA has confirmed or attempted to confirm
through participation in the E-Verify or Department Program the employment
eligibility of all employees who are newly hired for employment in the United States.

. THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA shall not use E-Verify or Department
Program procedures to undertake pre-employment screening of job applicants while
work under this Agreement is being performed.

. If THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA obtains actual knowledge that a
subcontractor performing work under this Agreement knowingly employs or contracts
with an illegal alien, THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA Contractor shall:

1. Notify the subcontractor and the LMD within three days that THE GUNNISON-
CRESTED BUTTE TA has actual knowledge that the subcontractor is employing
or contracting with an illegal alien; and

2. Terminate the subcontract with the subcontractor if, within three days of receiving
the notice required herein, the subcontractor does not stop employing or contracting
with the illegal alien; except that the Contractor shall not terminate the contract
with the subcontractor if during such three days the subcontractor provides
information to establish that the subcontractor has not knowingly employed or
contracted with an illegal alien.

. THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA shall comply with any reasonable request
by the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment made in the course of an
investigation that the Department is undertaking pursuant to the authority established
in C.R.S. §8-17.5-101(5).

. If the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA violates a provision of this Illegal Alien
Addendum, the LMD may terminate this Agreement for breach of contract. If the
Agreement is so terminated, THE GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA shall be liable
for actual and consequential damages to the LMD. THE GUNNISON-CRESTED
BUTTE TA understands that, in the event of such a termination, the LMD is required
to notify the office of the Colorado Secretary of State.





10. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACT.

This Agreement is a sole source contract pursuant to Article XXVI1I1 of the Colorado Constitution,
and the following provisions are applicable to said Agreement.

A. Section 15 of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution is hereby incorporated by
reference into this Agreement.

B. The GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA, on behalf of itself, any person who controls
ten percent or more of the shares of or interest in the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE
TA, and its officers, directors, and trustees (collectively, the "Contract Holder™) agrees,
for the duration of this Agreement and for two years thereafter, to cease making,
causing to be made, or inducing by any means, a contribution, directly or indirectly, on
behalf of the Contract Holder or on behalf of his or her immediate family members and
for the benefit of any political party or for the benefit of any candidate for any elected
officer of the state or any of its political subdivisions.

C. If a person responsible for the bookkeeping of the GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE
TA, or if a person acting on behalf of any party to this Agreement, obtains knowledge
of a contribution made or accepted in violation of Section 15 of Article XXVIII of the
Colorado Constitution, and that person intentionally fails to notify the Secretary of
State or appropriate government officer about the violation in writing within ten
business days of learning of such contribution, then that person may be contractually
liable for restitution to the general treasury of the LMD to compensate for all costs and
expenses associated with the breach, including costs and losses involved in securing a
new contract if that becomes necessary.

D. The parties hereto agree that if any party intentionally violates Section 15 of Article
XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that party shall be
ineligible to hold any sole source government contract or public employment within
the State of Colorado or any of its political subdivisions, for three years.

E. The parties hereto agree that if any party intentionally violates Section 17(2) of Article
XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that party shall be
ineligible to hold any sole source government contract or public employment with the
State of Colorado or any of its political subdivisions, for three years.

F. The GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA agrees to comply with the summary and
notice provisions of Section 16 of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution.

G. The GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TA hereby certifies that it has not made or
caused to be made any contribution intended to promote or influence the result of an
election on a ballot issue relating to this Agreement on or after December 31, 2008.

H. All terms used in this Section and not otherwise defined in this Agreement shall have
the same meanings as set forth in Article XXVII1 of the Colorado Constitution.





11. MISCELLANEOUS.

A. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be
invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

B. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
parties to be bound thereby.

C. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement
is, or shall be, construed to be a waiver, in whole or part, by the Board of the LMD
of Gunnison County, Colorado or Gunnison County of governmental immunity
provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

12. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to this Agreement
shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

13. COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed by facsimile or in any number of counterparts, any or all of
which may contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which shall be construed
together as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the parties as though originally executed
on one originally executed document. All facsimile counterparts shall be promptly followed with
delivery of original executed counterparts.

14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the subject
matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals, negotiations and
representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.
